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Special Meeting for Atateka

INTRODUCTION: Chairperson Scott noted that Anthony Galea has been designated as a voting member on all aspects of the Application for Kenneth Meyer and Paul DiCocco also known as Atateka.

Walter Miller recuse himself.

Andy Barber and Donald Fletcher also attending from Town Engineering firm Barton and Loguidice. P.C.
Sandra started the meeting by reviewing a chronology report she had prepared for the Atateka project giving a time line of progress.

Andy Barber commented on soil testing and results. He stated that the testing was done at the end of May and results showed no contamination in the areas tested.
Sandra stated that Jim Gabriel from the Schenectady County Health Dept. took the time to review the project very carefully, the only agency to do so. He suggested protocol to be followed, including but not limited to; 1) Wells must meet all required minimum offsets.  2) Schenectady County Health Dept. would like to review the logs of site test-pits and bore logs, and as stated previously, the results from site soil and water evaluations. 3) Drilled wells should be developed and tested for quality and quantity prior to commencement of home construction. Water quality testing shall be performed at the completion of well installation, and again after a year of continued use. Sandra noted that testing after a year of use could be defined as after one year of the home owner acquiring a certificate of occupancy.

Anthony Galea questioned about the wells that had previously tested “hot” that are located on Thousand Acre Rd.

Scott/ Wiedemann made a motion that prior to any issuance of a building permit, wells must be drilled and tested for any contaminants as well as one year after the home owner obtains a Certificate of Occupancy.

Scott/ Deleva made an amendment to the previous motion to include a detailed contingency plan delineating phases for construction and testing as well as the Applicant filing escrow with the Town for testing as well as for remediation should there be any contamination in the future, (Applicant’s Attorney agreed to do so).

All new information must be to the Planning and Zoning Dept. by October 5, 2007 in order to be placed on the October agenda.
The Board reviewed the design plans and determined that they would like to see more open space.  Currently only 22% of the land is open space. Discussion on design continued.
Applicant's attorney Donald Zee disclosed the Atateka project would not be using the

"cluster design" but instead a "conventional design" would be used.
The Board then adopted parameters for the Conventional Plan including but not limited to:

A) A buffer area of 50 feet surrounding the known dump sites.

B) No access to Turnbull Rd. meaning all lots must have access onto the proposed subdivision road.

C) A closed drainage system for Storm Water Management.
D) A larger cul-de-sac area with shorter driveways.
E) Fewer key hole lots specifically looking at lots 5,7,8,11,14 and 15.

Ruther/ Galea made a motion to adjourn the September 11, 2007 Planning Board Meeting.
