PUBLIC HEARINGS:

1. James Golden: Seeking Special Use Permit to increase existing storage space for a
dealership for generators and mechanical parts for retail sales, Zoned Industrial, SBL
#67.00-3-19.131. Mr. Golden explained the proposal to the audience. There were no
comments. Public Hearing closed.

2. Robert Kocak: Seeking approval for a Minor Subdivision on Gage Rd., of two (2) lots,
Lot #1-146.293 Acres and Lot #2-2.87 Acres, SBL #65.00-1-13 for the construction of a
new home. Lance Manus, P.E. representing Mr. Kocak explained the proposal to the
audience. There were no comments. Public Hearing closed.

3. Roy Kretzler: Seeking A Special Use Permit for the purpose of constructing a three (3)
car garage for storage of automobiles and normal household goods., SBL #66.00-5-9.11,
Zoned General Business. Mr. Kretzler explained to the audience his project. There were
no comments from the audience. Public hearing closed.

4. Patricia Lynch: Seeking approval for a Minor Subdivision, enlarging a 5 Acre parcel
(Lot A) to 23 Acres and creating a new lot (Lot B) of 8.3 Acres, Zoned R-100, SBL
#63.00-1-7.22. Mark Blackstone, Land Surveyor, representing Ms. Lynch explained the
project to the audience. There were no comments. Public Hearing closed.

5. Terrapin Presents, Inc.: Seeking approval for a Special Use Permit for a Music & Arts
Festival known as “Gathering of the Vibes”, July 4-7, 2002 to be held at the Indian
Lookout Country Club, Batter St., Zoned R-100, SBL #34.00-2-8.12 in the Town of
Duanesburg. Representative Ken Hays and others explained to the audience the proposal
and this years improved plan for the festival acknowledging the problems and the
improvements being addressed. Residents from the audience complained about the “noise
level” (too loud). Another resident voiced their opinion about the traffic “backup” on the
roads trying to enter the festival.

numbers to the residents to call, hotel room for last years complainers, have 10 ticket
Janes and two (2) entrances, contracts with bands performing for ideal sound, meeting
with neighbors to check out volume of the music and any other concerns that the
surrounding neighbors have concerns about.
