Betty Powers of 2557 Western Turnpike asked that the Board try to locate this and similar projects in an industrial park away from homes and businesses. 

Bob Deitz of 2240 Western Turnpike noted that although he likes to see new businesses in the area he also thought an industrial park would be a better fit for this particular project.

Bill Miner of 2382 Western Turnpike had many questions and concerns for the project Engineer. He also noted he did not believe the project falls within the retail or wholesale store or shop definition as provided by the Town of Duanesburg Zoning Ordinance.
