Hunt, Brian:  SBL # 43.00-2-19.2, (R-2) located at 691 Hillman Rd., is seeking approval for a minor subdivision under section 3.4 of the Town of Duanesburg Subdivision Ordinance.

Indian look out Special Use Permit: SBL# 34.00-1-17.116 is seeking approval to amend an existing Special Use Permit under section 14.6.2.5 of the Town of Duanesburg Zoning Ordinance.  Frank Potter spoke on behalf of his application.  A motion was made by Novak/Tidball to approve the following items from the presubmission conference. SEE ATTACHED
1. The current Special Use Permit would be amended. 

2. The total number of ticket holders remains at 12,000 persons.

3. After 6,000 tickets were sold, which equate to + or – 3,000 cars, there would be a Traffic Control Plan which would eliminate further ticket holders arriving in passenger cars, from arriving directly to Indian Lookout Park.  They will be routed from various sites to park their cars and be shuttled to Indian Lookout.

4. Cars arriving with RV’s and other types of campers plus those staying at area hotels/motels would proceed directly to Indian Lookout and park on the grounds.

5. Permit holder Frank Potter will work with a licensed Traffic Engineer from the Capitol area in designing the Traffic Control Plan to be presented to the Planning Board. 
The Board reviewed areas to be addressed in the Traffic Control Plan designed by the licensed Traffic Engineer and Frank Potter.  Attached to these minutes are engineering firms doing traffic management studies in the Capital Region as well as the areas to be addressed in the Traffic Control Plan.
To be on the Board’s meeting agenda, the Traffic Control Plan must be submitted to the Building Department 10 days prior to the meeting date.  Novak stated it was felt most of the Board’s September meeting’s concerns have been addressed.

Serth, Joseph & Christine:  SBL# 35.05-1-19.2, (L-1) located at 216 Batter St. is seeking approval for a Special Use Permit under section 7.2 (2) of the Town of Duanesburg Zoning Ordinance.  Christine Serth made the presentation for two dwellings on the same 7 acres parcel of land.  As part of the application Chairperson Scott was asked to recues herself.
