SKETCH PLAN REVIEW:    Hunt Brian:  SBL# 43.00-2-17.112, (R-2) located at 691 Hillman Rd. is seeking approval for a minor subdivision under section 3.4 of the Town of Duanesburg Subdivision Ordinance. Presentation was given by attorney Edward Salvo on their behalf.  A letter of permission was given to Dale Warner.  The project divide 100+ acre into two 75 acres and 22 acres. The proposed use will be residential and possibly agricultural.  No anticipated structure or development will occur.  The Board requests that State wetlands have a buffer of 100ft., check with DEC for class of stream running to reservoir and to state the locations of the septics/wells.  
Monty, Ken:  SBL# 81.00-2-13.12, (R-2) located at 1618 Gallupville Rd. is seeking approval for a minor subdivision under section 3.4 of the Town of Duanesburg Subdivision Ordinance.  No one was present on behalf of this sketch review.
