PUBLIC HEARINGS:

1. Estate of Hella Seuling. c¢/o Rita DeCocco; Property located at 14435 Duanesburg
Rd. (Rte. 7), SBL #80.00-1-11.11 for a five (5) lot major subdivision. Ms. DeCocco
explained the project to the audience. There were no comments from the audience. The
planning board recommended that an Agriculture Disclosure be added to the plat plan.
Schenectady County Planning approved the plan.

2. Margaret Cooper; Property located at 5375 & 5355 Western Turnpike, SBL
#66.00-2-7.311, subdividing a parcel with the two houses into their own lots with the
balance of vacant land remaining. The project was explained to the audience. There were
no comments. Schenectady County Planning approved of the application.

3. Robert C. Schleier, Edward J. Schleier & Georgina A. Costello; owning property
on Salsburg Rd., SBL #81.00-3-15, subdividing houses at 312 Salsburg Rd., with 30
acres and 292 Salsburg Rd., with 44- acres into their own respective lots. The project was
explained to the audience. Prior variances were obtained by the parties from the
Duanesburg Zoning Board of Appeals. The Schenectady County Planning Dept.

Mr. Maxwell explained to the audience of the
festival. Mr. Maxwell reviewed the traffic plan from the entering at the start of the
festival, parking and exiting of the festival, placement of porta potty’s and other
information relating to traffic. Discussion was held with reference to noise and how the
handling of the decibel meters would be to track the noise. Discussion was also held on
having a “Hotline” to address resident telephone calls for any annoyance or improper
items they wanted to discuss during the actual time of the festival. These items will be
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addressed and firmed up at a later date prior to the festival. Schenectady County Planning
approves of the application.

5. Terrapin Presents Gathering of the Vibes: Special Use Application for a music,
arts & crafis, camping festival for July 1-5™, 2004 at the Indian Lookout Country Chub,
Batter St., SBL #34.00-2-8.2, zoned R-2. Jason Deeney, representing Gathering of the
Vibes, LLC explained to the audience the traffic plan, “noise” management and other
pertinent information relating to the festival. Issues regarding concerns about trespassers
trying to sneak into the festival, will be addressed by “Gathering of the Vibes”
representatives as well as any individual residents concerns. Schenectady County Dept.

2. That “Porta Potty’s” be placed at strategic spots to accommodate the incoming traffic
for persons in need.

3. That a Performance Bond for $5,000. be taken out to cover any infractions for sound
violations.

4. That a DB Monitor is used to tract the sound. Code Official Expenses with Town
Board approval, or a designated person acceptable by the Town and other party involved.
5. Complete Traffic Plan submitted showing-Incoming Traffic Patterns, plans for traffic
tie-ups and emergencies, parking and exiting of vehicles and other pertinent information.
Roll Call Vote: Bill Ruther-yes, Fred Siegel-yes, Mark DeLeva-yes, Larry Breakenridge-
yes, Shetrie Wages-yes and Walt Miller-yes.

OTHER:

1. James Breitenstein is seeking subdivision information. Mr. Breitenstein who owns
property adjacent to Kevin Chesnut of 6972 Western Turnpike (Rte. 20) who recently
applied and was approved for a major subdivision. Mr. Breitenstein was interested in
purchasing one (1) or two (2) of the lots for future building and also access to his
property. Different proposals were discussed and did not present any problems as long as
Mr. Chestnuts® approved plat plan was amended to show that future roadways could be
implemented to access Mr. Breitenstein’s property.
