Thomas R. Spoor: SBL# 54.00-2-35, is seeking approval for a 9 lot major subdivision, at Duanesburg Churches RD, to be known as Hawks Landing. Parcels will range in size from 2.3 acres to 6.25 acres, and will include the construction of a road with a cul-de-sac. 
The Applicant has received new information from his engineer and would like to be placed on the February agenda for a continuance of a Public Hearing.

Sandra Scott reminded the applicant that a highway access permit is required from the County Engineering and Highway Department prior to construction of driveways.

PENSCO TRUST COMPANY: SBL#: 34.00-2-7.122, Located at 2097 Batter Street Duanesburg NY. 12056, is seeking approval to subdivide a 4.82 acre lot into 2 building lots, lot one being 2.48 acres, and lot 2 being 2.38 acres.

The SWPPP has been received. Sandra Scott reminded the applicant that a highway access permit is required from the County Engineering and Highway Department prior to construction of driveways.
The Board would like to see the 50% expansion envelope for the septic system as well as the 20’ minimum distance from the house to the septic system.

The new information needs to be submitted 10 days prior to February 16, 2006 and with enough time for The Town Planner to look it over or the public hearing will not be held.

New Business:

M. & K. Williams: SBL#: 67.00-3-1.111, Located at the north side of Route 7 Duanesburg NY is seeking approval for a 5 lot major subdivision to divide a 39 acre parcel into 5 lots. One being 8.0 acres with an existing house, two 2.3 acre lots with existing duplexes and two vacant lots one being 6.3 acres and one being 20 acres.

All current residences are one 1 deed. The applicant was trying to bring the current lot up to the current zoning regulations. The lot is currently grandfathered in.

Carl Wiedemann had a question about the Town’s Comprehensive Plan, that in the plan it would like to not see any vacant wooded lot with a slope greater than 25% be improved upon.

The applicant will need to decide how he wants to proceed with the application, if he wants to do a soil erosion test with grading limitations and water runoff, or if he would like to proceed in a different manner.

The Chair asked The Board Attorney, Todd Mathes and Town Planner, Gino Santabarbara to work with the Applicant to find the best solution for both sides for the subdivision in hopes to resolve the issue.

William Farry: SBL#: 33.00-1-6.1, located at 699 Miller Corners Road Delanson NY, is seeking approval to transfer ownership + or – 2.6 acres of land from Kevin and Elizabeth Novak to William and Margaret Farry.

This application was part of a Last Will and Testament that stated that 2.6 acres of land from the Novak Parcel should be added to the parcel owned by William Farry. If the parcel were added to the already existing lot, the transfer would be sufficient with current information. If the lot were to be kept separate it would need to go through subdivision approval and must show a Building envelope as well as potential septic system and well.

The applicant is going to speak with his lawyer and decide how he wants to proceed.
