Meeting Called to Order: 7:34 pm

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
1. AT&T Wireless, PCS, LLC is seeking approval to co-locate up to 6 panel antennas on

the existing 250 ft. lattice tower at 539 Mott Road, SBL #68.00-3.29/1. Attorneys William
Brennan, Esquire and Douglas Dimitroff, Esquire, representing AT& T Wireless, explained the
proposed project. AT& T is seeking to co-locate antennas to provide service within its target
service area. AT& T Wireless currently has little to no coverage within the Town of
Duanesburg, specifically the Route 20 corridor. Scott Heffernan explained the radio frequency
emissions from the current carriers on the Mott Road Tower and how the addition of AT&T’s
antennas would affect those emissions. Mr. Heffernan described the process involved in
determining the RFEs and produced a map indicating the specific sites where RFE readings were
taken throughout the Town of Duanesburg. According to the information provided by AT&T’s
engineers, the RFEs are well below the limit allowed by the FCC. Dr. Valkberg from the

RFEs and how there is a2 minimal impact because the emissions are so low. Town residents
Larry and Susan Stankavich questioned AT&T experts regarding the RFEs and the possible
long-term health effects these emissions may have on nearby residents. Town resident Bill
Miner questioned AT&T’s experts regarding how the RFEs may be affected by surrounding
water bodies and topography and what the cumulative effects of the RFEs may have on nearby
residents. The professor represented that because the emissions were well below those allowed
by the FCC that in his opinion there were no known adverse health effects. Planning Board
Member Fred Siegel questioned whether there was a gap in service if other carriers were able to
provide service to the area. William Brennan explained that the Telecommunications Act of
1996 requires that all carriers be afforded equal treatment and that each carrier is required to be
in compliance with service coverage or they risk the loss of their license. Robert Osterhoudt,
P.E., of Boswell Engineering, the engineering firm hired by the Town of Duanesburg to review
AT&T’s application, spoke briefly regarding the gap in coverage and AT&Ts representation that
they had no other plans to build any other sites in the Town of Duanesburg at the present time.
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4. Thomas R. Spoor is applying for a Special Use Permit for the purpose of starting a
tanning and manicure salon in the Hamlet district at 4956 Western Turnpike, SBL #67.05-3-
15.1/1. After reviewing the application, a motion was made by Laura Silva and seconded by
Larry Breckenridge to set up a public hearing for August 7, 2003 at 7:30 pm, contingent upon
additional information about parking and licensing requirements. Roll Call Vote: Laura Silva —
yes, Larry Breckenridge — yes, Mark Deleva — yes, Fred Siegel — yes, Bill Ruther — yes.

S. Victor L. & Margaret M. Teater, Jr. are applying for a 4 lot subdivision containing
11.17 acres on Hardin & Gross Roads, SBL #43.00-1-14.113, zoned R-2. After reviewing the
application, much information was missing including the site map, contour lines, abutters, septic
disclosure, agriculture disclosure. A motion was made by Larry Breckenridge and seconded by
Bill Ruther to set up a public hearing for August 7, 2003 at 7:30 pm contingent upon receiving
the above information. Roll Call Vote: Larry Breckenridge — yes, Bill Ruther — yes, Fred Siegel
— yes, Laura Silva - yes.

6. Cellco Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless is applying for a Special Use Permit for the
purpose of adding 3 microwave dish antenna to the existing 260 ft. self-supporting tower on
Duanesburg Churches Road, SBL #44.00-1-10.12. After discussion it was decided that further
information was required including RFE readings and that the matter should be tabled until
August 7, 2003 for applicant to provide the additional information that was requested.

1. Ronald E. Baier is seeking approval for a minor subdivision consisting of a 10 acre
parcel and an 11.09 acre parcel on Mariaville Scotch Church Road, SBL #25.00-2-1.312. After
reviewing the application, a motion was made by Bill Ruther and seconded by Fred Siegel to
declare a negative impact on the Short EAF.
