INTRODUCTION: Sandra opened the meeting at 7:01. She started off by thanking Todd Mathes, Board Attorney for his SEQRA Segmentation handout, which will be very helpful to the Board Members.

She noted this had been incorrectly sent to the Planning Board and should have been directed to the Town Board as it was questioning the length of Liddle Road which is the Town Board’s determination.

It was also noted that a Full EAF form needs to be submitted as well as an engineer’s certification that the existing tower will tolerate the high winds and ice build up on the turbines. The Applicant also indicated that he would look into the possible replacement of the top with a piece having double brackets to further enhance safe installation.

Barnes/ Wiedemann made a motion to waive the requirements for setbacks as it is an existing tower and does not appear to pose any threats to neighboring homes.
