MEMBERS PRESENT: Sandra Scott, Planning Board Chairperson, William Ruther, Vice Chairman, Carl Wiedemann, Patrick Barnes, Walter Miller, and Anthony Galea, Alternate Board Member. Also Attending: Todd Mathes, Board Attorney, Dale R. Warner, Town Planner and Maryann Murphy, Secretary.

INTRODUCTION: Sandra Scott, Planning Board Chairperson opened the meeting at 7:30pm. Sandra started off by noting a new notation added to the Planning Board Application to allow any representatives from the Town Hall of Duanesburg to walk an Applicant’s property. 

Chairperson Scott noted that the Planning Board had received notification of an Article 78 being brought against the Town of Duanesburg and the Jacobson special use permit. Town of Duanesburg Attorney Seigle and Planning Board Attorney Mathes will be handling the suit. 

Sandra also noted the two year, two event special use permit granted for Indian Lookout Country Club and the Camp Bisco event to take place in August, is being reviewed by the Schenectady County Emergency Response Team.

Sandra pointed out, that the Planning Dept. will implement the Sketch Plan review process as noted under section 1.2.20 of the Subdivision Ordinance of the Town of Duanesburg for a preliminary review of all subdivisions by the Planning Board prior to the formal submittal of subdivision applications.

Sandra designated Anthony Galea, Planning Board Alternate to serve in all matters in place of Mark Deleva who is not attending this June meeting. Laura Silva will also be absent due to funeral obligations. 

Dale Warner has made additional copies of the Subdivision Ordinance for the Planning Boards convenience.

OPEN FORUM:

Trudy Gott of 3109 Lake Rd. voiced her concerns that the amount of time for the residents to speak a public meeting should not have a time restriction. Board attorney Mathes responded, restrictions are necessary to be able to complete meeting agenda. She submitted a letter which will be attached to the approved minutes.

Lisa Howard of 234 Liddle Rd. asked Sandra to explain how the SEQRA review is conducted and who conducts the review.

Sandra Scott, Planning Board Chair noted that the Lead Agency is the primary decision making agency who conducts the review of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA). On Occasion the Board will do a coordinated review with other agencies as well as hold a SEQRA public hearing to collect information.

Dellene Rowlison of 1546 Thousand Acre Rd. questioned the progress of the Atateka Subdivision on Turnbull Rd. 

Sandra Scott responded that the Board has just finished the coordinated review on the Atateka project. The groundwater samples in the vicinity of the dump sites have been sent out for analysis. She also noted that the Town and the Town Engineer are waiting for the rest of the escrow to be filed with the Town Clerk prior to commencing work. The application will not be on the agenda until the escrow is filed.

She noted the Board has not even begun to review the project itself. Open Forum Closed. 

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
DOWLING, JOHN F.: SBL# 66.00-2-9.51, (C-1), located at Duanesburg Rd. is seeking approval for a Special Use permit under section 11.2.19 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Duanesburg, to build a single family residence in a Commercial (C-1) zone.

PNEUMAN, ROBERT B. and HELEN A. and JAMES F. and CATHERINE M. PNEUMAN: SBL#45.00-2-12.1, (R-2), located at 563 Mt. View Lane, is seeking approval for a minor subdivision to divide 91.5+- acres into two lots with an additional lot line adjustment to SBL# 45.00-2-12.2.

No Comments, Public Hearing Closed.

The Planning Board noted a few typos, in Note # 4 on the plat. The Surveyor for the project should correct these on the final plat.

CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC HEARING:

MORGAN, KEITH: SBL#: 35.05-1-1.2, located at 280 Batter Street (R-2), is seeking approval a special use permit to construct a garage on a vacant parcel of land under section 8.2.16 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Duanesburg.

Sandra noted that the Applicant was not ready to proceed on this project and would like the Board to continue the Public Hearing at the July meeting.

Wiedemann/ Miller made a motion to continue the public hearing for MORGAN, KEITH.

FROST, ROBERT: SBL#: 44.00-2-9.1, (R-2) located at the corner of Lake Rd. and Liddle Rd. is seeking approval for a major subdivision to divide 98.16± acres into 17 lots ranging from 2.86± acres to 9.04± acres.

Lucille Poteralski of  297 Liddle Rd. read a letter from her Attorney regarding the ownership of Liddle Rd. This letter will be held in the permanent file for the FROST, ROBERT Lake and Liddle Rd. Subdivision project. 

Brian Gott of 3109 Lake Rd. voiced concerns on the project pertaining to drainage, stormwater management and DEC credit #5 which would allow the Applicant not to use any Stormwater management controls and potable water. A letter was received listing his concerncs. The letter will be copied to the Board and Town Engineer and placed in the permanent file for this project. 

Bruce Tanis of 2587 Lake Rd. also voiced concerns regarding character, setting a president, the condition of Liddle Rd., wells, explosives being used to drill new wells, clay soils causing major run-off and problems with septic, wetlands, speed limit of the road, safety and maintenance of the rain gardens. His letter will be copied to the Board and placed in the permanent file for this project.

Lisa Struffolino of 208 Liddle Rd. voiced similar concerns and also noted the length of the driveways and the many large dump trucks that will be driving up and down Liddle Rd.

Trudy Gott of 3109 Lake Rd. asked if Daniel and Susan Coxeter of 2664 Lake Rd. who could not attend the meeting due to an illness would be able to submit a letter to the Planning Board. Sandra answered they could do so.

Public Hearing Closed.

Board Attorney Mathes commented that the ownership of Liddle Road is something the abutting property owners and Robert Frost need to work out on there own. Resolution of this is outside the jurisdiction of the Board. He advised the Board to go by the NYS Licensed Surveyor stamped Plat provided by the Applicant.

The Board requested that Frost return to the next meeting with information on extending Liddle Road through to Lake Road in terms of cost, wetland mitigation and stormwater runoff controls. In the discussion Frost agreed to retain stone walls along this route as much as possible.

Miller/ Barnes made a motion that the Applicant leave a twenty foot no cut strip of trees between proposed driveways.

SEQRA PUBLIC HEARING:

FROST, ROBERT: SBL#: 35.00-3-1.1, (R-2) located at Route 159 Mariaville Rd. is seeking approval for a major subdivision to divide 35.53± acres into 14 lots.

Sandra noted that this Hearing was only to hear environmental concerns from the residents.

Joan Downs of 7742 Mariaville Rd. had concerns with the wells in the area and if the project could make her well run dry.

Robert Gilbert of 7694 Mariaville Rd. was concerned with the size of the lots, schools accommodating the new students, maintenance of the rain gardens, and the proposed drainage district.

Martin Mugits of 7660 Mariaville Rd. was concerned with potable water supply and wetlands.

Dan Masaroni of 7727 Mariaville Rd. also was concerned with potable water, drainage, and lights from area driveways shining in his windows.

Brad Littlefield of 197 Eaton Corners Rd. asked why the DEC wetlands for RJ 5 were not listed on the maps. He also asked what the buffer is for RJ 5 wetlands.

Public Hearing Closed.
