The note of authorization was received by the Planning and Zoning Dept. to allow Don Snell to represent Jean and Gary Agnew the owners of the lot to be subdivided.

K&K GUNITE POOL BUILDERS, Inc.: SBL#: 66.00-5-2.11, Located at 8313 Duanesburg Rd Delanson, NY 12053, Is seeking approval for a Special Use permit to use a retail store and office building to support K&K Gunite Pool Builders, Inc. The warehouse will house materials & equipment. The retail store has a separate building entrance.

The applicant added the loading space for trucks and parking to the maps as asked by the Board at the February 16, 2006 meeting. The applicants have agreed to reschedule the Public Hearing for April 20, 2006.

The Schenectady County Planning Dept. wants to see a letter from the Schenectady County Health Dept. stating that the septic system will accommodate the employees of the business.

M. & K. Williams: SBL#: 67.00-3-1.111, located at the north side of Route 7, Duanesburg N.Y. 12056 is seeking approval for a 2 lot minor subdivision to divide a 39 acre parcel into 2 lots, lot #1 being 31+- acres with existing duplexes and lot #2 being 8+- acres with an existing house.

Schenectady County Planning wants the map to show that the isolated piece of property is part of lot 1 and not considered a separate parcel for construction purposes.

They also believe that consideration should be given to having the applicant perform an on-site soils investigation to determine the feasibility of installing a septic system in that location.

The applicant has agreed to reschedule the Public Hearing for April ’06.

OLD BUSINESS:
The Chairperson wanted the Board to know that The Gathering of the Vibes came up with the weekend of August 17-20, 2006 for their Special Use permit, and the Town had collected the performance bond.

The County Real Property Tax Service Agency brought to the Chairperson’s and Town Assessor’s attention a subdivision, which could not be put on the tax map due to the fact that the names were different on the deed and filed, approved Plat. All owners are now deceased. In order to approve any subdivision it has come to the Board’s attention that the names on the deed MUST be the same as what is on the approved signed final Plat. 

The Frost Subdivision in Princetown, which Supervisor Merrihew asked the Planning Board to review has been approved. Some stipulations by the Town of Princetown Planning Board were added to the project.

William Farry: SBL#: 33.00-1-6.1, located at 699 Millers Corners Road Delanson NY, is seeking approval to transfer ownership + or – 2.6 acres of land from Kevin and Elizabeth Novak to William and Margaret Farry.

New maps were submitted showing that the 2.6 acres to be transferred will stay as its own parcel and not be added to the already existing lands of William and Margaret Farry.

The Town Highway Dept. could possibly install the dry hydrants for minimal to no cost. The Town Board would like the Planning Board’s recommendation on this ongoing matter.
