Martin Williams of Duanesburg Rd., Duanesburg, NY (Rte. 7) wants to rezone his parcel (30 acres) to all commercial, which is now ½ residential and ½ commercial. The planning board recommended that a plat plan be drawn up showing the two (2) parcels as designated (total 30 acre original parcel) and apply to the Town Board to designate the parcel that is now residential to a “commercial” parcel. To subdivide the parcel that is now designated R-2. Mr. Williams will have to show the “lot line” division and also number the lots and will also have to follow the regular minor subdivision procedures.

PUBLIC HEARING:
1.  Darin & Rose Brundege is seeking approval for a one (1) lot minor subdivision of 3.5 acres on Depot Rd., SBL #55.00-2-24. Mr. Brundege explained to the audience the minor subdivision. A neighboring parcel owner asked where the well would be placed. An estimated area was shown on the plan and was more than the 100 ft. requirement from the proposed neighbors septic or well area. Public Hearing closed for the Brundege’s.

2.  Scott & Brenda Rowley is seeking approval for a Special Use Permit for the purpose to mine a 4.1 +- acre site for creating a 3.6+- acre pond approximately 20 ft. in depth at 5539 Western Turnpike (Rte. 20), SBL #66.00-2-3.1. Steve Walrath was representing the Rowley’s with this application and explained the project to the audience. Schenectady County approves on condition they obtain a mining permit. Public Hearing closed for the Rowley’s.

3.  David A. Schaefer of 884 Schoharie Turnpike is seeking the approval for a Special Use Permit for the purpose of changing his personal golf course and to make it a public facility with added attractions, SBL #68.00-2-35.21. Mr. Schaefer explained to the audience his project. There was one (1) neighbor who looked at the plan. No other comments from the audience. Public Hearing closed for David A. Schaefer.

1.  AT&T Wireless PCS, LLC is applying to co-locate up to six (6) panel antennas on the existing 250+- ft. lattice tower at 539 Mott Rd., SBL #68.00-3-29.11. Results of the Zoning Board meeting found that the engineering firm results found that the nearest resident was more than 500 ft. from the present tower and therefore would not need a variance. AT &T had notified the Town Attorney, Jeff Siegel of this information. Fred

Siegel want to make sure that an independent engineer study is made to compare with the study from AT &T Wireless of the radiation being emitted from the antennas or the total of all the emissions with added antennas plus those already installed. The applicant should bear the cost. A motion was made by Laura Silva to set up a public hearing for June 5, 2003 at 7:30 PM for the AT &T Wireless application and was seconded by Mark DeLeva. 2.  Darin & Rose Brundege of 4 Corlear St., Albany, NY is applying for a one (1) lot minor subdivision of 3.5 acres on Depot Rd., SBL #55.00-2-24. After reviewing the application, a motion was made by Laura Silva and seconded by Fred Siegel to declare a Negative Impact on the Short Form EAF. Roll Call Vote: Laura Silva-yes, Fred Siegel-yes, Mark DeLeva-yes, and Walt Miller-yes. A motion was then made by Laura Silva and seconded by Mark DeLeva to approve the one (1) lot minor subdivision for Darin & Rose Brundege of 4 Corlear St., Albany, NY, of 3.5 acres on Depot Rd., SBL #55.00-2-24 in the Town of Duanesburg, NY. Roll Call Vote: Laura Silva-yes, Mark DeLeva-yes, Fred Siegel-yes and Walt Miller-yes.

3.  Scott & Brenda Rowley is seeking approval for a Special Use Permit for the purpose to mine a 4.1+- acre site for creating a 3.6 +- acre pond, approximately 20 ft. deep, at 5539 Western Turnpike (Rte. 20) SBL #66.00-2-3.1. After reviewing the application, a motion was made by Fred Siegel and seconded by Mark DeLeva to declare a Negative 
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Impact on the Short Form EAF. Roll Call Vote: Fred Siegel-yes, Mark DeLeva-yes, Laura Silva-yes and Walt Miller-yes. A motion was made by Laura Silva and seconded by Fred Siegel to approve the application for a Special Use Permit, for the purpose to mine a 4.1 acre site for creating a 3.6 +- acre pond approximately 20 ft. deep at 5539 Western Turnpike, SBL #66.00-2-3.1, contingent upon the issuance of a NY State DEC

permit for mining. Roll Call Vote: Laura Silva-yes, Fred Siegel-yes, Mark DeLeva-yes and Walt Miller-yes. Schenectady County Planning also approves provided the permit is issued by NY State DEC.

4.  David A. Schaefer of 884 Schoharie Turnpike is seeking approval for a Special Use Permit for changing his private golf course to a public golf course with added attractions. After reviewing the application, a motion was made by Fred Siegel and seconded by Walt Miller to declare a Negative Impact on the Short Form EAF. Roll Call Vote: Fred Siegel-yes, Walt Miller-yes, Laura Silva-yes and Mark DeLeva-yes. A motion was then made by Mark DeLeva and seconded by Walt Miller to approve the application of David A. Schaefer of 884 Schoharie Turnpike, SBL #68.00-2-35.21,  for a Special Use Permit for the purpose of changing his personal golf course (private) and to make it a public golf course with added attractions, contingent upon approval by the Schenectady County Planning Dept. also. Roll Call Vote: Mark DeLeva-yes, Walt Miller-yes, Laura Silva-yes and Fred Siegel-yes.
