Thursday, November 7, 2002

Meeting Called to Order 7:30 PM

PUBLIC HEARING:

1.  Philena Miller of 122 Herrick Rd., PT/O SBL #43.00-1-18 seeking approval for a one (1) lot minor subdivision consisting of 7.85 acres from a 139 acre parcel on the corner of Hardin & Hillman Roads, zoned R-2 Town of Duanesburg. Mrs. Miller explained to the audience the proposed project. Mr. Arthur Rost (an abutter) reviewed the plat plan. There were no other comments from the audience. Public Hearing closed for Philena Miller.

REGULAR MEETING:
The minutes of the August 1, 2002 meeting were reviewed. NEW BUSINESS:
1.  Duanesburg Reformed Presbyterian Church located on Duanesburg Rd. applying for a one (1) lot minor subdivision from James Breitenstein on Western Tpk. (Rt. 20), SBL #54.00-2-3.4.1, West of Duanesburg Churches Rd. A letter from Whiteman, Osterman & Hanna, LLP, Attorney’s at Law accompanied the application along with John Fidler, the chairman of the DRPC Board of Elders and Chris Nally to answer any questions regarding the application. After reviewing the application, with Mr. Fidler & Mr. Nally, the planning board asked them to find out if their attorney representing them wants to proceed with the complete application for the minor subdivision of 10 acres from a 64.8 acre parcel owned by James Breitenstein for the purpose of building a church upon the property.
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2.  Jeanne T. Herrmann is applying for a major subdivision at the intersection of Duanesburg Rd. (Rt. 30) & Oak Hill Rd., consisting of lots # 1,2 &4, SBL #73.00-1-9.21, Town of Duanesburg. Mrs. Herrmann showed the planning board her proposed major subdivision plan. After reviewing the application, the planning board recommended an updated plat plan with a site plan, contour lines, show the easement for Iroquois Gas Co. (lot #4) listing the present abutters and any other pertinent information and have this information by Nov. 21, 2002 to be sent to Schenectady Planning for review. A motion was made by Fred Siegel and seconded by Sherrie Wages to set up a public hearing on Dec. 5, 2002, contingent upon having the recommended information in by the Nov. 21, 2002 deadline. 3.  Horizon Productions, LLC/Richard Robie applying for a special Use Permit for the purpose of having the “Rising Sun Music Festival” with camping, etc. at Indian Lookout Country Club on Aug. 7, 2003 to Aug. 10, 2003, SBL #34.00-2-8.12 in the Town of Duanesburg. Mr. Richard Robie, event manager of Horizon Productions, LLC, presented to the planning board and the audience his proposal for holding the music festival, giving a brief overview on the event, ticket sales, camping, security, sound, parking, traffic and other pertinent information. Questions addressing the traffic, noise and attendance were the most concerns from the audience and planning board. More detailed plans for parking, keeping the cars off the street when first arriving, attendance to the concert, ticket sales, EAF and other pertinent information. The planning board recommended that Horizon Productions submit more detailed information on the mentioned recommendations and return at next months meeting on Dec. 5, 2002 at 7:30 PM.

4.  Arlene Lent of 1488 Suits Rd., PT/O SBL #68.00-1-5.51, Town of Duanesburg is applying for a one (1) lot minor subdivision on Suits Rd., consisting of five (5) acres +-. After reviewing the plat plan, the planning board recommended that the proposed lot be numbered, list dimensions of the lot and the plat plan be marked “Final”. This information should be handed into the Building Inspector’s office no later than Nov. 21, 2002. A motion was made by Fred Siegel and seconded by Bill Ruther to set up a public hearing on Dec. 5, 2002 at 7:30 PM to review Arlene Lent’s application for a minor subdivision. 5.  Michael P. Kruzinski of 8354 Western Tpk., SBL #65.00-2-3.3 is applying for a Special Use Permit for the purpose of having a Retail Used Automobile Sales Store/Shop in the C-1 district, Town of Duanesburg. Mr. Kruzinski explained to the audience about his Retail Used Automobile Shop on Rt. 20, Western Tpk. He will display from two (2) to three (3) cars at a time. A motion was made by Fred Siegel and seconded by Bill Ruther to set up a public hearing on Dec. 5, 2002 at 7:30 PM. Mr. Kruzinski was asked to show a copy of the NY State Permit to sell automobiles. 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6.  Richard E. Baldwin-Pine is applying for a special Use Permit for the purpose of opening and operating a tattoo business on property owned by B. Rawlins, SBL #67.05-2-6.1, zoned Hamlet in the Town of Duanesburg. Mr. Baldwin-Pine addressed the planning board with his application and a complete business plan for his professional office along with permits and other pertinent information regarding his business. The planning board reviewed the information and a motion was made by Laura Silva and seconded by Fred Siegel to set up a public hearing on Dec. 5, 2002 at 7:30 PM. 7.  Charles Schermerhorn is applying for a Special Use Permit for the purpose of constructing a two (2) family residence at 1033 Turnbull Rd., SBL #65.00-2-28.22, zoned R-2 in the Town of Duanesburg. Mr. & Mrs. Schermerhorn approached the planning board with their plat plan showing the proposed location of their two (2) family house on Turnbull Rd. After reviewing their application, the planning board recommended that they show certification for the two (2) septic systems being 1250 gal. and 200 gal.capacity. A motion was made by Bill Ruther and seconded by Laura Silva to set up a public hearing on Dec. 5, 2002 at 7:30 PM for the application of Mr. & Mrs. Charles Schermerhorn applying for the use of a two (2) family dwelling at 1033 Turnbull Rd., Town of Duanesburg. 9.  Edward C. VanWormer is applying for a minor subdivision on Gage Rd., of 4.35 acres PT/O 65.00-1-31.211 in the Town of Duanesburg.
