PUBLIC HEARINGS:

Anthony J. Casso, Jr. of 7335 Mariaville Rd., is applying for a Special Use Permit for the purpose of building a garage (accessory bldg.) before a residence is built in the R-2 District, SBL # 35.00-1-1.11. A neighbor asked about a back road that runs close to his house. Mr. Casso said that “Grasso Drive” has been there for years and is used as a private easement to the property. No other questions or comments from the audience. Public Hearing closed.

(which they are seeking to do) Questions arose as to what their insurance covered concerning liability and etc., removal of equipment that becomes obsolete when they upgrade their equipment, what are the power levels that go into the tower at ground level, what are the guide lines that can go on the tower, the RF’s that are being put out to meet the standards at ground level exposure.
