Committee Reports:

Highway: Council-member Pneuman: Winters Here. We will be going out to bid for sand. Some poles need to be replaced on the shed.

Public Safety: Council-member Carlson: Nothing to report, they have not had a meeting.

Park: Council-member Frisbee: They are in the process of hiring someone to run the summer park program. Will be appointed at the Organizational Meeting. Dale put the tree up at the park it looks nice.

Zoning: Supervisor Merrihew: Last month started reading the Building Inspectors monthly report. For the month of November he issued nine (9) new building permits, one (1) new construction, one (1) renewal, one (1) fire inspection, nine (9) SD #2 permits, seven (7) certificates of occupancy and one (1) temporary certificate of occupancy.     Planning Board: one (1) application for a minor subdivision and one 91) special use application.  Zoning Board: one (1) home occupation. 

Supervisor Merrihew introduced special guests, our own representative from Duanesburg on the Metroplex Bob Wall.

Bob Wall – for the past three years he has had the pleasure of representing Duanesburg and Princetown on the board of Directors for the Metroplex Authority for Schenectady County. In the last two years there have been some tremendous changes in downtown Schenectady and there is more in the works.   That is due to our main guest this evening, for the momentum we achieved and the projects we already accomplished and the ones that are on the board which will be coming on line shortly. The Metroplex Authority is for Schenectady County and there are a lot of things going on in Town in addition to downtown Schenectady.  It is his pleasure to introduce Ray Gillen, he is the Chief Executive Officer and Chairman of the Board of Directors of Metroplex.

Ray Gillen –Thanked the town board for having him here tonight and thanked Bob Wall, he is one of the most active members of the board and does a great job.   He is kind of the conscious of the board, he watches their spending and is helping them comply with the public authority law that the Governor is expected to sign.

The meetings are open to the public they are on Wednesday evenings and Monday mornings.

The Metroplex funding, part of it goes to the town.  One half ½ of a percent in 1998 was added on the county sales tax, seventy percent 70% of that goes to Metroplex thirty (30) percent of that goes to the towns.  Since the Metroplex was formed the Town of Duanesburg has received 1.2 million dollars from Metroplex sales tax.  

Schenectady County taxes are going down two (2) percent in 2006. The reason that is happening is a direct result of the projects that they are doing. They have added 30 new buildings to the tax roll.

Metroplex has cut their expenses they are trying to run a tight ship and they are doing competitive bidding.  

They are looking at I-88 access as a place where they can build a Tech Park, Exit 25 A and I-88 has great connectivity to the rest of Tech Valley and the question is how do we make great use of that. County Planning is working with the town on the comprehensive plan and zoning you don’t want to have growth that is not smart growth.      

Supervisor Merrihew asked what kind of infrastructure would be required for these Tech Parks.

Mr. Gillen- Most of the time, they looking at basic water and sewer and highway access.

Attorney for the town: Your predecessor made it pretty clear that Metroplex wasn’t going to help this town bring in water and sewer. It is a catch 22, if we build it they will come, how much money do we spend hoping someone is going to come.

Mr. Gillen; It is a balancing act, one of the things we have to look at is a lot of creative financing that exist, state programs that exist. 

Resolution #165-05 – Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Pneuman to accept the resignation of Robert Warner from the Zoning Board of Appeals. Motion carried five ayes Council-members Potter, Pneuman, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Tax Exemption Agreement for Municipal Property

AGREEMENT entered into November 15, 2005 between the Village of Delanson, a municipal corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of New York, with offices at 1797 Main Street, Delanson, New York 12053, (herein call “Delanson”) and the Town of Duanesburg organized and existing under the laws of the State of New York having offices at 5853 Western Turnpike Duanesburg, New York 12056 (herein called “the Town”),

Whereas, the Village of Delanson owns certain parcels of land outside the Village but within the town of Duanesburg, Duanesburg Central School District, and the Schalmont School District, and 

Whereas, said property is used for the Village’s water supply system including reservoirs, watershed and water treatment, and

Whereas, Real Property Tax Law 406 (3) allows real property used for water facilities owned by a municipality located outside its corporate limits to be exempt from taxation, special ad valorem levies and special assessment, and

Whereas, the exemption must be agreed to by the taxing jurisdiction,

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY AGREED, by the Village of Delanson and the Town of Duanesburg as follows:

The Following properties owned by the Village of Delanson for water facility purposes shall be totally exempt from taxation including special ad valorem levies and special assessments as allowed by New York State Real Property Tax Law 406 (3) so long as the property is used by the Village for water facilities:

     WHEREAS; voters of the Town of Duanesburg approved a proposition to establish a Service Award Program for the Mariaville Volunteer Fire Department effective January 1, 1995, in accordance with Article 11-A of the New York State General Municipal Law: and,

    WHEREAS; Persons who continued to serve as active volunteer firefighter members of the Mariaville Volunteer Fire Department after having attained age 65 and having begun being paid a monthly Service Award payment have been incorrectly denied the opportunity to continue to earn Service Award Program credit for active volunteer firefighter service rendered after age 65; and,

    WHEREAS; Persons who became active volunteer firefighter members of the Mariaville Volunteer Fire Department after the age of 65 have been incorrectly  denied the opportunity to earn Service Award Program credit for active volunteer firefighter service rendered; and,

   WHEREAS, Such denial of the opportunity for senior active volunteer firefighters to earn Service Award Program credit may be age discrimination which has been prohibited under ADEA, the federal Age Discrimination In Employment Act; and

   WHEREAS; New York State volunteer firefighter Service Award Programs are governed by Article 11-A of the General Municipal Law; and,

   WHEREAS; Article 11 –A as originally enacted did not prohibit active volunteer firefighters, regardless of age or payment status, from earning Service Award Program credit up to the maximum credit allowed under a program: and,

   WHEREAS; Article 11-A was amended by Chapter 647 of the laws of 2003 to explicitly state that a service Award Program may allow post Entitlement Age volunteers to continue to earn credit.

   Now, Therefore, BE IT RESOLVED, That:

   The Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg, directs that Town of Duanesburg Fire Protection District #2 Service Award Program administration procedures shall be corrected retroactively effective to January 1, 1995 to allow post age 65 active volunteer firefighters to earn Service Award Program service credit under the point system and to thereby increase their monthly Service Award payments, by twenty dollars ($20) for each year of post age 65 service credit earned under the point system effective the January 1st following the calendar year in which such service credit was earned.  These retroactive payments shall be made to senior active volunteer firefighters as soon as possible by the Town.

    The increase in the annual cost of the Town of Duanesburg Fire Protection District #2 Service Award Program to retroactively correct this administration procedure is approximately $3,200 per year with the first payment of $3,200 made in calendar year 2006 and the last payment of $3,200 made in calendar year 2019.  The increase in annual cost for post-65 service earned during a calendar year after 2005 may ultimately be $13,500 per year for current firefighters for all future calendar years.

    All other provisions of the Town of Duanesburg Fire Protection District #2 Service Award Program shall not change and the program shall continue to be administered by the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg in accordance with Article 11-A of the New York State General Municipal Law as such law is amended from time to time.

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg will require the four houses whose lots abut Weast Road (including the flag shaped lot) in the proposed Mud Pond Subdivision be connected with the said public sewer collection system at the owner’s expense and that the Town Supervisor be authorized to inform the Town of Princetown Planning Board of this decision, and be it

The Town Board hereby finds and determines that (a) it has considered the Action, reviewed the Short Environmental Assessment Form, reviewed the criteria set forth in 6 NYCRR 617.7(c), thoroughly analyzed relevant areas of potential concern, and has duly considered all of the potential environmental impacts and their magnitude in connection with the proposed Action; (b) the dedication of Arquette Way to the Town of Duanesburg will not result in any large and important environmental impacts, and therefore, is one which will not have a significant impact on the environment; and (c) the reasons supporting this determination are set forth in the attached Notice of Determination of Non-Significance with respect to this project, a copy of which is on file in the Office of the Town Clerk of the Town of Duanesburg.

The Town Board, as lead agency, hereby: (a) adopts a negative declaration pursuant to 6 NYCRR 617.7; (b) authorizes the Supervisor of the Town of Duanesburg to sign a negative declaration determination of non-significance; and (c) authorizes the Town Clerk of the Town of Duanesburg to file the negative declaration determination of non-significance in the Town Clerk’s Office.

WHEREAS, Arquette Building & Remodeling, Inc. (the “Developer”) developed the Highlands Subdivision on Tax Parcel Section 45, Lot 2, Block 9.4 (the “Project”) in the Town of Duanesburg; and


WHEREAS, as part of the Project, the Developer constructed a road known as Arquette Way; and


WHEREAS, the Developer desires to dedicate Arquette Way to the Town of Duanesburg; and


WHEREAS, on November 9, 2005, John M. McDonald Engineering P.C., in its capacity as Town designated Engineer, acknowledged in writing that it has made periodic inspections of the construction of Arquette Way, which inspections have been documented through written reports submitted to the Duanesburg Town Clerk, and further certified in writing that Arquette Way has been completed in general compliance with the Town of Duanesburg Street and Road Ordinance; and


WHEREAS, the Developer has submitted a Short Environmental Assessment Form, and the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg, as lead agency, has made a determination of non-significance pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Law; and


WHEREAS, the Developer has submitted for review proposed forms of: a Road Dedication and Release; an Order Laying out the Public Road; a Town Board Consent; a Deed and related recording documents; a survey certified to the Town of Duanesburg; and a commitment for title insurance naming the Town of Duanesburg as insured; and


WHEREAS, the Town of Duanesburg Highway Superintendent has inspected the road and has indicated his approval of the same; and


WHEREAS, the Developer has agreed to indemnify the Town of Duanesburg for all required repairs to Arquette Way made by the Town of Duanesburg on or before December 7, 2006, and has agreed to provide to the Town of Duanesburg a bond in the amount of $10,000 to guaranty said indemnification obligations, all as set forth in an indemnification agreement of even date herewith; and


WHEREAS, the attorney for the Town of Duanesburg, has approved the form of the proposed documents; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg believes it is in the best interests of the Town of Duanesburg to accept dedication of Arquette Way as a Town road; and


WHEREAS, the Developer has acknowledged responsibility to pay all fees and expenses incurred by the Town in connection with the road dedication, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees, title insurance premiums, and County Clerk recording fees;


NOW, THEREFORE, it is resolved, that the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg hereby gives consent to the Town Superintendent of Highways of the Town of Duanesburg to make an order laying out the lands described in the dedication and release dated December 8, 2005, for highway purposes, in accordance with the provisions of the Highway Law and other statutes applicable thereto; and


IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor of the Town of Duanesburg is hereby authorized to execute the Town Board consent, and any and all other documents necessary or required in connection with the acceptance of Arquette Way for dedication as a Town road.

Council-member Potter thanked Jim for all of the hard work he has done and the help he has given the board, he has done a good job and is sad that he will not be sitting on the board. 

Council-member Pneuman: It has been his pleasure to serve this past eight (8) years on the board.  There has been times he can’t say it has been enjoyable, but it has been a lot of times when it felt good to home and know for all those people in town it was the best decision.  He has been humbled by this experience and it has truly been his pleasure and means that from the bottom of his heart. 

Privilege of the floor opened at 8:30.

George Lent – Duanesburg Road – How much is the actual increase in our taxes?.

Supervisor Merrihew: 40 or 41 %.

Mr. Lent – In the past year, how many new homes have been built, and how much tax did we get from that?

Supervisor Merrihew – You can get that answer better from the Assessor.

George Lent – Why do we have to have a 40% tax increase in this town?  Metroplex said we are going to get 30%. Can we spend some of that to off set the tax increase?

Supervisor Merrihew – We get 30% of ½ of a percent from Metroplex and we do use the money to off set taxes.

Bob Wall – McGuire School Road – Several years ago, before the Metroplex 5% sales tax we were paying $3.50 per thousand.  And if you look at what we are paying now, even with the 42% increase it is a small portion of what we used to pay. 

Gary Minerley – St. Hwy 30- Gave a petition to the board from residents who live in the Burtonsville area redistricting back from Mariaville Fire Department to the be serviced by the Burtonsville Fire Dept.

Supervisor Merrihew – Spoke to Mr. Diamon and he assured her that what ever was in effect when District 3 and District two were drawn up in the 50’s and has never been changed. 

George Gross – Gross Rd. – has a map showing Burtonsville used to cover that area up until 911.Thinks fire districts should be changed back.

Supervisor Merrihew - Suggested Mr. Gross take his map to the county and speak to Bill Diamon and coordinate with his map and then everybody use the same county map. She will go with George if he would like.

Joan Case – 628 So. Shore – She is here representing the Civic Association. They are wondering if the board has discussed or taken any action regarding motor boats on Mariaville Lake?

Supervisor Merrihew- It was presented last week and the board really hasn’t gotten a chance to discuss it. What they are going to do is talk about it at the next agenda meeting.  They would not schedule a public hearing without telling them.

Eamon Murphy – Rt. 7 – Town should support their businesses according to their zoning.

Supervisor Merrihew - April Pettit is in the audience, she did a school project and she had helped in the election process with the candidates this year.

April is here for another project it for a class she is in for a college credit. She has to sit in on some sort of local government meeting.  She has to say it is completely opposite of what she expected.

No other comments floor closed at 8:45 pm.

Council-member Pneuman motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to adjourn at 8:45 pm All in favor. Council-member Pneuman, Carlson, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.
