Committee Reports:

Highway: nothing to report

Public Safety: Supervisor Merrihew reported the Governor’s Office repealed the court fines legislation. Fines will go back to the towns retroactive to August.

County Legislature is having a hearing on establishing a partial tax exemption from real property taxation on property owned by certain persons who are members of volunteer fire companies or volunteer ambulance services. When the board receives the paperwork we will look at the exemption at the local level.

Park: Nothing to report. There was no meeting last month the next one is scheduled for 1/31/05 at 7:00 pm, downstairs at the town hall.

Sewer: Council-member Potter reported: The contractors in Mariaville are still working longer then they thought through the winter.

Zoning: Supervisor Merrihew reported receiving letters from the Duanesburg School the ADHOC committee, and the Zoning and Planning Boards in support of the moratorium on major sub-divisions. Public hearing is scheduled for February 10th at 7:00pm.

Robert Wall –Chairman of the committee, stated they are meeting regularly with a full schedule. Going over the sub-division ordinance they will be hopefully be meeting more often.

Supervisor Merrihew stated questionnaires would be going out with the newsletter for comments from the residents.

Assessment: Council-member Frisbee met with the Assessor to introduce herself. It was a good meeting.

Supervisor Merrihew reported: January 16th there will be a welcome home celebration at the Duanesburg Fire hall for troops returning from Iraq.  There will be another one on January 29th at the Delanson Fire Hall.  The VFW has been very active in coordinating the celebrations. 

Supervisor Merrihew announced the Duanesburg School is having their annual Duanesburg Days on April 2, 1005.

No other business. Privilege of the floor opened at 7:55p.m.

Bob Wall – McGuire School Road – Asked about the private cemetery. What happens if owner sells the property, are they still obligated to maintain the cemetery property? If they should abandon it in the future, doesn’t it become the responsibility of the town to maintain it? 

Council-member Pneuman: His belief is it never becomes the responsibility of the town, we don’t own the property. We just authorize them to have the family plot there.

Bob Wall – Thinks there is something in the law that says if a cemetery is abandoned that the town or the municipality takes it over.

Bill Grimm – Highway Superintendent – Turnbull Road – Under town law, the town is responsible for any abandoned cemeteries. 

George Lent – Duanesburg Road – Asked about the letterhead of the agenda, still having Lars name on it.

Supervisor Merrihew – New letterhead had been ordered and came in with Jane Frisbee rather then Jean Frisbee.
