Committee reports: 

Council-member Pneuman reported on highway.  The highway crew and Superintendent held a residential clean up day on June 3rd and 4th at the highway garage, 49,000 pounds of trash, scrap metal, aluminum, refrigerators and 221 tires were collected.  Some of that cost us money to get rid of and some of it generated money to get rid of. The total cost with the salaries and the money we recouped with the usable scrap cost the highway department $132.50 to have the clean up for two days.  

Supervisor Merrihew reported on public safety and read a letter she received from Carolina Lazzari our County Legislator representative for District 4, in reference to the property tax exemption for volunteer fireman.  She has been spearheading an initiative along with Legislator Suhrada, to have that initiative amended and make it a little more lucrative.   

Supervisor Merrihew reported on the Mariaville Fire Department Service Award Program: She contacted Jim Carangelo from Rotterdam Junction he is sending her the information she needs to bring back to the board for next months meeting having the service award program open enrollment past age 65.

Council-member Frisbee reported on the parks: Thanked Bill Grimm for roto-tilling the flower garden at Shafer Park. Also thanked Betty Vunk for planting flowers at the entrance to the park. Betty Vunk is the president to the senior citizens in town.

Council-member Frisbee reported on Assessment: She stopped in May 25th on Grievance Day and chatted with the Assessment review board.  She thanked them for the good job they did that day.

Supervisor Merrihew reported on Zoning: There was no Ad-Hoc meeting, because a few of the members were out of town that night.  They received a little over 600 responses from the 2017 surveys that were sent out. The Ad Hoc committee members are in the process of tabulating the results, putting them on a workable spreadsheet form. 

Resolution #101-05- Council-member Pneuman motioned seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize the Supervisor to enter into the Waste System Grant Agreement with the United States Department of Agriculture Rural Utilities Service and agreement to be entered into the minutes of the meeting in its entirety. (Entire Agreement Attached in minute book). Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Pneuman, Potter, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew. 

Council-member Pneuman explained this is the additional cost for Sewer District No. 2 of $475,000.00 this is the agreement providing that money.

WHEREAS, after all necessary proceedings were duly had and taken in accordance with the provisions of the Town Law, the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg, Schenectady County, New York, has heretofore duly established Mariaville Lake Sewer District No. 2 and approved the construction of sanitary sewers and wastewater treatment plant, including land or rights-in-land, tanks, piping, pumps, lift stations and including furnishings, equipment, machinery, and apparatus, and other incidental improvements and expenses in connection therewith; at a maximum estimated cost of $6,899,000, and


WHEREAS, it now appears that such maximum estimated cost must be increased by $475,000.00 to a new maximum estimated cost of $7,374,000.00, pursuant to Section 209-h of the Town Law; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the Town of Duanesburg Sewer Use Law there is no cost for hookup fees to the typical property in the District which is a single-family home during the first year following initial startup of the system; and 


WHEREAS, the estimated cost of the District to the typical property therein which is a single-family home has not changed from the previously estimated cost of $624.00 in the first year in which operation, maintenance, debt service and other charges and expenses are to be paid as the Town has received an additional grant from USDA Rural Development for the entire cost increase; and


WHEREAS, said Town Board duly adopted an order on the 14th day of April 2005, calling a public hearing to be held at the Mariaville Fire House in Duanesburg, New York, in said Town, on the 19th day of May 2005 at 7:00 PM, Prevailing Time, to consider the question of increasing the maximum amount proposed to be expended in connection with the establishment of the aforesaid Mariaville Lake Sewer District No. 2 from the presently authorized maximum amount to a new maximum amount of $7,374,000 constituting an increase of $475,000, and to hear all persons interested in the subject thereof concerning the same and to take such action thereon as is required by law; and


WHEREAS, notice of said Public Hearing was duly published and posted in the manner provided by law and proof thereof has been submitted to said Town Board, 

WHEREAS, said Public Hearing was duly held at the time and place aforesaid, at which all persons interested were heard; and; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT 


ORDERED, by the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg, Schenectady County, New York, as follows:


Section 1.  It is hereby found and determined to be in the public interest to provide for the increase described in the preambles hereof and said increase is hereby authorized pursuant to Subdivision 1 of Section 209-h of the Town Law.


Section 2.  The Town Clerk is hereby ordered and directed to cause a certified copy of this Order to be submitted to the New York State Department of Audit and Control in support of the Application for approval of the increase in the maximum amount for said project and a certified copy of this order shall also be duly recorded within ten (10) days after its adoption in the office of the Schenectady County Clerk which shall be presumptive evidence of the regularity of the proceedings and action taken by the Town Board in relation to the aforesaid increase as provided in Section 209-g of the Town Law.


Section 3.  This order is adopted subject to permissive referendum.

Resolution #104-05- Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to appoint the following budgeted staff for 2005 Duanesburg Summer Park Program, Krista Provost, Katie Becofsky, Jon Savoy, Tiffany Thomas, Steve Weeks, David Larson.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Potter, Pneuman, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #105-05-Council-member Pneuman motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize the Supervisor to send a letter approving the use of the Pop Warner Little Scholars Inc. Duanesburg branch to use Shafer Park field contingent upon them providing proof of insurance naming the town as additional insured.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Pneuman, Potter, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Council-member Pneuman – At the Duanesburg Days a gentleman came to them who was interested in establishing  pop warner football which is for the little people to get started in football and asked if it was possible to use the park.

Supervisor Merrihew asked to have reflected in the minutes that the board welcomes them and hope they have a good successful organization.

Resolution #106-05 – Council-member Frisbee motioned seconded by Council-member Carlson to appoint Roxanne Mullaney to the park and recreation committee. Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Carlson, Potter, Pneuman and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #107-05 – Council-member Pneuman motioned seconded by Council-member Carlson to authorize the Town Clerk to publish notification of a public hearing between the Town of Duanesburg and Time Warner Entertainment- Advance/Newhouse Partnership on the 27th day of June 2005 at 7:00 pm at the Duanesburg High School Library located in Delanson NY.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Pneuman, Carlson, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew. 

Council-member Pneuman for discussion: As many years as he has been on the board we had an outfit do the franchise agreements with the cable people, because they negotiate for Schoharie County and us.  It gives us better leverage for fees for franchise agreements because they are not dealing with us individually. That is what the public hearing is for.

Council-member Frisbee Time Warner pays us to use our poles in the town.

Supervisor Merrihew received a letter from Time Warner requesting the Supervisor send a letter to Governor Pataki’s office urging that Verizon also be obligated to secure a cable television franchise agreement with the town.  They are installing fiber optic utilities through the town. As of now they don’t require the same procedure that Time Warner does.  Time Warner doesn’t feel that they should have to pay and Verizon doesn’t.  They are trying to get the towns to write  letters requiring a franchise agreement with the town.

Resolution #108-05- Council-member Frisbee motioned seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize the Supervisor to write a letter to Governor Pataki’s Office urging Verizon to be obligated to secure a cable television franchise agreement with the town before constructing fiber optic facilities.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Potter, Pneuman, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Council-member Pneuman for discussion: currently the state law is written so that Verizon with fiber optic would not have to provide the towns with franchise fees.   He agrees that if we make certain businesses pay to use our towns infrastructure right of way then we should make all of them that are going to provide the same type of service pay for that also.

Supervisor Merrihew agrees and the amount Time Warner pays us is approximately $5000.00 a quarter.  

Resolution #109-05 – Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to regretfully accept KathyJo Gallo’s resignation as planning/zoning support clerk.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Pneuman, Council-member Potter and Supervisor Merrihew

Resolution #110-05 – Council-member Potter Motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to schedule a public hearing to adopt a five-year plan and a one-year plan for Section 8 Housing Program for September 8, 2005, 7:00 PM at Town Hall.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, Pneuman, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Supervisor Merrihew read a letter from Fred Dykeman asking the town for support of the Duanesburg Independence Day Celebration June 25th 2005.

Supervisor Merrihew welcomed County Legislator Joe Suhrada. He spoke of the decrease in the sales tax.  He spoke of the exemption for the fire fighters,  hopefully, the work Carolina has done will pass.  

George Lent – Duanesburg Road – Spoke of the town clean up day, asked if the people who went around and cleaned up the roads received any pay?

Supervisor Merrihew: They were strictly volunteer organizations that did that.

Mr. Lent said they deserve a big thank you. They did a good job.

Supervisor Merrihew thanked all of the organizations that worked on the cleanup.

Mr. Lent asked about the Section 8 Housing program, is this going to be extended?

Supervisor Merrihew:  This is the annual process we go through with Mastrianni’s office to re new the program. There is no change.

Walt Deay- Duanesburg Rd. – Spoke of the RV in Mariaville, it is still there.

Supervisor Merrihew – It was supposed to be out of there by May 30th, and will make a note to Dale.  

Mr. Deay spoke of the sewer project and our town roads, does contractor return roads like they were with no expense to the town?

Supervisor Merrihew – Yes, any damage done as a result of the sewer district has to be restored.

Bill Miner – Western Turnpike – Thinks the 4th of July celebration is great. Is there a reason the town doesn’t sponsor it instead of writing a check to the Duanesburg Business Association?  The reason he asks is because he was invited to the Business Association a few years ago he went, wrote a nominal check for the annual dues and never was notified of another meeting and thought it went out of existence.

Supervisor Merrihew – You would have to give Fred Dykeman a call.

Attorney Siegel – The fireworks are held on private property.

Supervisor Merrihew – Last year we wrote our check to Empire Fireworks.

Bill Miner – Commented on the closure of Route 20, he stopped on Friday and spoke to DOT and they said no problem local traffic could get through. Wrong.  Asked if we were notified?

Council-member Pneuman – Emergency Service providers were all notified.

Supervisor Merrihew – They also notified the town. 

Mr. Miner said they did not put up any detour signs.

Council-member Frisbee It was a state job and they had to use state roads.

Walt Miller – Thousand Acre Road – Heard announcements on the radio station.

Ardene Kalteau – Duanesburg Church Road – Asked when the July 4th fireworks are going to be.
