Committee Reports:

Council-member Pneuman reported on the highway. Gage Road has been repaved and will be submitted for CHIPS reimbursement.  Highway department did a real nice job on it

Council-member Carlson reported on public safety. There was meeting last night they discussed some mutual aid agreements.

Council-member Frisbee reported on the parks.  Parks are closed down because of the weather.  They had two meetings last week to interview for the summer program.  The pavilion is finished and at some point we will have to have a ribbon cutting.

Supervisor Merrihew reported on zoning. They did not have an ADHOC meeting last month.  Dale Warner our Building Inspector/ Code Enforcement Officer gives the board a monthly report and gave an overview if anyone wants any 

details give Dale a call during business hours.  For the month of October 13 new building permits, four new construction, four renewals, one demolition permit, forty one sewer district two permits, two certificates of occupancy.  In matters for the Planning Board there were three special use applications, two minor sub-division applications, two major sub-division applications. For the Zoning Board  one application for variance.

Resolution #155-05- Council-member Potter offered the following resolution and moved for its adoption:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CHANGE ORDER NO. 1 TO CONTRACT NO.6 – HEATING AND VENTILATION FOR THE TOWN OF DUANESBURG MARIAVILLE LAKE SEWER DISTRICT NO. 2

WHEREAS, the $1,000.00 allowance item in Contract No. 6 was not used during the course of construction and

WHEREAS, a Change Order was prepared by McDonald Engineering which provides for the allowance to be removed from the contract, and

WHEREAS, the Change Order results in a decrease of $1,000.00 from the current contract amount of $18,800.00 to arrive at a final contract amount of $17,800.00, and

WHEREAS, the $1,000.00 will be placed into the contingency line item on the Project Budget Form E,

Resolution #156-05 –Council-member Pneuman motioned, seconded by  Council-member Potter to authorize the Supervisor to sign the Intermunicipal Agreement with Delanson.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Pneuman, Potter, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Council-member Pneuman: this is a highway agreement that we have, to plow their roads and do some maintenance.  This is something we have been doing for years.

Resolution #157-05 – Council-member Frisbee, motioned seconded by Council-member Potter to re-appoint Omer Martratt to the Board of Assessment Review commencing on October 1, 2005 and terminating on September 30, 2010. Motion carried 4 Ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew, one no Council-member Pneuman.

Resolution #158-05 – Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to adopt the Assessment Roll for Sewer District #1 as presented.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Carlson, Potter, Frisbee, Pneuman and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #159-05 – Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to adopt the Assessment Roll for Sewer District #2 as presented. Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Potter, Carlson, Frisbee, Pneuman and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #160-05 – Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Pneuman to adopt the preliminary budget as presented for the Town of Duanesburg budget for 2006. Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Potter, Pneuman, Frisbee, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew. 

Council-member Frisbee for discussion: She has gone over the budget pretty closely as well as all of the board.  Our network is six years old.  The town planner is in need of office space.  The town hall needs to be handicap accessible. 

There is a need for additional Attorney due to growth in the planning and zoning area. And fuel costs and health insurance rates are up.

Supervisor Merrihew introduced Ken Meyer President of the Duanesburg Pop Warner.  He is here this evening to make a presentation to the board to rehabilitate the field.  This year he initiated the new Pop Warner program at the park.  

Ken Meyer – Presented the board with drawings of the proposal.   In order for the program to grow they are proposing to make the field a little bit bigger and rehabilitate the field.  They also need someplace for the kids to be weighed in. The building that is being proposed right now, they are hoping to help with that.

Right now parking is an issue and are looking to get more spots.  Duanesburg Pop Warner is willing to do that with the town, per any regulations.  He is here tonight to see if any of that is feasible and if they can proceed.

Supervisor Merrihew commented she  is only one member of the board. They have spoken about this previously and seeing how we have continuously been passed up by most organizations for any kind of money to rehabilitate our park, any help they could give us, we’ll take and more than appreciate. 

Mr. Meyer: They would be more than willing and the paperwork he distributed to the board will explain what they would like to do. They are willing to do what ever they can if the board gives them the okay. They would do this as volunteer rather than the town going out and getting a contractor to do it for what ever cost. They will do what ever they can to make that park better. 

Resolution #161-05 – Council-member Pneuman motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to authorize the Duanesburg Pop Warner to explore all possibilities and exercise options to facilitate improvements and building at Shafer Park and come back with a proposal.  Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Pneuman, Frisbee, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.   
The one field that needs to be taken care Mr. Meyer asked if it would be possible to level that field this year? 

Supervisor Merrihew personally does not see a down side.

Resolution #162-05 – Council-member Pneuman motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to allow Duanesburg Pop Warner to proceed with renovations to the Shafer Park football field pursuant to a hold harmless agreement and coordination with Dale Warner about any renovation changes or construction and proof of an insurance statement to the town. Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council-members Pneuman, Frisbee, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew. 

No other business, privilege of the floor opened at 8:00PM.

Supervisor Merrihew introduced Carolina Lazzari Schenectady County Legislator.

Carolina Lazzari: Spoke of Intermunicipal Agreements with the goals making the local governments work together so as to reduce the overall cost of government to operate all levels of government more efficiently and cost effectively. 

Walt Miller – Thousand Acre Road – How about starting tonight getting the $500,000 that Rotterdam stole for the Little League and Pop Warner. 

Supervisor Merrihew: that is one of the things that she was alluding to. She was told by Sue Savage Chairwomen of the County Legislature at one of the meetings she attended if we didn’t ask for it we wouldn’t have gotten it.   She is going to submit our needs and a copy of our grant we submitted to New York State Parks and Recreation, a copy of the grant we submitted to Iroquois and if they don’t realize we have needs, at least we have asked them for it.

Supervisor Merrihew asked Carolina if she gets a copy of all the grants and a list of improvements that we need, will she take that back to the county meeting?

Carolina Lazzari: said she would.

Council-member Frisbee: Has written to the legislature regarding that funding and will follow up.

Supervisor Merrihew acknowledged students from Duanesburg School and asked if they had any questions.

They did not have any at the moment but would ask it they did.

Kevin Chesnut: with all of the re-grading at the park, don’t forget the storm water pollution control panels.

Bill Miner- Rt. 20 – spoke of the County Legislature park money. He has a few questions. County Legislatures who are supposed to represent us, wouldn’t it be appropriate for someone who is supposed to represent us make us aware that there are funds available?

Supervisor Merrihew: that would seem to be that would be the likely course of action.

Mr. Miner asked what county legislature could be responsible for that?

Supervisor Merrihew: It was her understanding last month the bill was presented  by Judy Dagostino and she would think being our representative as well as Rotterdam and Princetown that if Rotterdam was made aware of it, somehow she should have made us aware of it also.  She doesn’t know that they had any procedure in place at the time.

Bill Miner: She was here last month at the meeting and he specifically asked her, and she said no one from Duanesburg requested any of that money. He was not indicating, who or where, but was told one of the council-members knew about the money and was told to keep quiet about it and that Judy would take care of.  

Council-member Frisbee commented that Judy had asked her for a letter, but that was after the meeting.

Attorney Siegel: Anything that was said after that meeting was the first time anybody in this town heard about that. 

Judy Norris – Darby Hill Rd. High School Student- Asked what money we were talking about that Rotterdam stole from us?

Supervisor Merrihew: explained the county also has their own budget and it encompasses all of the towns and provides funding for the towns and city of Schenectady.  And apparently what happened, during the budget process representative Judy Dagostino County Legislator had asked for two million dollars to be divided among the districts of the county, of which there are five, Duanesburg, Princetown and Rotterdam is one district.  Five hundred thousand dollars of that money should have been divided in some equitable fashion among the three towns. At the last meeting we discovered that the $500,000.00 (five-hundred thousand) had gone for improvements to the Little League fields in Rotterdam.  So, while our park is crumbling, we could have used some money for improvements, but money wasn’t provided for us.

Joan Case – So. Shore Rd. – Hopes the town will enforce the penalty of the contractor with the people who put in the sewer because some of that money is going to come in handy between now and next summer. As of this morning there are 13 homeowners that she is aware of from So. Shore Road whether it be the pumps, whether it be the pipes, whatever that are not functioning.  Although we have had a lot of people riding up and down the roads, and looking into the grinder pumps, they either leave them open, or close them and drive away.  Not too much has happened yet. She has a list of the thirteen people and gave it to Council-member Carlson. We have already had one pipe break and we have not had a hard frost yet, she can imagine what might happen between now and next spring. Her question is, will Mr. McDonald open his hotel to all of them while this whole things gets resolved again, how is this going to be taken care of?

Supervisor Merrihew: that is an interesting question that you might want to put to Mr. McDonald.  That is a benefit district, the town can’t put them up, it would have to be the sewer district and she doesn’t think we need to add any more cost to that. 

Council-member Carlson on the issue of the break, it was noticed right away and corrected promptly.  That was a manufactures defect in a seam on one of the couplings.  This can happen at anytime, anywhere not necessarily in the sewer district. This is something they know happens and they are ready to fix. So we are not looking at a lot of time down and the sewer can be directed different ways.  Regarding the grinder pump situation we are well on our way to getting corrected.

Supervisor Merrihew –It goes with out saying the Sewer District has not been without its challenges, and everything that can be done is being done at this point to rectify the problems with the grinder pumps. A lot of the problems are with the contractor and a lot of it is they can’t get the parts from the manufacturer. 

Council-member Potter: we need the manufacturer to send us the rest of the parts that we need for the contractor to finish up.

No Other comments, floor closed at 8:30PM

Council-member Carlson motioned to adjourn seconded by Council-member Frisbee, All in favor.
