Committee reports:

Council member Pneuman reported on the highway: Work is being done on Gage Road chip seal will be done shortly.

Council member Carlson reported on public safety: The first meeting is Wednesday.

Council member Frisbee reported on parks: Still working at Shafer Park, they meet once a week and have planted a lot of flowers. There is a trench from the telephone pole to the well we are going to power up the well so we have water there.  There is a shed in the back that pop warner erected at their own expense for the pop warner program. The pavilion construction should start soon. When we advertised for bids they came in pretty high. Supervisor Merrihew wrote letters to Senator Farley and Assemblymen Tonko and others. Senator Farley responded with a $12, 500.00 grant.

Supervisor Merrihew introduced Art Crandall from the VFW reporting on the successes of the past year.

Mr. Crandall thinks the VFW has had an outstanding year, thanks to the residents of the Town of Duanesburg and the surrounding communities.  The last time he was here he was here to beg for money to help with the returning veterans parties. We have had three returning vet parties including twelve service people who came back from Iraq .All have been very successful. For the returning vet parties he has spent a lot of time asking businesses to donate food.  For non- food businesses including himself he has asked for cash donations. A lot of things they have done this year haven’t been done in twenty, twenty five-  years.  They bought Christmas gifts for children who had a parent in combat zone.  They have mailed over $1200.00 in postage for anybody who had a relative, friend or knew anybody who was in a combat area. They have donated for the past two years $50.00 a year for and ad in the Duanesburg Central School yearbook. They have a $200.00 scholarship that they give to a graduating senior every year who is going to enter the military.  They also gave $200.00 to the VFW National Home for children who lost their parents. They have five new members at least two of the new members they gave free memberships to.   New members range from age 24 up into their 80’s.  They have taken in members from world war two. One gentlemen’s daughter insisted he get his medals from world war two, which he has. Mr. Crandall thanked the town for its donations.  This year on September 29th is the 106th anniversary of the VFW, November 6th from 1-4 the VFW is having an open house.

Supervisor Merrihew: It sounds like Art has been busy and has done an outstanding job.     

Supervisor Merrihew introduced Doug Cole from McDonald Engineering who is here to report on Sewer District 2.

Mr. Cole: Is happy to report we are coming into the home stretch. Last Thursday Nimo finally energized our electric service to the main pump station at the  intersection of  Rte.159 and 160. The plant has been operational since early July they have been waiting for Nimo to energize the pump station so we can let people connect. Things that are left to do in the collection system, we got approval to put the pipe in the back yard of the Frost homestead, contractor should start tomorrow and should be done by Tuesday. There is a hand full of services left to various areas.  They were working on 159 westerly directional drilling laterals under the road today.  The contractor is going through individually to each of the residential grinder pumps and starting up those and make sure every one works.  Final plan for paving is scheduled for Monday September 19th, South Shore will be the first street done. 

Supervisor Merrihew asked what the hold up was?  She was told by Dan Crandall that the paving was going to take place on August 29th.

Mr. Cole we are just making sure that we are all on the same page what work is going to be done. They want to make sure its put back better than it was.

Mr. Cole has a draft letter for the town to send out to residents alerting them that the system is ready.  We want to get as many people hooked up as soon as possible so the plant operates properly through the winter. If some one has an operating septic system that has been built since 1998 that was approved by the health department and can show it is functioning properly they can obtain a waiver to connect to the system for up to three years.  They are still responsible for the $356.00 debt cost because they are in the sewer district.  They are not really saving a lot of money, because if they connect after that first year period, then they get hit with that $1000.00 connection fee. There is financial aid in the form of low interest loan or grant for property owners meeting certain low-income requirements.

Council member Pneuman asked if Doug knows where we are financially, dollars available versus our budget numbers?

Mr. Cole: yes. We are on budget.  Each month that contract one has put in a bill he goes through his spread sheet and tonight hopes tonight the board will pass $630,000.00 change order that we project to finish contract one.  As of today he shows we are $8500.00 under budget in addition to that we took other contingency money and set it aside there is between $30,000.00 and $40,000.00 not tied to any task right now.     

Council member Pneuman  - With that $630,000.00 that will include finishing up the directional borings the additional pipe the paving all that is factored into that?

Mr. Cole – It is all figured in.

Council member Pneuman – We have a substantial completion date of September 4, from what it sounds like we are there. What do we perceive as a competition date to have every thing buttoned up, mid October or early October?

Doug Cole – that would be a reasonable time a month from now.  Not only is there a one-year guarantee period in the contract, the contractor is still responsible.  The town with holds 5% of the retainer from the contractor until everything is right.  

Ellis Blood – Rt. 159 will be finished by September 29th?

Doug Cole – as soon as NiMo puts in the electric meter at the Spring Rd. pumping station we can go ahead.

Resolution #138-05- Council member Potter motioned, seconded by Council member Carlson to authorize the Supervisor to execute agreement with Edward Holohan of Fenflex, Inc. to administer the Mariaville Fire Department Service Award Program. Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council members Potter, Carlson, Pneuman, Frisbee, Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #139-05 – Council member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council member Potter to appoint Martin Williams as Deputy Building Inspector at the rate of $12.50 per hour for a maximum of 20 hours per week. There are no benefits associated with this position. Motion carried 5 Ayes, Council members Carlson, Potter, Pneuman, Frisbee Supervisor Merrihew.

Council member Pneuman thinks based on the amount of building going on and what Dale has been asked to do and the amount of inspections required with the hook ups for the sewer system, this is an outstanding appointment to get a little help in that position. 

Supervisor Merrihew agrees, Dale will have about 300 inspections with the hookups and he has 151 open building permits.

Resolution #140-05 – Council member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council member Pneuman to allow Rene’ J.  Merrihew as Supervisor of the Town of Duanesburg is hereby authorized to sign legal documents on behalf of our organization as concerns Initiative Grant #PKS-04-SC-081 in the amount not to exceed $12,500.00.  For discussion this involves the grant for the park to cover part of the cost for the pavilion we are building plus putting some towards the restrooms. Glen Barton – Van Patten Road – He is confused he heard Governor Pataki had granted $250,000.00 for a municipal swimming pool for Duanesburg.  Asked what the town has to do with it.

Supervisor Merrihew – The community center received the grant money, the community center is a private entity and has nothing to do with the town. It has nothing to do with you town taxes.

Council member Pneuman –His understanding is they applied for a grant. You are 100% correct yes it is our tax dollars but it wasn’t the Town of Duanesburg Tax dollars it was the state tax dollars.

Kevin Chestnut – Delevan Road – The next time the Duanesburg newsletter goes out something could be put in to clear up the community center and the town being two separate entities.                

Walt Miller – Thousand Acre Road – Agrees with what Kevin just said. Asked if they were a corporation?

Supervisor Merrihew – You would have to take that up with them, because she does not know.

George Lent – Duanesburg Road – Last month he tried to find out how many areas, subdivisions that were approved by the town to build homes. 

Supervisor Merrihew – believes there are three current major subdivisions, and doesn’t know how many are approved.

Mr. Lent – He heard that Altamont will only approve single lots because of concerns with the water supply.  

Supervisor Merrihew thinks his questions would better answered by the planning board.

Mr. Lent – thinks we should take a long hard look not only with our sewers, but with our water supply before we start approving housing developments.

No other comments Council member Pneuman, motioned to adjourn at 8:45 pm, seconded by Council member Carlson.  All in favor.
