Motion carried 5 ayes Council-members Potter, White, Frisbee, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Committee Reports:

Highway – Council-member Potter: there was no highway meeting this month.

Public Safety – Supervisor Merrihew read a letter she received from the President of the Delanson Fire Department stating that Mark Ferrara resigned as the Chief of the Delanson Fire Company at last Thursday’s meeting. Kevin Morrison who is elected First Assistant Chief will be the acting Chief of the company until a special election is held to fill Mark’s and other vacant positions.  

Supervisor Merrihew read a letter she received April 11th from Ken Chrinian of the Burtonsville Volunteer Fire.  The letter was a request for funds to help with the purchase of a new fire truck. They are in the process of replacing their 1979 Chevy and 1980 Dodge with one truck.  It is difficult to find parts for the two trucks due to their age and the cost of repairs is prohibitive.  They are trying extremely hard to purchase this truck within the confines of their present budget.  They are requesting assistance to purchase a emergency light for the cab a radio and a siren. The cost of this equipment is  $5,000.  The fire department would appreciate it very much if we would assist them in securing the funds for this equipment.  The truck cannot be put into service without these items and additional funding would help lesson the burden they are already experiencing.   
Supervisor Merrihew explained to Mr. Chrinian our procedure with the budget is set in November and our Town Clerk has already levied and received the taxes for all of the Fire Departments in town.  It is a special district, only the people in your district are paying for your service and we can’t make any alterations mid budget for the special districts.

Mr. Chrinian: It was worth asking.

Supervisor Merrihew: It was and is something they can certainly talk about during 

their negotiations for next year.  Marty White along with herself are the public safety liaisons.

Supervisor Merrihew reiterated the need for emergency service providers in this town it is at a critical point in her opinion.  You can see how seriously we take public safety by the fact we disbursed $280,677.28  for emergency service fire protection in the Town of Duanesburg this month alone.  We disbursed a total of $651,787.00  for the year.  

Park: Council-member Frisbee, we are moving along with the building and restrooms. She is sending a letter out to our engineers to have them tell us how we have to handle this. The crocuses are up but can’t find the tulips.

Supervisor Merrihew – we are asking the engineers to submit a proposal.

Council-member White – send a copy of the elevation page along with the drawings.

Supervisor Merrihew told Jean to sign the letter, but they have to send the proposals to her at the Town Hall address. Give them until May 1st and rather to put no later than. Our agenda meeting is the 3rd and we can discuss our options then.

REFUNDING BOND RESOLUTION NO. 88 OF 2007, DATED APRIL 12, 2007.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE PURSUANT TO SECTION 90.10 OF THE LOCAL FINANCE LAW OF REFUNDING BONDS OF THE TOWN OF DUANESBURG, SCHENECTADY COUNTY, NEW YORK, TO BE DESIGNATED “E.F.C. REFUNDING STATUTORY INSTALLMENT BOND, 2007, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS IN RELATION THERETO AND THE PAYMENT OF THE BONDS TO BE REFUNDED THEREBY.

WHEREAS, the Town of Duanesburg, Schenectady County, New York (the “Town”) heretofore issued a $4,071,200 E.F.C. Clean Water Statutory Installment Bond - 2006, pursuant to a bond resolution dated December 27, 2001 and a $407,000 E.F.C. Clean Water Statutory Installment Refunding Bond – 2006, pursuant to the aforesaid December 27, 2001 bond resolution and an August 10, 2006 refunding bond resolution (collectively, the “Refunded Bonds”), such Refunded Bonds being dated September 28, 2006 and maturing in installments November 15 in each of the following years and amounts:

WHEREAS, $407,000 of said Refunded Bonds were issued to refund, in full, the Town’s $100,000 Sewer Improvement (Serial) Bonds, 2006 Series A and $307,000 Sewer Improvement (Serial) Bonds, 2006 Series B, which were issued for the specific object or purpose of paying the cost of the construction and acquisition of a sanitary sewage collection system and wastewater treatment plant to serve Mariaville Lake Sewer District No. 2, including, as well as other incidental costs in connection therewith, and

WHEREAS, a proposal has been submitted to said Town by the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation (“EFC”) to refund, pursuant to Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law all of said outstanding Refunded Bonds; and

WHEREAS, such refunding is not required to, and will not, result in present value savings in debt service as required by Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law, but such refunding bonds will result in a more favorable debt repayment schedule and, inasmuch as they shall be sold to the EFC in connection with a hardship New York State revolving fund financing at a rate equal to zero percent, no such savings are required to be demonstrated; and

WHEREAS, it is now desired to authorize the Supervisor of the Town, as the chief fiscal officer, to execute a project financing agreement and any other agreements on behalf of said Town with EFC including amendments thereto, and including any instruments (or amendments thereto) in the effectuation thereof, in order to effect the intent of the aforesaid project financing agreement and in order to, in any other way, facilitate such refunding; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg, Schenectady County, New York, as follows:

Section 1. For the object or purpose of refunding the $4,468,200 outstanding principal balance of the Refunded Bonds, there are hereby authorized to be issued not exceeding $4,468,200 refunding bonds of the Town pursuant to the provisions of Section 90.00 of the Local Finance Law (the “Refunding Bonds”).  The Refunding Bonds shall be designated substantially “REFUNDING STATUTORY INSTALLMENT BOND, 2007”, shall be dated April 15, 2007 or such other date as shall be determined by the Supervisor, with principal maturing annually on November 15 in each of the years 2007 through 2036, both inclusive, and shall bear no interest.  It is hereby further determined that such Refunding Bonds may be issued in the form of a statutory installment bond, in substantially the following form:

Interest will not be paid on any installment of principal.  The installments of principal on this bond will be paid to the REGISTERED OWNER of this bond in lawful money of the United States of America upon presentation of this bond for notation of any such payment thereon for so long as the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation (the "Corporation") shall be the REGISTERED OWNER of this bond, the Corporation, or its successors or assigns, may, by written instruction to the Recipient, instruct the Recipient to pay any principal of this bond to any bank acting as custodian of the REGISTERED OWNER of this bond.  In the event of any default in the payment of said unpaid principal on the date of mandatory redemption, the Recipient promises to pay interest on said unpaid principal to the REGISTERED OWNER at the rate of twelve per centum (12%) per annum on and after said date of mandatory redemption until said unpaid principal sum is paid in full.

This bond is a statutory installment bond issued pursuant to section 62.10 of the Local Finance Law and pursuant to a refunding bond resolution, duly adopted by the Town of Board on April 12, 2007 (the “Resolution”), authorizing the issuance of not to exceed $4,468,200 serial bonds of the Recipient to provide funds required by the Recipient to refund the outstanding portion of the $407,000 E.F.C. Clean Water Statutory Installment Bond, 2006 and $4,071,200 E.F.C. Clean Water Statutory Installment Bond, 2006, and a Certificate of Determination executed by the Supervisor of the Recipient dated as of __________________, 2007.   This bond may not be converted into a coupon bond.

This bond is transferable or exchangeable, solely in accordance with the terms of the Project Finance Agreement dated as of ____________________, 2007 between the Recipient and the Corporation, only upon the books of the Recipient kept for that purpose, by the REGISTERED OWNER hereof in person, or by his attorney duly authorized in writing, upon the surrender of this bond together with a written instrument of transfer or exchange satisfactory to the Recipient and duly executed by the REGISTERED OWNER or his attorney duly authorized in writing, and thereupon a new installment bond, in the same aggregate principal amount and of the same maturity, shall be issued to the transferee or the REGISTERED OWNER in exchange therefor upon the payment of the charges, if any, therein prescribed.

This bond shall be subject to redemption prior to maturity, in whole at any time or in part on any interest payment date, at the option of the Recipient, from any monies available therefor, at the redemption prices of 100% of the principal amount of such bond or portions thereof to be redeemed, together with accrued and unpaid interest to the date fixed for redemption.

Any such redemption, either in whole or in part, shall be made upon at least thirty (30) days and no more than sixty (60) days prior written notice to the REGISTERED OWNER hereof.

Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the Corporation, this bond shall be subject to mandatory redemption prior to maturity within five Business Days next succeeding the date on which the Recipient receives any other grant, loan or other proceeds ("Other Proceeds") which are, or were intended to be, used to finance costs of the Project which have been, or were intended to be, financed with the proceeds of this bond or obligations refinanced with this bond; provided, however, that such bond shall be subject to such mandatory redemption solely to the extent of, and in an amount equal to, any such Other Proceeds received by the Recipient on or after the date of issuance of the bond.

In the event the Recipient shall appoint a fiscal agent, the monies necessary for any redemption of this bond shall be paid to or deposited with any such fiscal agent prior to the redemption date.  

The faith and credit of such the Town of Duanesburg are hereby irrevocably pledged for the punctual payment of the installments of principal of and the interest on this bond according to its terms.


It is hereby certified and recited that all conditions, acts and things required by the Constitution and statutes of the State of New York to exist, to have happened and to have been performed precedent to and in the issuance of this bond, exist, have happened and have been performed, and that this bond, together with all other indebtedness of such the Town of Duanesburg is within every debt and other limit prescribed by the Constitution and laws of such State.

     Section 3.  It is hereby determined that:

(a) the maximum amount of the Refunding Bonds authorized to be issued pursuant to this resolution does not exceed the limitation imposed by subdivision 1 of paragraph b of Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law; 

    (b)  maximum period of probable usefulness permitted by law at the time of the issuance of              the Refunded Bonds for the object or purpose for which the Refunded Bonds were issued is forty years calculated from November 21, 2003, the date of issuance of the first obligations for said object or purpose;

(c) the last installment of the Refunding Bonds will mature not later than the expiration of the period of probable usefulness of the object or purpose for which the Refunded Bonds were issued in accordance with the provisions of subdivision 1 of paragraph c of Section 90.10 of the Local Finance Law; 

(d) the bonds shall be sold to the EFC in connection with a hardship New York State revolving fund financing at a rate equal to zero percent; and

(e) the Refunding Bonds shall be redeemed on the date of issuance of the Refunding Bonds.

     Section 4.All powers in connection with the issuance of the Refunding Bonds are hereby delegated to the Supervisor; provided, that the terms of the Refunding Bonds to be issued, shall comply with the requirements of Section 90.00 of the Local Finance Law. The Supervisor shall file a copy of her certificate determining the details of the Refunding Bonds with the Town Clerk not later than ten (10) days after the delivery of the Refunding Bonds, as herein provided.

   Section 5. Pursuant to the provisions of paragraph a of Section 56.00 of the Local Finance Law, the power to determine the amortization of the Refunding Bonds hereby delegated to the Supervisor.

     Section 6. The Supervisor is hereby further authorized to execute a project financing agreement and any other agreements or amendments thereto with EFC in order to complete the sale of the Refunding Bonds to EFC.  

     Section 7.  The Supervisor is hereby authorized and directed to cause the Refunding Bonds to be delivered to EFC in exchange for the purchase price thereof, such exchange constituting a sale of the Refunding Bonds.

     Section 8. The faith and credit of said Town of Duanesburg, Schenectady County, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged to the payment of the principal of and interest on the Refunding Bonds as the same respectively become due and payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and payable in such year. To the extent not collected from special assessments against benefited properties in Mariaville Lake Sewer District No. 2, or otherwise, there shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property in said Town a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and payable.

     Section 9.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this resolution, so long as any of the Refunding Bonds shall be outstanding, the Town shall not use, or permit the use of, any “proceeds” from the sale of the Refunding Bonds in any manner which would cause any of the Refunding Bonds to be an “arbitrage bond”, as those terms are defined in Section 148 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and, to the extent applicable, the Regulations promulgated by the United States Treasury Department thereunder as then in effect.

    Section 10.  The Town Board hereby elects to repurchase at par or to call in and redeem the Refunded Bonds on the date of issuance of the Refunding Bonds, which shall constitute the Refunding Financial Plan.

   Section 11.  The Supervisor and the Town Clerk and all other officers, employees and agents of the Town are hereby authorized and directed for and on behalf of the Town to execute and deliver all certificates and other documents, perform all acts and do all things required or contemplated to be executed, performed or done by this resolution or any document or agreement approved hereby, including, without limitation, the filing of an application with the State Comptroller as may be required by Section 90.00 of the Local Finance Law.

    Section 12.  All other matters pertaining to the terms and issuance of the Refunding Bonds shall be determined by the Supervisor and all powers in connection thereof are hereby delegated to the Supervisor.

    Section 13.  The intent of this resolution is to give the Supervisor sufficient authority to execute those agreements, instruments or to do any similar acts necessary to effect the issuance of the aforesaid Refunding Bonds without resorting to further action of this Town Board.  All actions of the Supervisor taken prior to the date hereof to facilitate the issuance of the Refunding Bonds, are hereby notified and confirmed.

    Section 14.  The validity of the Refunding Bonds may be contested only if:

(1)
Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said Town is not authorized to expend money, or

                          (2)
The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with, and 

an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty days after the date of such publication, or

(3)
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

      Section 15.A summary of this resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in full in the official newspaper of said Town, together with a notice of the Town Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Resolution #89-07-Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to authorize the Supervisor to sign the agreement with Myers, Pentair to extend the warranty for grinder pumps in Mariaville Sewer District 2.  Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Potter, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #90-07- Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to set the cost of the purchase of the Comprehensive Plan at $10.00.  Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Potter, Frisbee, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #91-07- Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member White to appoint Caitlin Kremler as summer Youth Program Park Director at the budgeted amount of $2,750.00.  Motion carried 5 ayes Council-members Frisbee, White, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Before the privilege to the floor opened Supervisor Merrihew introduced Brian Simpson who is here for his participation and government class. She commended Brian on his responsibilities and duties to his community, and is also a member of the ambulance corp.  She has worked with him the past few years at all of the dinners and social functions.  He also has gotten his eagle scout. He did some renovations to the archery club in Middleburgh.  Supervisor Merrihew thanked him, he has done a great job for our community. 

Privilege to the floor opened at 8:17 PM.

Glen Barton – Van Patten Road- His wife called Time Warner cable for the all in one.  Time Warner told her it wasn’t available and to contact her local officials.

Supervisor Merrihew: Has a long history with Time Warner. His neighbor Tom Onaroto was in a few weeks ago and had the same problem and asked her to contact Time Warner.  A few weeks later they showed up and ran the cable from what she understands and when he called to hook in, he was told it was going to cost him to hook in.  

She has tried to talk to Time Warner on several occasions on behalf of several residents in town.  She did have a very good contact but he retired last year.  Since then she has contacted Time Warner and asked them who her liaison could be as the Supervisor of the town.  They told her to just tell her residents to call customer service.  She does what she can and she knows some of the board members has talked to Time Warner also and tried to get some satisfaction. 

Glen Barton: Regarding some the ditches on Van Patten Rd. either being clogged or overgrown.  The runoff doesn’t go into the culvert it runs across the road and during this past winter when we had large snowfalls there is a buildup of 3 or 4 inches of ice.  Highway crews do salt and sand and try to blade it off, but by the time they come around again, it has built back up. He is wondering if any possibility getting that as a project this year or early next year.

Supervisor Merrihew – Rick and Marty is on the highway and will address with highway committee.

Robin Bunnell – Esperance Station Road – Has concerns with the proposal on Esperance Station Road. As the Town Board has over site over the Planning Board would like them to take a look at this and find out more about what exactly are these chemicals. It is in her back yard and it is a big issue to her, even if it may not be with the Board.

Supervisor Merrihew:  We treat all projects, regardless of whether they are small potatoes or if they are big problems the same.  It makes no difference to the board they treat everyone fairly.  As far as over site with the Planning Board or the Zoning Board, this Town Board does not have over site over those two boards. It is set up that way for a reason. We appoint the people to these two boards after that, it is the end of our involvement.

Charles Parker- Esperance Station Road – Are you stating you appoint peoples’  position ,and yet you have no control over them?

Supervisor Merrihew – yes.

Charles Parker: Spoke of the many letters he sent to the board. Said there is some censorship going on. Spoke the meeting that he attended and asked them if is comments were going to be on the record they said yes yet they were not put on the record. 

His second issue is the highway department and his letter to the board. He never got a response to his letter and assumes nothing will be done.

His third issue is in regards to the fire department.  He said there is a project going on in his fire district which the town pays $50,000.00 a year for fire protection and the Esperance Fire Department has no knowledge at all of a chemical ware house being established in their fire district.  There is no law in the Town of Duanesburg that says you have to notify them.  They don’t know what is going on, they know now because he informed them. He would like the board to take into consideration for future that Town of Duanesburg has to notify them of any proposed business or residence in their district.

Bill Miner- Western Turnpike – Regarding Duanesburg Days he is speaking for himself and himself only. The incompetence of not having a snow date, the school administrators should realize it sometimes snows here in March.  He asked if Duanesburg Days was a school event or a community event?

Supervisor Merrihew – It is a school event.

Mr. Miner – The auction has been rescheduled for April 29th at the Community Center.  A lot of individuals and businesses donated thousands of dollars worth of stuff.  Again speaking for himself that is where the arrogance and the incompetence is, to just cancel it. What are we supposed to do with all of this stuff, what are we supposed to tell all of the people who donated all of these items.  A lot of great stuff has been donated, so if there is anything the board can do.

Supervisor Merrihew: He can use our website to put something on it.  She will give him the number to our web master to put something on the front page of our website for the event. If they have some flyers they can put them up on our bulletin board.

No other business, Council-member Carlson motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to adjourn at 8:39 PM, all in favor.
