Dale Warner Code Enforcement Officer took and passed the Fire and Structural Inspections for Public and Private Schools.  As a note course was paid for by the school district.

Bob Wall – Ad Hoc Committee Chairman – The committee is in the process of reviewing the town’s zoning ordinance.  Planning and Zoning boards asked the committee to go over some of the definitions some were deleted as there is no reference to them in the document itself. The found they will have to develop some new definitions once they get further into it.  At the last meeting they started reviewing the uses permitted without a special use permit.  Just about everything has to be done by a special use permit and they want to change that to make more and more of the permitted uses permitted without the permit.

Supervisor Merrihew and Council-member Frisbee have picked up zoning ordinances from some of the neighboring towns to look at some of their zoning.

Supervisor Merrihew congratulated Mr. Wall as our Metroplex representative.

Mr. Wall: If you have been downtown Schenectady lately, you see a lot of real substantial changes going on, new movie theater, the new hotel going in, the modifications to the old Carl Co. Building, the shops and conference rooms.  After the Metroplex meeting last night they toured the soon to be opened big house restaurant/nightclub that is going to be on State Street opposite Proctors. It is awesome renovation of an old building.

Resolution #61-07- Council-member Frisbee motioned seconded by Council-member White to authorize the Supervisor to sign the annual contract with Lamont Engineering to provide for services for 2007.  Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, White, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

It is noted contract is the same as last year.

Resolution #62-07-Council-member Carlson motioned seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize the Supervisor to sign the annual contracts with emergency service providers in the town.  Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Potter, White, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.  All contracts are the same as last year except for the amounts, which are the agreed budgeted amounts.

Resolution #63-07- Council-member Potter motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to schedule a public hearing on February 8th at 7:15 PM for Duanesburg area Community Center project funds

For discussion: Supervisor Merrihew: We are going to be accepting grant funds on behalf of the Community Center from small cities grants, then we are going to pass them on to the Community Center, any cost to the town will be born by the grant up to $8,000.00. The purposes for the public hearing are strict and turned the discussion over to Attorney Siegel to explain.  

Attorney Siegel:  It is a community development block grant available for small cities, and the community center was approved for $315,000.00.  The way the grant works is, it has to go through the municipality we are just a conduit to get the money to the community center. The idea was that the community center was going to do all of the work have a contract with the town for them to administer and fulfill the reporting requirements that the town is required to submit in order to get the grant.  Up to $8,000.00 is available to cover our overhead if any.  As a requirement to get the grant the town has to have two public hearings.  This will be the first public hearing and it is to give the public an opportunity to decide or to discuss or express their opinions as to whether there are any other projects that would qualify for this grant that could be used as opposed to using it for the community center.  There are six or seven other requirements that should be discussed at the public hearing, that is what the first one is for, then after the project application is made, there is a second public hearing that has to be held in terms of the use of the funds.

Resolution #64-07-Council-member White motioned seconded by Council-member Carlson to reduce the speed limit on Arquette Way from 55 MPH to 30 MPH.

For discussion: Council-member Frisbee: wouldn’t it be more accurate to say set the speed rather than reduce the speed.
Council-member White if is not posted then it is 55 MPH.

Council-member Frisbee is concerned about the terminology.

Resolution #65-07-Council-member Potter motioned seconded by Council-member Carlson to set the speed limit on Courtney Drive at 30MPH. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Carlson, Frisbee, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #66-07-Council-member Carlson motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to set the speed limit on Lea Drive at 30PMH. Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Potter, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Supervisor Merrihew read notice as published in the Gazette Newspapers on December 21, 2006 for Ice Control Sand.  Due to a typographical error in the notice the notice will be republished and the bids opened at the February 8th meeting.

Resolution #67-07- Council-member Potter motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee for the Mariaville Lakeside Country Store to hold its annual recreational Ice Fishing Contest on February 10th and 11th  or any later date depending on the weather in 2007. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, Carlson, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Attorney Siegel:  At the request of the Assessor Paul Denninger he would like to come to the next meeting and explain the proposed Verizon settlement to the board. The board would have to go into executive session and deicide if that was going to be accepted.
