Council-member Frisbee reported on the park. The other day she and Dale went up to Shafer Park and staked out the building for the restrooms again.  They made some changes due to the park committees’ recommendation. They did not like the idea of the restroom doors exiting on the access road and they had problems with the roof joints.  They also wanted it adjacent to the pavilion. That would have blocked any view up the hill to the ball fields. They compromised and moved it a little bit toward the parking lot with the restrooms entrance on the west side of the building.  Board had a discussion on the placement of the building, having an engineer come up with a plan for the building and specs to be put out to bid.  She just wants to get the building done.
