Supervisor Merrihew welcomed the three gentlemen who are here this evening from Montgomery County to observe the meeting for their participation in government class.  

Supervisor Merrihew welcomed Mr. Paul Gemetti and his daughter Amanda. Amanda won the GE Elfun contest essay.  He is here this evening to discuss where they are at with the project, the sign size, logos on the sign and the location of the sign. He also gave an update on the cost of the sign and asked what amount the town would contribute. The location for the sign is on Rt. 7 between the farmhouse and the mobile mart. 

Supervisor Merrihew stated she had budgeted for placement of signs coming into town in the 2007 budget that we have not used so we have some money already designated for the sign.

Resolution #149-07-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to fund Amanda Gemetti’s sign project at a cost not to exceed $2,500.00. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, White, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #150-07-Council-member White motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to revise in the preliminary budget personal services for line item 1340.100 to $6,640.00 from $1,640.00.  Motion carried 4 ayes, 1 no. Council-member White, Potter, Frisbee, Carlson aye, Supervisor Merrihew, no.

Council-member White for discussion: that is the line item to prepare the budget. It had been $1,640.00 and after a discussion at the agenda meeting the board felt it was to low for all of the work involved in preparing the budget.

Council-member Potter: It was long over due, there is a lot of work and a lot of hours goes into preparing the budget.

Council-member Frisbee: If we had to farm it out, it would cost a lot more than that.

Supervisor Merrihew: This puts me in an uncomfortable situation. The budget services line item is personal services and since I am the one who prepares the budget it would be an increase for me.  It was discussed last week and the four board members agreed and as the board knows I did not.  It is appreciated and there is an enormous amount of time that goes into preparing the budget.  I am not in favor of this.

Supervisor Merrihew again wanted to reiterate her displeasure with the amendment. I think it is a wonderful budget and is not in favor of the amendment.

Resolution #159-07- Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to authorize the Supervisor to sign the annual contract with Penflex to administer the Mariaville Lake Fire Department Service Award Program.  Motion carried 5 ayes Council-members Potter, Carlson, White, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Supervisor Merrihew: Plenflex and Dean Rauscher have done an outstanding job administering this program. 

Supervisor Merrihew made the following announcements:

The workshop Land, Wind and Water sponsored by the Town of Duanesburg, about 5 different towns attended. It was as professional as you would have seen in any of the larger workshops. It was an excellent workshop. There were experts there from SUNY and Mohawk Land Conservancy.

An ad posted in the Gazette for members for Planning and Zoning Boards.  Hopefully we will have some applicants to interview for the agenda meeting.

Council-member Frisbee commented on the large number of hits we are getting on the Duanesburg web site. We don’t have a counter on our website but Kathyjo keeps track of all of our hits.

Supervisor Merrihew: Kathyjo will be working downstairs in the records department after the first of the year and I am hoping she will have more time to work on the website from downstairs. 

Supervisor Merrihew introduced Ted Loukides to present water issues in reference to subdivision.

Mr. Loukides – Addressed the water supply in the Town of Duanesburg in regards to subdivisions.  He gave the board some documents on the concept of growth from the US Geological Survey that talks about water availability and substantiality.  He showed the first geologic map of the world by a man named William Smith that dates back to about 1800. If you put this next to a map of the British Isles right it is amazing how accurate this map is. He brings this up because it goes along with a book called the map that changed the world. The maps he has are 1980 and pre date the zoning ordinance. It is his strong feeling that these things should have been considered when we established the acreages.  He has great concerns with the supply of water in our area and wanted to make the board aware of his concerns. 

Norm Miller – Thousand Acre Road – Asked Mr. Loukides with all of his knowledge and knowing about the water in Duanesburg why did he choose to build here?

Mr. Loukides – Because he liked the rural area here.

 No other comments floor closed at 9:45PM.

Resolution #160-07-Council-member Carlson motioned seconded by Council-member Potter to adjourn to executive session at 9:45PM for the purpose of pending litigation.  Motion carried 5 ayes.
