Committee Reports:

Highway; Council-member Potter; we were unable to have meeting this month. The Highway Superintendent just handed me some stuff and I haven’t had a chance to go over it.

Public Safety; Council-member White; we met with Mariaville, we talked about the service award program and decided to leave it alone, we didn’t have any better options. We are going to self insure for the life insurance portion. That will save us a couple thousand dollars.

Supervisor Merrihew: Some of you may have read in the newspaper, it has been about the last 15 years or so Schenectady County has been working towards having Central Dispatch in the County. What they would do is have one service center to dispatch all the fire departments and the police. It’s been determined that there could be substantial savings realized to the City of Schenectady the Towns of Rotterdam, Glenville, Niskayuna, except for Princetown and Duanesburg. I am glad they are saving money, but right now we utilize the state police dispatch to dispatch all of our fire departments as well as our ambulance, and they do not charge us for that service. The service for Central Dispatch would be $17,000, that is just for the first year and then it goes up incrementally for the first five years by roughly $10,000 per year. Which by the end of five years the total cost for Central Dispatch would be roughly $175,000 for the Town of Duanesburg.  It is a substantial amount of money that we’re going to have to add to our budget. I will get together with the fire departments but ultimately the decision rests with the town board.  For us to add $17,000 to our budget is roughly a 9% increase in the amount that we levy, not the entire budget but the amount we levy directly to the taxpayers. 

Council-member Frisbee; Do we have the option of staying with the state police?

Supervisor Merrihew; As far as I know. The last time I spoke with the state troopers they told me that if they move and when they move they’ll be moving to the campus in Albany, they would not have a problem continuing to dispatch us.

Council-member Frisbee; Why doesn’t everyone utilize the state police, or isn’t it an option for them?

Supervisor Merrihew; I’m not sure.

Supervisor Merrihew; It is something we have been talking about. I have been going to county meetings for a couple of years now.

Council-member Frisbee; According to the paper today the county got a million dollar grant towards this.

Council-member White; Getting that grant is making it more likely that they are going to have Central Dispatch.

Council-member Frisbee; That grant was just for preparation.

Supervisor Merrihew; For set up costs. The last figures I recall is, it’s  roughly 4 million dollars a year to run. One of my greatest concerns is, if they think it’s going to cost roughly 4 million dollars a year to run the reality is, it is going to be substantially higher. Especially by the time it is up and running. I’m very skeptical and I know most of the fire departments are. 

Park: Council-member Frisbee; The Garden Club is going to have a tour on July 16th  from 4 to 8.  Rene’ and I are going to be stationed at Jerry’s Alpaca on Schoharie Turnpike.

When I walked into the park this evening the park was full. There was a meeting of the Garden Club, there was a group playing pickle ball, there was a group up in the corner having a picnic. I took a picture of some of the folks playing pickle ball, I am going to put it up on the community page.

We got a $12,000 grant from Iroquois for landscaping the new park building. We have been working with Peter and he is going to request quotes for the work. He would like a completion date by mid November. 

The summer park program got underway this week, the swim session stated Monday and runs for two weeks, and then the three weeks of the program down at VanPatten Park.  I really like they way the new gal Vanessa Baker is running this program, she is doing a good job.

Supervisor Merrihew; How, many kids signed up for the swim program.

Council-member Frisbee; 27.

Zoning; Supervisor Merrihew read the Zoning Report from the Code Enforcement Office for the month of June.

Sewer District 2: Supervisor Merrihew reported; they are building a cover rather than buying a cover to cover the tank. They are using PVC pipe and are building it in 10’ sections so that they can move it. This will save money with the sewer district because in order to cover the tanks in both districts, which are rather huge would be expensive. The one in Mariaville has a tendency to freeze over in the wintertime. If we can cover it, it will keep it from freezing in the winter. The covers are roughly $20,000. Taking over the sewer districts our selves and building one is working out very well using PVC pipe and a tarp. And they decided is to go to the next grade tarp rather than the cheaper grade now that they’re sure it is going to work.

Supervisor Merrihew: Sewer District 3 Hamlet of Duanesburg is moving forward.  The engineers are sending out income surveys to everybody in the hamlet in Duanesburg. About two weeks ago Dale Warner and myself met with Duane Lake Association board members to discuss the sewer district being up there. Probably Sewer District 3 will not be in the cards for Duane Lake, it will encompass the hamlet of Duanesburg.  We’ll see when the income surveys come back. The income surveys are confidential and they’ll let us know how much funding will be available, grants and low interest loans, whatever we can get.  

Landfill situation in reference to the study that the Schoharie River kids did.  DEC did come and do their sampling on Wednesday July 8th.  The Schoharie River group showed up and implied that they had been invited by DEC to attend this event. The reality was that they were not. To make it clear after Dale, Todd Mathes and I met with DEC they called the group to tell them they did not want them there, these are scientists they are not a volunteer group.  We did not grant permission for them to access the stream through our landfill because we didn’t want to be responsible for one of the kids sliding down that cliff. I don’t understand why they wanted to be there, if it is as polluted as they think it is, why would you want children down there. In any event we met with DEC and they have been really great to work with.  Todd Mathes is handling that and Dale was there and H2H our engineer was there.

We are negotiating the consent order. Basically the violation that DEC is referencing is a leachate seepage violation.  It is a technical violation, even if it isn’t doing any harm to the creek. If there’s no impact to the creek which is what is being determined now, even if it’s clear spring water, if it’s leaving the site at the landfill it is considered leachate and it’s a technical violation and a regulatory violation. Even it’s not harming the creek it is still a violation. 

Council-member White; Because it is a technical violation the state determined we have to take an action, we are going to have to do something, because we’re always in violation, even if it is clear water. Because the landfill was not lined it was capped, that’s what they did back in the 80’s,they capped landfills. We are not capturing the ground water that’s there it’s going to leach out. So we’ll always be in violation.

Attorney Siegel; I believe it is a limit of either 27 or 30 years, that they stop monitoring the landfill. I think at that point it won’t be in violation.

Council-member Potter: SD#2- The oil tank in SD# 2, the oil tank is outside we want to put it inside the building, because the liner keeps freezing.

Supervisor Merrihew: I just wanted to mention our animal dog control officer, Harvey Nolan. He is just one of those guys that is just always out there plugging along.  He never complains he does a fantastic job he’s always there when people call him and I just wanted to thank him for a job well done. We have been meaning to get together and go over the local law for dogs, it is rather antiquated the fines on that are really low. We don’t even recoup our money if he has to take them to the shelter. I’ll go over the law with him and bring it to the board.

Business Meeting;

Supervisor Merrihew introduced Gordon Emerson from Schopeg.

Mr. Emerson thanked the Town of Duanesburg and the Village of Delanson for their long and continued support of franchise fees supporting Schopeg. The reason I am here is I received a call from Mr. Parker who has been video taping meetings and was interested in having his records broadcast on Schopeg. When I became President of the board in 2004 that is when I initiated the coverage of the County Board of Supervisors and then moved on to cover the villages and towns.

Schopeg is primarily based in Schoharie County but Duanesburg happens to be connected with us. Once the commitment has been made to cover them you almost have to continue them. Part of our policy in airing the meetings in a village or town or even the county meetings is gavel to gavel coverage we are totally objective, no agenda there’s no axe to grind or anything else. We do it so that the subscribers can see their village, town and county meetings in action. That is primary the outline of what we do. There is not coverage of any particular issues. In terms of doing Duanesburg, one of the things that we were working on is the broadcast clusters. We have six, different municipalities village, town and central school districts.  What we wanted to do is create a community cluster and we would like to involve Duanesburg in the same way with the Village of Delanson, Town of Duanesburg and Duanesburg Central School in terms of having a communication center. 

What we would like to do in covering Duanesburg is Mr. Parker is interested in video taping it, and we are willing to look at his tapes and see if he wants to work with us. Our real issue is making sure not only do we have video we have to have great audio. 

Council-member Potter asked what is the percentage of people that usually view?

Mr. Emerson: We don’t have any real statistics but we find we get a lot of feedback, if we are not on the air or something happens, people will call.  

Supervisor Merrihew: thinks it is a wonderful idea. We kind of just as a habit sit here at this table and wear our hearts on our sleeve and our efforts will go so that our constituents can see what is going on. I just hope these fine people here don’t stop coming because they can stay home and watch it on TV.

All board members agreed it is a good idea.

The board thanked Mr. Emerson.

For discussion: We budget $50,000 every year for CHIPS because we never know what the amount is going to be. A town this size can’t afford to budget $80,000, $100,000 and then not receive it. We go low on that line and when we find out how much we are going to get, then we do a budget amendment.  So this brings it up to $81,431.88 that we got from the state this year.  If you add the $85,000 that we budgeted as well as the $24,000 for Mt. View that brings up to $191,000 strictly for road repair.

Resolution #140-09-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to authorize the Supervisor to send a memo to the Highway Superintendent for the reason of Settlement of improper labor practice charge. Motion carried 5 ayes Council-members Potter, Carson, White, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

The Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg, does hereby resolve as follows:


Pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of Section 617.6 (Initial Review of Actions and Establishing Lead Agency) of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Regulations (6 NYCRR Part 617), the Town Board of the Town of Duanesburg makes the following determinations and classifications with respect to the proposed amendment to the Town of Duanesburg Zoning Ordinance to allow for Restaurants in an L-1 District, provided that the premises to be operated as a Restaurant are connected to the Town of Duanesburg Sewer District #2 (hereinafter referred to as the “Action”):

1. 
The Town Board hereby determines that the Action is subject to SEQR.

2. 
The Town Board hereby determines that the Action does not involve a federal agency, and does not involve other agencies.

3. 
The Town Board hereby makes a preliminary classification of the Action as a Type I Action.

4. 
The Town Board hereby finds and determines that it is, and will be, the lead agency with respect to the Action.

5. 
The Town Board hereby finds and determines that (a) it has considered the Action, reviewed the Full Environmental Assessment Form, reviewed the criteria set forth in 6 NYCRR 617.7(c) and any other supporting information to identify relevant areas of potential environmental concern, thoroughly analyzed relevant areas of potential environmental concern, and has duly considered all of the potential environmental impacts and their magnitude in connection with the proposed Action; (b) the amendment to the Town of Duanesburg Zoning Ordinance to allow Restaurants in an L-1 District, provided that the premises to be operated as a Restaurant are connected to the Town of Duanesburg Sewer District #2, will not result in any large and important environmental impacts, and therefore, is one which will not have a significant impact on the environment; and (c) the reasons supporting this determination are set forth in the attached Notice of Determination of Non-Significance with respect to this project, a copy of which is on file in the Office of the Town Clerk of the Town of Duanesburg.

6. 
The Town Board, as lead agency, hereby: (a) adopts a negative declaration pursuant to 6 NYCRR 617.7; (b) authorizes the Supervisor of the Town of Duanesburg to sign a negative declaration determination of non-significance; and (c) authorizes the Town Clerk of the Town of Duanesburg to file the negative declaration determination of non-significance in the Town Clerk’s Office.

This resolution shall take effect immediately.

 (L-1):

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 16 of the Town Law and Section 16 of the Town of Duanesburg Zoning Ordinance, the Town of Duanesburg Town Board has exclusive jurisdiction to regulate the use of buildings, structures and land within the boundaries of the Town of Duanesburg; and 
WHEREAS, the Town of Duanesburg Town Board on its own motion has reviewed the Town Zoning Ordinance and has found the same to prohibit Restaurant uses within the L-1 District; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board desires to amend the Town Zoning Ordinance to allow Restaurants in an L-1 District, provided that the premises to be operated as a Restaurant are connected to the Town of Duanesburg Sewer District #2; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined that the proposed amendment is consistent with the Town comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has classified the action as Type I pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act, as an action affecting more than twenty-five acres of land; and

WHEREAS, Restaurants and similar establishments are complimentary in character to allowed business uses within the Town L-1 District, such as Tourist Homes and Museums; and 

WHEREAS, a Restaurant has preliminarily been proposed within the L-1 District in the Town, but no application has been received by the Town Planning Board, Zoning Board of Appeals or the Town Building Inspector and Code Enforcement Officer in connection with the same; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Duanesburg Town Board has referred the proposed amendment to the Town Planning Board, the Town Zoning Board of Appeals, and the Town Ad Hoc Zoning Committee, all of which support the proposed amendment; and 
WHEREAS, the Town of Duanesburg Town Board has referred the proposed amendment to the Schenectady County Department of Planning and Economic Development, which deferred to local consideration but offered an alternative strategy; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Duanesburg Town Board held a public hearing to receive public comment concerning the proposed amendment on July 9, 2009 at Town Hall, notice of which was published in the official Town Newspaper on June 23, 2009 and posted on the official Town Sign Board on June 19, 2009; and

NOW THEREFORE, RESOLVED and DETERMINED, that section 7.2 of the Town Zoning Ordinance shall be amended to include a new subsection 6 which states “Restaurants, when connected to the Town of Duanesburg Sewer District #2 sewage treatment facility,” thereby allowing the same by special use permit within the L-1 District in the Town; and it is further

RESOLVED and DETERMINED, that the amendment of section 7.2 of the Town Zoning Ordinance as set forth herein will have no significant impact on the environment as more fully described in the findings statement and full Environmental Assessment Form on file with the Town Clerk; and it is further

RESOLVED and DETERMINED, that the Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a copy of this resolution to be published in the official newspaper of the Town and to accept for filing affidavits of publication of the same; and it is hereby

RESOLVED and DETERMINED that this Resolution shall take effect within ten (10) days after said publication.

Which works out for the town because once it is added to the tax bill the county reimburses the town for property taxes and then it is up to the county to collect the taxes.  We get reimbursed whether the property owner pays the taxes or not. It becomes the county’s problem because the county is in charge of property foreclosing on tax delinquencies. In order to do that the town has to adopt a local law authorizing the town to attach the cleanup cost to the taxes.

Resolution #145-09-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member White to authorize the Supervisor to sign the agreement between Town of Duanesburg, the Highway Superintendent and Village of Delanson.  Motion carried 5 ayes Council-members Potter, White, Frisbee, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Council-member White: Everybody’s agreed to that amount?  The Highway Superintendent has had a chance to look at that?

Steve Perog: No, I haven’t but there is one thing I need to let you know, Sally and I had a conversation we’re only going to clean catch basins once a year even though it says spring and fall, just so you are aware of that.

Supervisor Merrihew; I think that you should get in touch with Sally and make that appropriate change in the contract.

Attorney Siegel; If you authorize the contract today and the contract gets amended you can vote on the amendment. 

Steve Perog; They have been cleaning the basins on a regular basis, but rather then have something in it that is not going to occur I thought I would talk to Sally about it in advance and get it addressed. If you guys want to sign it that’s fine- but it is going to get done once a year.

Supervisor Merrihew; So, you’re good with the contract, because you have to sign it too.

Steve; I look forward t the opportunity, thank you.

Resolution #146-09-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member White to authorize the Supervisor to sign a contract with H2H to provide technical data and assistance concerning the landfill and DEC. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members 

Frisbee, White, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

 Council-member Frisbee had someone ask her today what H2H was. She told them it was the name of an engineering firm.

Supervisor Merrihew: They are an environmental specialist engineering firm. This is our second time around now. We are up to $10,000 of unbudgeted costs.

Announcements:  

Council-member Frisbee: Garden Club Tour July 16th 4-8PM starting at Shafer Park, fee is $5.00 per person.

Privilege of the floor: 

Steve Perog: The grader will be done tomorrow. The new truck, we had an unpleasant meeting with HL Gage, I believe will have the truck by Labor Day in the condition we expect it to be delivered in. All parties signed the document that Jeff and I drew up in their presence. Parties were HL Gage Contract Specialist for NYS, HL Gage themselves the owner of HL Gage, Jeff and I and the service manager as well as the salesman. 

Asked if he could move the cement that is down by the highway department that never gets used to the sewer plant?

Board did not want him to move the cement to the sewer plant and to leave it at the highway department.

Attorney Siegel: The sewer district is funded by the sewer district residents not the whole town.

Steve: The highway department is going to construct a water dyke at the school to prevent further flooding and asked if he needed an inter-municipal agreement with the school or between Sally and himself?

Supervisor Merrihew; If, the school owns the property then it would be the schools

responsibility. If it is as a result of the Village streets that is between you and your village contract.

Council-member Potter; That is not a Town of Duanesburg road over there so I don’t know that it would something the Town of Duanesburg created. The agreement may have occurred between the Village and the school.
