Regular Town Board Meeting June 11, 2009

Present was Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Potter, White, Supervisor Merrihew and Attorney for the town Siegel.

Supervisor Merrihew called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.

Supervisor Merrihew introduced special guests here this evening from Duanesburg Central, Elementary School pupils from Linda Armour`s 5th grade class. The students and staff collected change for several weeks in school to help pay for the damage caused by vandalism at Shafer Park.

They presented the town with checks for $200.00.

Supervisor Merrihew and board thanked them, good job.

Supervisor Merrihew: We did have to replace the siding. The material that was donated by the Meier family to take the graffiti off, took the paint off.  Dale went up on his own time the other night and resided the building.

Resolution #125-09- Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to accept the regular town board meeting minutes of May 14, 2009. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Carlson, White, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Supervisor Merrihew opened the floor to comments on the agenda.

Charles Parker – Esperance Station Road- Wanted to mention in regards to the contract that the board is about to sign tonight with Delanson, it is illegal. In the Union contract it says that the town cannot contract with another one. If I am wrong, I apologize.

The second item I would like to address, we are about to sign a contract again with DVAC, I fully support DVAC but I have been emphasizing for a long time about money for recruitment. I hope to hear from the board tonight or from the President of DVAC, there is going to be some money put aside for recruitment. How much tonight will be paid tonight for DVAC?

Council-member Frisbee; I try to make sure that we had enough money in lines we were paying the bills off of.

Supervisor Merrihew; That’s usually a good idea.

Committee Reports:  

Council-member Potter reported on the highway:  We had a highway meeting and drove around looked at some roads they are working on and getting ready for paving. I am not really sure if any have been completed.

Highway Superintendent -Steve Perog- By the end of next week, next Friday, we’ve been promised by Cady Co., Mudge Road upper and lower, the repairs to be completed to Mt. View from the insurance settlement and all of VanPatten will be re oiled and chipped sealed, single sealed.

Council-member Potter; The new truck that we ordered, they test drove it three (3) times it apparently has a vibration in it so it has been rejected three (3) times. I guess they are going again to test.

Steve Perog- Why should we go again to test drive a truck when they are now telling us they have done all they can do and it’s got a problem. So I think we need to chat with this further in terms of counsel.  We also had two (2) other independent parties a) the Town of Guilderland and b) the Schenectady County DPW sent down a foremen mechanic and both of them reported negatively in regards to the truck in terms of acceptance.

Attorney Siegel would need to see the terms of the contract for the purchase of the truck.  

Council-member White; We, bought it off the OGS contract.

Attorney Siegel; We have been down this path before with Tracy Freightliner, where they didn’t deliver the truck on time and they said they couldn’t deliver the truck on time and we cancelled the contract and then they had agreed to do what ever it was they agreed to do to get the truck here. That worked out okay. But if there is the county and the Town of Guilderland representative that have negative reports on the truck, it would probably be helpful having a letter on their official letterhead saying they conducted a visual inspection and test drive and they would not accept the truck. Whatever they’re comfortable saying. 

Steve Perog; I feel it is in the best interest of the taxpayers that when we initially accept the truck it is in good condition. 

Public safety: Supervisor Merrihew reported; we have the DVAC contract to sign, other than that it was quiet. We haven’t had a fire officers meeting for the summer.

Park: Council-member Frisbee reported; the rest room building is back in topnotch order. The one thing we had left to do was the siding and Dale finished that last night. He did a marvelous job. It really looks good.  

We had a problem with a gal walking her horse in the park and leaving big holes in the turf. I did speak to her one evening and haven’t seen any indication that she had been back. We also had a youngster on a motorbike in the park. I haven’t seen any indication that he has been back.

The flower gardens in the park, we had some of the senior citizens working over there and it is quite a task for 82 year olds.  I sent out a note to some folks and one day a week and half ago, I had three young adults who offered to help me.  Ed Ruther and Ray and 

Rachel Arquette, those kids worked very hard. 

Last night, Boy Scouts from Troop 51 cleaned the cemetery on Batter Street. They did a good job.

I am going to appoint our counselors for the park program this evening. We had quite a few calls for counselors for the park program.

Supervisor Merrihew read Code Enforcement report for the month of May.

Council-member Carlson reported on the Sewer Districts: We collected no money in either district.  Inspection Miles for the Ford F-250 was 569. Just doing basic maintenance, no real problems. 

Council-member White: I think that will work out good having our own people maintaining the sewer districts.

Resolution #127-09-Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee the following budget transfer: Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, White, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Council-member Potter: It is great that National Grid stepped up in the end to do what is right, give us money for some of the repairs.

Resolution #128-09-Council-member White motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to schedule a public hearing at 7:15 July 9, 2009 to allow a restaurant as a use in L1 District. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-member White, Frisbee, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #129-09-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member White to appoint Tiffany Thomas as Assistant Director for the summer swim/park program at $10.50 an hour per the budget.  Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, White, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #130-09-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to appoint Allison Paludi as Counselor for the summer swim/park program at $7.15 an hour per the budget. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Potter, White, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

For discussion: Council-member Frisbee, Vanessa’s had quite a lot of people apply for the counselor’s positions.

Council-member Carlson: Are any of these call backs from last year?

Council-member Frisbee: yes

Resolution #131-09-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to appoint Melissa Kuhl as Counselor for the summer swim/park program at $7.15 an hour per the budget. Motion carried, 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Potter, Carlson, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #132-09-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member White to appoint Travis Wengenack as Counselor for the summer/swim park program at $7.15 an hour per the budget. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, White, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #133-09-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to appoint Matthew St. John as counselor for the summer swim/park program at $7.15 an hour per the budget. Motion carried, 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Potter, Carlson, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Motion authorizing the Supervisor to sign the agreement for the expenditure of highway moneys.

Supervisor Merrihew asked Rick if he got a corrected agreement of the expenditure of highway money’s? Because we were waiting for a corrected one with the signature and the amendments taken out of it before we could sign it. We won’t be able to sign it tonight.

Steve Perog- We were waiting for a number.

Supervisor Merrihew: I gave it to you myself, last Thursday. You had all the numbers you said you would have it prepared and ready to go. I said great we’ll be able to sign it this week.

Steve Perog: My final comment was, if you put it into a document I would sign it, I’ve done it twice.

Supervisor Merrihew: I don’t do your clerical work.

Resolution #134-09-Council-member White motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to authorize the Supervisor to sign the contract with the Duanesburg Volunteer Ambulance Corps. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members White, Frisbee, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

For discussion: Supervisor Merrihew: I am absolutely tickled to be able to sign the contract with the ambulance corp. It has been a very long year it has come at great cost to many of us and while we will all agree that the ambulance Corp is not out of the woods yet, all calls are being made. If you look at the May Captain’s report, 21 calls, 0 calls were turned over. I think in April there was one turned over out of 25.  The other night at the meeting we voted in 2 or 3 new medical members. 

Council-member Carlson: I see them on the road all of the time.

Council-member White: They, are really turning around. Some of the changes are, we are advancing the first two payments. We are going to pay quarterly instead of all in one shot like we had in previous years.  We are going to give them the first two quarterly payments as soon as we sign the contract.  They will show performance and budgetary needs before the third payment.

Supervisor Merrihew; As far as the requirements, is the duty roster on a weekly basis as well as the Captain’s report every month and as long as things continue on the path they are.  We also put some wording on emergency snowplowing and sanding. Upon specific request of DVAC in the event of an emergency situation that is reasonably anticipated to have an adverse effect on the residents of the Town, DVAC may request the highway department to snowplow, sand, de-ice and otherwise make safe the DVAC facilities.   The Town Highway Department shall have sole discretion as to whether to perform such services.

Council-member White: DVAC is going to indemnify us for anything that happens on their property.

Resolution #135-09-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson authorizing the Supervisor to sign the contract to provide highway services with the Village of Delanson.  Motion voted down. The contract needs to be in final form. Council-member Potter, Carlson, Frisbee, White and Supervisor Merrihew. 5 no.

Supervisor Merrihew:  Regarding project quote sheets. We do the project quote sheets for anything in excess of $500.00. I wanted to see what the board thought of putting a time stipulation on it. Another words 45 days from the time of the request.  What brought it up is, that we approved the $9,000 repair for the grader on March 24th and I don’t think it has been spent yet and it may not be there to spend.

Steve Perog- The money’s been spent.

Council-member Frisbee- I think 45 days is to long, 30 maybe. 

Council-member White- At least order, maybe not spent, invoiced.

Supervisor Merrihew- Its tough when we approve, the money is there and if you wait it isn’t. We will put on the project quote sheet 30 days.

Council-member White- The department heads should be looking at their budget.

Announcements:

June 27, Fireworks and day of fun sponsored by Duanesburg Business Association.

Western Hills Garden Club tour scheduled for July 16th.

Council-member Frisbee; I believe there are five gardens in the town that have allowed the garden club to tour on that day. It is going to start at Shafer Park and for a $5.00 fee for a map, you can go to each house and they’ll have people there to guide you through their gardens. It is in the evening on July 16th from 4-8PM.

Council-member Frisbee asked Jeff a hypothetical question about web pages.  Say I approached the town and wanted to have a link to a site of my own as a town board member and they told me no. So I said okay I am going to go out there and create a web page of my own- Jean Frisbee town board member Town of Duanesburg.

Supervisor Merrihew; You, can have a web site and call it Jean Frisbee.com and linked to the website as a part of the town website, but it would need to be approved by the board.

Attorney Siegel; You, can do that, putting your own views on: this is what happened at the town board, this is what I think for any reason that you want. If you are going to try to link it to an affiliated site and make it look like an official town website using town logo and claim it actually a part of the town board’s website that’s a different story, because then you would have to put a disclaimer on it that this not an official website of the town board. 

Council-member Frisbee; A disclaimer would protect the town.

Attorney Siegel; It depends what the disclaimer says, but it should be the appropriate disclaimer that says this website is not affiliated and not sanctioned by the town., it is an independent private website, something that is going to let the people know that it is not the town’s.  The issue is one of liability because having a problem with content you have, if there is any objectionable content on the website, for example attacking somebody in particular that is not a public figure.

Supervisor Merrihew; What about inaccurate information? 

Attorney Siegel: It is the same thing, its objectionable content.

Council-member Frisbee; If I posted something that did not occur and say at a meeting here.

Attorney Siegel; If you post something on that, and is untrue, you’re subject to liability.

No other business, floor opened to public comments at 8:26PM

Larry O’Connor- Delanson- I brought my son here tonight because he needs to do this for his citizenship merit badge.  I used to be here a lot and just wanted to thank all of you for your selfless devotion to the town. Because I know what’s involved, anyone who has ever sat up there knows no way are you compensated for what you do. I wanted to thank you all for your service. I was explaining to my son, that a democracy like New England Town Hall, there is direct action by the people so that you actually have democracy you really need to have a lot of people turn out at meetings. But in a Republican form of government we have a constitution and we have delegated duties and to the extent that you are doing a good job, there’s not a lot of people here and it is actually a sign that you are doing the right thing.

The board thanked Larry.

Supervisor Merrihew; that is the third really great thing today not necessarily in that order.  It is something that we do all have to remember that when you don’t draw a big crowd you are doing the right thing.

Steve Perog- I am trying to promote accountability between the town board and the highway department, because there were some newspaper articles last year that came out. I wanted to try and keep everybody up on how we are doing. I am presenting with you some details of a full time highway superintendent.  Summertime road work account will be basically spent or depleted by June 30th, we resurfaced Mudge Road, Mt. View and 

VanPatten. I know your budget is fixed we discussed this in the past, but if there is any extra money’s and you want roads worked on we have the man power and the equipment, I’ve done different scheduling this year, we don’t wait until November to pave roads anymore. Some of our roads are in severe disrepair, Mr. Potter and I took a ride over Humphrey Rd.which National Grid didn’t reimburse us on and those people are less than pleased with my services and frankly with really good reason.  Roads like Gage, Hardin, Schoonmaker, Brown Road I could go on. I’m not pleased with the fact that I’m trying to spread limited financial resources through a series of roads which are really in stress. We did the best we could do with the assets we had and we’d do more if we had more.

The highway department is going to run out of money in the garage account, we are trying to make it last. We have discussed this and you told me to manage my budget, I’m just making you aware we are going to run out. If you have any recommendations I would love to chat about it. I can’t make up for 25% loss in my total garage account with one piece of equipment that is old. We are going to get it going we are working on it. The only thing I would like to add, in the town board minutes I would like it noted from the day you cut the PO how many days did it take me to turn that PO into an actual order and you’ll find it was far less than 30, so I’m not sure I understand your comment.

Supervisor Merrihew- My comment was not to you specifically or anyone else specifically.  As far as your budget, you’ve mismanaged it. I don’t know what more to tell you. The process is the budget is set, we collect that information from the highway department. And as we said before we increased the amount substantially last year from the figures we got from the highway department. Then we pass our budget.  We give that information to the Clerk and she does what ever to determine what the rate is to collect the money from the residents in town We don’t collect extra in case we run out. Unfortunately with your budget because they are outside village, we can’t just put money in, even if we had it. You will literally have to borrow the money to keep the highway department going and than that will be added with interest on top of next years budget. So you are behind the eight ball already for next year. We have told you and I think it is in the minutes for probably every single month since January, that you cannot go over budget.

Steve Perog-So at the end of last year when you purchased items that were not in the budget, such as the sander, the snowplow.

Supervisor Merrihew- I am not going to speak of specifics.

Steve- I do want to speak to specifics because where did that money come from and how did you fund a department.

Supervisor Merrihew- I don’t recall and I am not going to be put on the spot at a public meeting, telling what happened last year. I don’t recall.

Steve Perog- It was money that was brought into the highway department when it was under stress.  It was similar to the town board finding $5,700 to do landfill study tests.

Supervisor Merrihew- We had that budgeted under engineering. Now we don’t have that engineering money for any other engineering that might come up. Quite frankly I don’t like our budget either. I can think of a lot of other things that I’d like to do for the town. We have do the best we can with what we have to work with.

Council-member Potter: I would just like to say, I’m glad to see the guys out doing road work. But since you have gotten in there, every month somebody has spoken to you about, please keep an eye on your budget. This is a problem. Supervisor Merrihew has many, many times sat down and offered to help you with the budget.

Steve Perog- On January 1st I was given a grader that was broken down since last September.

Supervisor Merrihew; That’s a problem all new Superintendent’s have when they come in. That’s nothing new.

Council-member Carlson; The budget is actually about $88,000 higher than it was in 2007.

Council-member Frisbee; On the town web page www.duanesburg.net on the top of the opening page if you click on the forum it gets you an opportunity to go there and make comments or just look at some of the pictures we posted.

Supervisor Merrihew; I really wish you would talk to Kathyjo and take the pictures off, put the pictures in the picture section and keep that for forum.

Norma Miller- Thousand Acre Road-I was wondering with the budgeting for the highway department, have you taken into consideration the horrible mess your previous highway department made our roads. None of our roads have ever been as bad as when they were under the previous supervisor and it was his mismanagement that allowed the roads to get the way they are. Shouldn’t that have been taken into consideration when the budgets were made?

Supervisor Merrihew; we did.

Council-member Carlson; We do, we go over the budget painstakingly in October, from August on.

Steve Perog-Rene’ has done an exceptional job as Supervisor. I don’t want to offend Mr. Grimm and Mr. Spor, but I think she meant to say Superintendent. Rene’ you’ve done a great job. 

Council-member Potter; I think the budget from 2007 to 2009 has gone up almost $88,000.

Council-member Carlson; We know the roads are in bad shape from the last eight (8) years and we are trying slowly to fix them. It’s going to take a few years to get them back in shape. We just can’t do it all in the same year. We couldn’t afford the tax increase.

Norma Miller- I am just saying everything has gone up in that department just like everything else.

Supervisor Merrihew; We budgeted accordingly.

Council-member White: We took what they asked for in the highway department and added to it. 

Walt Deay- Duanesburg Church Rd.- Asked if the town had anyone on the payroll 7 days a week. A black utility van goes up by my house on Saturday and Sunday.

Phil Carlson-Yes for the sewer, Gary Courtright.

Walt Deay- How is he paid?

Supervisor Merrihew; contractually, he is on call 7 days a week, 24 hours a day and his pay is divided between the two sewer districts.

Council-member Carlson; He is between sewer 1 and sewer 2. Each district has to be checked every day, monitor the influent and the out fluent.

Charles Parker – In regards to the money that DVAC is going to be paid, how much is DVAC going to be paid and for what period?

Supervisor Merrihew; for, the first two quarters, $32,000.  

Charles, what is two quarters, today until Dec, or last year?

Council-member Carlson: A calendar quarter.

Charles Parker: We’re going to pay DVAC from Jan, 6 months ago to when?

Supervisor Merrihew; Jan – June, $16,000 a quarter.

Charles Parker- I haven’t heard anything about recruitment and this is how DVAC, I believe got in trouble. I seriously believe that it’s not fair for all the volunteers of DVAC to not know that they have a serious recruitment campaign going on, and I ask the town board you can ask them to do that. You can’t order them to do it, but you can ask them in their contract, that they please set aside a budget or form some kind of recruitment committee so we can keep on having good members come forward so we don’t have membership problems. Because all our fire departments and DVAC has no members, I would just encourage everybody again. I am still hoping to hear from the president of DVAC in regards to that. I was hoping to hear tonight that DVAC had formed some sort of recruitment committee or they are going to put aside some money for recruitment.

As far as the Delanson contract, I pointed out to our attorney that if this contract is signed that it may be illegal, nothing was said. My second argument as far as Delanson’s contract goes it’s based upon nothing. Delanson was going to pay us $25,000 based upon what? According to my figures it cost the town $50,000 something dollars to service Delanson and I have heard nothing based upon what, of when the driver goes down there, the material, the insurance, the wear and tear, all the times we have take a man from here when there is a snowstorm and pay him double time and triple time Otherwise its just a number.  I calculated it myself and came up with about $52,000 that the Town of Duanesburg has to pay to service Delanson but yet in this new contract that we are going to get we are going to get $25,000, which means we are going to lose $25,000.

Attorney Siegel addressed his comment.  You handed me a 25 page document, which obviously I haven’t had time to read, but the article that you are pointing out Article 22  It

says specifically during the term of this Agreement the employer, which is the Town of Duanesburg, shall not contract out or subcontract any public work performed by employees covered by this agreement that would mean the displacement of any employee covered by this Agreement.   Since the Village does not have a highway department, there would be no employees that are displaced by sub contracting out with them.  So this provision wouldn’t be applicable because you are not displacing other union employees. 

To me, from reading this paragraph, it is intended to prevent the town contracting with some private company to do town highway work and firing everybody in the highway garage. That would  be displacing union employees. Here, there are no union employees that are going to be displaced so this provision appears to be inapplicable.

No other comments Council-member Frisbee motioned to adjourn seconded by Council-member White at 8:45PM.  All in favor.
