Supervisor Merrihew by us having problems with one department can affect all departments.

Attorney Siegel: No matter what office it is, if they don’t follow the policy we won’t pay.

Council-member Leoni: I heard purchases were made on a persons credit card. If that is the case payment should not be made.

Attorney Siegel: The town has the discretion whether or not to pay.

Council-member Carlson: There’s no reason to use personal credit card we have accounts set up with a lot of vendors.

Supervisor Merrihew: We could have a meeting just to discuss this topic with floor not open for comments. Ordering goes through the Town Clerk. If the procedure is not followed and purchases made, the person is responsible for the purchase.  We need to make sure the process is adhered to every single time.
