Committee reports:

Highway; Supervisor Merrihew; we met with Steve last week and he let us know that they are cutting the grass on the sides of the road they are still working on flood restoration. The highway garage roof has a leak in it and needs to be repainted we’ll have to budget that for next year, I imagine that will be costly. We also have an agreement that we will talk about later into the meeting. Steve did apply for CHIPS reimbursement for the year we should be getting that the end of September.

Public Safety: Supervisor Merrihew; I did attend Board of Directors as part of the contract for the ambulance and we are continuing to pay them on a quarterly basis. Part of the deal is that the public safety committee meets with the board on a quarterly basis and I did meet with them August 1st. We do get all of the required paperwork.
Park: Council-member Frisbee; It has been a busy month in the park. Our summer youth program started on July 11th with two weeks swim program the park program winds up tomorrow down at Van Patten Park. We’ve had some big days with the kids 63 65. The swim was down this year though we only had thirteen kids. On eight different days at Shafer and Van Patten the park was reserved for some big parties. Shafter Park all of the picnic tables were painted, the hiking trails were trimmed the bridge was restained. Van Patten we added sand around the swings the slide the jungle gym areas and the trees were clipped back.  The bathrooms at Van Patten were painted. We have been mowing and trimming the point at 7 & 20. Looks we are going to get that seeded in the next couple of weeks. The hiking trail for the piece of property of Lake Rd. is tentatively scheduled to open on August 20th.    August 18th  is movie in the park, the county has a movie each year.
Supervisor Merrihew; I’d be curious if you pull up the figures from last year’s program, I almost remember you saying there were some big days last year too. I’m thinking that may be becoming the norm.

Council-member Frisbee; to reserve the parks for picnics or party contact the town clerk at 895-8920.

Supervisor Merrihew received an email from the park committee chair also Dan Aliberti is going to be doing his Eagle Scout project there. He is leaving for college the following weekend, but he is going to be completing the boardwalk. The Boy Scouts have been great they have done a lot of work they have been up there all summer. It would be nice if anybody can make it to the opening ceremony it would be a wonderful thing.

Council-member Frisbee; The Boy Scouts in the process of creating the path up there found an open well, that has been filled in with rocks.

She will be sorely missed she started six years ago as the Planning/Zoning Clerk and she did learn a lot she done a lot, she was a huge help to our building inspector and you could always count on her. Council-member Potter; She has done a great job for the town. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-member Leoni, Frisbee, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #175-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to appoint Jennifer Friello as Planning/Zoning Clerk at the rate of $10.50 per hour. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-member Frisbee, Leoni, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #176-11-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to send out Request for Proposals to computer professionals for the Town of Duanesburg computer network needs. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Carlson, Leoni, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #177-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to approve settlement of Consent Order and Judgement for Karan Garewal v. Town of Duanesburg. For discussion Attorney Siegel; It’s a house on Schoharie Turnpike that was in some disrepair it was purchased by the  Garewal’s.  At some point recently they challenged the taxes Paul Denninger Assessor had recommended there be a reduction in their assessed value.  The impact to the town in loss of revenue and taxes he estimated it was about $100 a year. But they also had filed or were about to file for a building permit to do improvements so it’s probably a one year process that the town would be down a $100 and then they would be assessed  at whatever the value of their new improvements are. Paul negotiated the deal with them and recommended that we accept it. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew. 
Resolution #178-11-Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to accept the resignation letter of Kim Gurney.  Supervisor Merrihew read here letter of resignation .For discussion; Council-member Carlson- She has been on the park commission a long time Council-member Potter, she is a very nice person and will be missed. Council-member Frisbee she was excellent on the board. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Leoni, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #179-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize the Supervisor to sign an Interdepartmental Agreement with the Highway Superintendent of use of a mower.  For discussion; Supervisor Merrihew Steve just handed me this, he signed it I will sign it after the roll is called. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Potter, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #180-11-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to authorize the Supervisor to sign an extension of the Intermunicipal Agreement with the Village of Delanson for highway services. For discussion; Supervisor Merrihew, it just extends out the date of the contract for the highway department to provide services to the village until December 31st because we have pending union negotiations coming up. They will pay the same amount for the seven months. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Carlson, Frisbee, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #181-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni resolution of support for the Duanesburg Area Community Center application for a grant to the NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation.
       WHEREAS, the Duanesburg Area Community Center is applying to the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation (OPRHP) for a grant under the Environmental Protection Fund for a park project to be located on their premises on Route 395, a site located within the territorial jurisdiction of this Town Council; and 
       WHEREAS, as a requirement under the rules of these programs, said not-for-profit corporation must obtain the “approval/endorsement of the governing body of the municipality in which the project will be located”;

       NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by this august body that the Town Council of the Town of Duanesburg hereby does approve and endorse the application of the Duanesburg Area Community Center for a grant under the Environmental Protection Fund for a park project known as DACC Outdoor Recreational Facilities and Nature Trail Development and located within this community.

Attorney Siegel the resolution just says the town stands behind it they have no obligation it’s not the town project.
Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew. it.
Resolution #182-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to approve the ceremony to open the Boy Scout trail on Lake Rd. for August 20th at 10AM. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Carlson, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Announcements;

 Supervisor Merrihew; The Town of Duanesburg every year has held their Planning and Zoning workshop other towns have been invited and has become quite a success. That will be cancelled this year.

Council-member Frisbee; DACC annual triathlon but I am not sure of the date.

No other business floor opened to comments at 8:10PM

Walt Miller-Thousand Acre Road- On the community project who owns the land?

Supervisor Merrihew- The community center.

Steve Perog- Highway Superintendent- At the meeting last week I asked the town board to help financially support clean up day it has been going on for more than ten years many residents have asked me about this and they chose not to support it financially.  It is up in the air as to whether or not it will or will not be taking place.  
Turnbull Rd., Mexico Rd., Marantha Way, Maple portion of West Shore Rd, portion of Schoonmaker Rd. and Albert Rd., total  cost of about $44,000 have been CHIP sealed.
Interdepartment agreement was designed to save the town money. I also wanted to include the sewer department. 

Village of Delanson contract I was not invited to the meeting that was held between the town board members and the Mayor of the Village. One of the things that we missed out was the cutting of the reservoir.  If you had a least talked to me I could have brought that up. I need to know why I wasn’t invited I was wondering if the board could address that with me.
Council-member Potter; There was no reason to invite you. All we were doing was extending the same service that you are already providing. Nothing has changed.
Highway Superintendent; A town resident asked me the following and I thought I’d put this to the board as well as the tax payers of the town. As you are all aware the Town of Duanesburg sued me for spending too much money last year to fix the roads. The person wanted me to ask the town board how that lawsuit in the end benefited the town residents and how much the lawyer feels were incurred by the township hiring the lawyer.

Supervisor Merrihew; I would like to let Mr. Perog know that this is indeed a statement and it does not require an answer. We’ve sat here now for the last four or five months and you’ve had your chance to get up and speak into the camera, some of it’s the truth most of it isn’t. Some of it is a half truth at best and a perfect example of that is you said the town board refused to finance the town cleanup day. That’s not true we fully support the town clean up day. What we don’t support is hiring a certified public account to manage a couple hundred bucks of resident’s money as it comes in. We had said last week, no that we won’t support paying a CPA $500 to come in and do what you should be able to do with no problem and has been done by the highway superintendent in the past for at least ten years.  This town board fully supports the town clean up day, it keeps stuff off the side of the road it gives people a chance to bring their junk somewhere. We would be silly to pay $500.
Council-member Carlson; We, can’t be spending money due to the incompetence of the highway superintendent in keeping track of the revenues that come in without receipts. 

Supervisor Merrihew; I just wanted to make that statement, that it’s basically half truths if even that and this is a perfect example of it.

No other business Council-member Carlson motioned to adjourn seconded by Council-member Leoni at 8:15PM. All in favor, Council-member Carlson, Leoni, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.
