As per the request of Town Highway Superintendent Steven Perog as he has decided that the 
Outside repair option will not be cost effective. For discussion; Supervisor Merrihew this was at his request we had gone through our budget meetings and our budget workshop and we had added a line machinery contractual outside repairs to try to reduce the cost, keep one man free, there were many reasons. He doesn’t think it is going to work for him and this was his request last week that we do this. We did explain to him during the week, that he already spent money off of that line so that’s why instead of $21,000 it’s down to $18,998.89 and then because we are moving it from this line into a payroll line to have the equipment serviced down at the highway department we also had to reduce the actual amount by state retirement, social security and workers comp.  Council-member Leoni was there no medical involved in this? Bookkeeper Rabideau; no medical is a flat rate, where these are percentage.

Ethics;
Council-member Frisbee; The Board of Ethics attended a training class conducted by the state. It was really an interesting class, we learned some things and we would like to present the class to town employees at some point. We also were told at that class, unless we were dealing with personnel problem our ethics board meeting should be an open meeting. We are having one a week from Saturday the 19th, we posted it on the bulletin board and will continue to do that. We will also be finalizing the annual report.

Resolution #78-11-Council-member Leoni motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to accept the resignation of Jeffrey Iveson as Deputy Highway Superintendent. For discussion: Council-member Leoni asked if there were reasons given? Supervisor Merrihew read the letter that we received, and stamped by the town clerk today. It states, effective immediately I resign as deputy of Duanesburg Highway Department. Jeffrey A. Iveson. Council-member Potter spoke with him he’s got frustration about a lot of things. He’s left in charge and he’s given instructions on what Mr. Perog would like the guys to do and he comes in and changes things on him and hollers at him. That kind of treatment and apparently today it got the best of him so he said he’s just not going to do it anymore. It’s too bad because Jeff does a really good job for us. Whenever we need Jeff to step up, he’s done it. I think it’s a loss.
Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Frisbee, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #79-11- Council-member Potter motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to accept the Mariaville Fire Department Service Award Program certification of fire personnel that have earned required points for 2009;

Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, Carlson, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.
Supervisor Merrihew; Mr. Jim Weakley is sitting in the back of the room, firemen from Mariaville who was recently recognized by Schenectady County for his 50 years service. I’d like to give Jim a round of applause.
Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, Carlson, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #80-11-Council-member Carlson motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to dispose of three junk sanding units from the highway department at the scrap yard. For discussion: Council-member Carlson I was going to suggest before they go we should inventory and look them at them first.
Supervisor Merrihew; I had told him to get the appropriate form for disposal of town property he has to take the inventory tags off of the equipment and give them to Leah along with the form she has.
Council-member Carlson; That’s got to be done before it goes and I think we should stipulate that wherever they go we get a receipt back.   5 no Motion dies.

Resolution #80-11- Council-member Carlson motioned seconded by Council-member Leoni that we authorize the Highway Superintendent to dispose of three junk sanding units from the highway department at which time he should turn in all inventory plates and receipts  from the disposal to the Town Clerk. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Leoni, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew. 

Resolution #81-11Council-member Potter motioned seconded by Council-member Leoni to accept and sign the submitted Section 284 Agreement from the Highway Superintendent. For discussion: Council-member Frisbee, can we accept this? Supervisor Merrihew, I have a couple of issues with it. The first is, I would like to clear up a misstatement from last month that Steve had made. He said it was presented in 2009 and it was rejected by the town board three times and he was denied his attempt to show accountability. I didn’t think that sounded right and I pulled the minutes out, May of 2009 he did submit it but it was grossly inaccurate and had we signed it at that time we would have committed the town to some $169,000 more in expenditures for road repair than was actually budgeted. It was inaccurate and we gave him the corrections on the sheet and told him we would deal with it the following month. We asked for it in the June minutes and we just never saw the form again.  We asked him for it and he said he never got the corrections, that he wanted me to do it. I can’t do that he is the highway superintendent. He submitted it once and never submitted it again.
Council-member Potter; that is exactly how I remember it, he submitted it once and it was not accurate, numbers didn’t match. I never did see another one after that until now.
Supervisor Merrihew; I have no idea what this is, I found it on my desk on Tuesday and he had mentioned it to you when he didn’t come to the meeting. I googled section 284 of NYS highway law, I googled it, I yahooed it, I binged it. I researched the state Comptrollers website for several hours and I read the entire section of law. The only thing that section 284 applies to is the expenditure of general repairs of the road surfaces as well as permanent improvements. That would be the amount that we budget and then the amount of the CHIPS reimbursement we sometimes get.  I also printed off of the state site a typical standard form for a section 284 agreement.  It is a highway superintendent’s plan for road improvement and road paving. Technically once the agreement plan is signed it cannot be deviated from at all. If there’s not a section 284 in place, any work done on the roads is illegal.  
Council-member Carlson, it really doesn’t explain everything, it is very vague.
Supervisor Merrihew; The information is inaccurate also. I went through the abstract, we have to make sure we get this right this is one of the most important forms that the highway can submit to us.
Council-member Potter; Our agenda meeting starts at 7:30, he called me at 7:16 and told me he was going to submit this, this week, and this was received here on February 8th. We haven’t really had a chance to go over this.  I’m not saying we can’t use this like this, but I would rather see the correct from filled out.
Attorney Siegel; Section 284 agreement is supposed to have things directly related budget items directly related to road repair and improvement for specific road work. Uniforms, gas and diesel all that other stuff is general and is not allocated to specific road repairs and improvements. It’s not to say that in the budget you can’t put line items in for that dedicated to road repair and improvements. There’s other line items I believe in the budget for uniforms, gas and diesel. Gas and diesel isn’t just related to road repairs and improvements and because of that I have no idea what idea the form is either.
Council-member Leoni; On the form it specifies street names and section of street if you are not going to do the whole thing.
Council-member Potter; He has a note here for us for building addition requested and budgets turned down, town board will use CHIPS to fund this. If he does get any CHIPS money he wants to put a building up instead of doing road work.
Attorney Siegel; You don’t get CHIPS money until you spend money on road repairs, then it is just a reimbursement. I think that there is a misconception about when the CHIPS money comes in because Steve had told everybody when we get the $80,000 there’s an extra $80,000. That’s not the case, if the road repair budget is funded with for example has $180,000 in the budget, it’s only funded with $100,000 and the $80,000 comes back from CHIPS money. So the town spends $180,000 because that’s the budgeted amount but if that was a bank account it would only have $100,000 in it. So the other $80,000 comes off of other lines as a loan. When the CHIPS money comes in it goes to repay back the loan for those other lines. You don’t get the CHIPS money until you spend it. It’s not like when you have $180,000 in there you spend $180,000, you spend it and you get $80,000 back and you can spend that $80,000 again, it’s already spent you already spent it once. I think that’s been a problem because Steve has said at those meetings that the town gets the $80,000 and chooses to use it elsewhere. Well it doesn’t, because if you don’t put that money back in the line items that you took it from there wouldn’t be money left for wages, electrically or whatever.
Council-member Frisbee; I wish he was here to hear what you just said.
Roll call- 5 no, motion dies.

Resolution #81-11-Council-member Potter motioned seconded by Council-member Carlson to authorize the purchase of a new pickup truck for the building department, current building department truck to go to the sewer districts.  For discussion: Supervisor Merrihew, I‘d like to recuse myself from this discussion as I have from any of the discussion. My husband is an employee at Orange Motors in the heavy truck shop, which has nothing to do with the pickup truck shop. I’m more comfortable disclosing the fact. He gets no benefit or anything from this and Orange Motors is one of the bids that these guys have gotten. Council-member Potter we got bids from Metro, Orange, Van Bortel under state contract and DePaula.  Council-member Carlson; The Orange Ford quote including the plow is $30,851we also have a quote from Metro Ford which was originally $40,519 and a $3,500 rebate which brought the truck down to $37,019 that didn’t include the plow, with the plow was $42,000. Council-member Potter state contract one for $25,943, but it is going to take 16-20 weeks to get the truck and Orange Motors did the same thing ordering a truck in the same way and that was going to take the same amount of time 10-14 weeks to get the truck but we need the truck now. Council-member Carlson; we also received a quote from DePaula Chevrolet the truck was $34,683 and the plow was extra at $5,307 for a total of $39,990. With those four numbers it looks like Orange was the lowest at $30,851 and includes the plow. Council-member Potter and the truck is ready 2011 F-250 4 wheel drive, automatic transmission and is ready to go.  Council-member Potter recommends we do that, I don’t think we can afford to wait. Council-member Frisbee asked what happened to the truck we have and what are we going to do with the carcass. Can we take it down to the port with the sanders? Council-member Potter the frame broke. Council-member Carlson we will look at it tomorrow and do it next month authorize getting rid of that.  Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Potter, Carlson, Frisbee, Leoni. 1 abstain Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #82-11-Council-member Carlson motioned seconded by Council-member Leoni that we accept the lowest bid for a 2011 Ford F-250 pickup with a plow from Orange Ford at $30,851. For discussion; Council-member Frisbee asked when can we get it? Council-member Carlson; as soon as we do the paperwork. Supervisor Merrihew; For the sake of discussion recuse myself from the discussion.  Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Leoni, Potter, Frisbee. 1 abstain Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #83-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned seconded by Council-member Leoni to adopt the Town of Duanesburg Credit Card Policy and Procedure. For discussion; Supervisor Merrihew; we have a couple different policies and procedures that I have in the back of my current and things to do folder and this is one of them. It isn’t that we just want to make up policies most of the state agencies require that we have these in place. It’s not a problem until it is a problem and then the state agency will say where is your credit card policy?  And we don’t have one we do now. There is a town credit card available and to keep it simple it’s in the town clerk’s office and the town clerk, the code enforcement officer and the town highway superintendent are the only authorized users of the credit card. Any purchases made have to be approved by myself as town supervisor or the town clerk if I’m not available. There’s record keeping, receipts record logs for anybody that does use it. The other is no board member, town officer or town employee may use his or her personal credit card for any purchase for the benefit of or on behalf of the town, because we do have the credit card available. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Announcements;

Supervisor Merrihew; Recommends to the County Legislature to appoint Robert Wall as the Town of Duanesburg representative to the Metroplex Development Authority Board.  Mr. Wall is here with us this evening and while this is the Supervisor’s appointment I want Bob to know that we pretty much are a team here. All five of us are proud and happy to send to the County Legislature our recommendation that Mr. Wall continue to be our Metroplex representative.

Mr. Wall; Thank you very much for your confidence.

Supervisor Merrihew; I’d like to announce for when the Comptroller’s office comes in that the town board has audited the records of all town departments.

Duanesburg Day is to be held Saturday March 5th, 2011 from 10AM to 3PM. Snow date is Sunday, March 6th from 12PM-5PM. 

No other comments, privilege of the floor.
Bob Wall- McGuire School Road- Last night at the Metroplex board of directors meeting we approved the 50/50 split with the town for the engineering study for Sewer District 3.

Supervisor Merrihew; Wonderful. Thank you very much. That is great news.

Roy Petchel- Jeff Iveson resigning as deputy, that doesn’t mean he is quiting the highway department.
Supervisor Merrihew; No.

Roy-Last summer; Spoke of the fiasco of the cleanup day of last summer. I would like to  suggest the town do with any scrap iron they want to take to the scrap yard is the board submit it to bid. You get a check in your hand and you take care of it appropriately.

I have been riding around looking at everyone’s sand piles, Town of Glenville, Town of Rotterdam, Schenectady County Highway Department, we have more sand then those three put together and they have more miles of highway. We are still bringing in sand every week. Now we have so much sand we are dumping it over the bank.

With this sewer when you’re going to be done is there going to be city water include in this.  What is it going to cost me I need to know as soon as possible.  For whatever reason being able to flush a toilet is more important than the people there being able to have drinking water. You’re not going to know how much it is going to cost until the damage is done.

Supervisor Merrihew; There will not be water. As far as the cost of the sewer district we will have more information on that in April after the preliminary engineering report is completed.

Roy; Plus there is going to be another cost I am going to have to pay to hook up into this, right.

Supervisor Merrihew; Yes. You would hire whoever you wanted to do it. Or if you have a son your son could probably do it, as long as you have the building inspector make the appropriate inspections.  This is based on the other sewer districts.  

Roy; It is my understanding the people in Delanson when they ran the sewer there, they were told it would only cost them $500 a year. Now it’s up to over $700. Whether you realize it or not you can have your septic tank pumped out for $150 a year. Have that done, leave my wallet alone.

No other comments.

Supervisor Merrihew asked, before we adjourn if the board wanted to rescind the motion for the three sanders.

Council-member Frisbee asked if we would bid it out.

Attorney Siegel; You can rescind the motion.

Council-member Leoni; Who is going to handle it? 

Supervisor Merrihew; We could make the calls or put it on a procurement sheet of some sort. I’d like to say have Steve handle it and provide us with the information.

Attorney Siegel; You can rescind the motion, it doesn’t have to be disposed of today. You rescind the motion, and do some investigation and then come back next month with a determination.
