Highway: Council-member Potter- nothing to report.

Public Safety: Supervisor Merrihew; There was a town fire officers meeting last night and was, it was a quick meeting, pretty uneventfull, everything has been fairly quiet. To bring everybody up to date on central dispatch, I had spoken with Tony Jasenski from the county and that’s pretty much status quo. Apparently Glenville is still not going to join in on central dispatch and the numbers aren’t working out very well for the remaining towns. 

Park: Council-member Frisbee; Last week Peter Watrous came in to the agenda meeting with three of the Boy Scout leaders in town. There’s a piece of property up in Mariaville the town owns and is adjacent to a piece of county property. There’s trails on the county property and Peter thought it might be a good idea to create trails in the piece of town property. We would have to go through the county property to access ours, our property is land locked.  The three Boy Scout leaders in town have agreed to work on creating some trails together. We will talk more about it in the next couple of months they can’t do anything now until spring.

Supervisor Merrihew; Accessing the property through the county property apparently is not a problem. The Park Chairman has been in touch with them and they are excited about the project.

Zoning; Supervisor Merrihew reported on the zoning monthly report.

Supervisor Merrihew for discussion: no change in the amount. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, Carlson, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #71-11-Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize Dave Pirrone of Mariaville Lakeside Country Store to hold a Recreation Ice Fishing contest on February 5th and 6th. Alternate dates in the event of bad weather to be any weekend ending on February 27th. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-member Carlson, Potter, Frisbee, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #72-11-Council-member Leoni motioned seconded by Council-member Frisbee to authorize the Supervisor to request a speed limit reduction for the lower end of Darby Hill Road from the County. For discussion; Council-member Frisbee; it is a tough spot there. Supervisor Merrihew; I had gotten a letter from a resident who also had a petition signed by many of the residents up there. The resident has contacted the Sheriff and Troopers know to let them know it’s been a problem. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Frisbee, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #73-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned seconded by Council-member Leoni to authorize Anti-Freeze Technology Systems as a new vendor. For discussion; Council-member Carlson asked where are they. Supervisor Merrihew, I’m not too sure, it is something the highway department needs and they have all the paperwork turned in to Tracy. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Carlson, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Announcements;
Update on speed limit reduction request in the Hannaford area.
Supervisor Merrihew; We had requested a speed limit reduction in the Hannaford area and we also requested a warning sign at the request of Pastor McHeard up here at the new church that there was a church there. We did hear back from the state on the speed limit reduction in Hannaford Supermarket area and they denied it.  They said they reviewed the accident history from January 1, 2009 through the most recent data available and there were a total of 14 crashes there.  The most frequent accidents were attributed to deer and slippery pavement.  
We are still waiting to hear on the sign.

Duanesburg Days at the school is scheduled for March 5th with a snow date of March 6th. We will have a better update and list some of the activities at our February meeting. 
Every year we have a table set up asked if the town board was interested in doing that again this year. Council-member Frisbee; we probably should. Council-member Frisbee will set up. 

Supervisor Merrihew; Tuesday evening I attended the county legislature meeting along with our Metroplex representative Bob Wall. There was a public hearing scheduled for dedication of the Rt.7 & 20 Check Marks property back to the town. Mr. Wall and I both spoke in favor of it. They did vote unanimously to approve dedicating the property back to the town.  
Council-member Potter; That’s great.
Supervisor Merrihew: Jean is working with the park committee to develop a master plan for the area that is easily maintainable.

Council-member Leoni; This is my own statement from my own point of view about what it means for us to be here and what happens after we are elected. We ran for office we were elected.  As far as I am concerned the people that voted for me voted to trust me to do the job. When I swore my oath on the first day it was to uphold all the laws of New York State and the United States and I take that very seriously. One of the things that happens when you are a public official you are in charge of taxes.  With this great power that we have we also have a great responsibility for elected officials. One of the responsibilities is to set up the budget. Budgets are negotiated among all of the elected officials involved and they are really a promise to the tax payer that taxes will be spent in a prudent, transparent and effective way. Overspending is a breach of the oath as far as I’m concerned the promise to that tax payer is broken. My question is I would like to hear from people who think about these matters, I would like to hear their opinions.  My email address is CharlesLeoni2@yahoo.com , you can email me. If you don’t want to be quoted or identified that’s fine. I want to know what you think as far as overspending the budget. There was a gentleman here at the December meeting who stated that it didn’t really matter to him because his road was paved. It didn’t matter to him which pocket it came out of. To me it’s important, to me it’s keeping a promise, it’s doing what we have to do in a serious manner is what counts.

No other business, privilege of the floor opened at 8:00PM.

Steve Perog- Highway Superintendent- Recently we have been doing quite a bit of plowing with very few breakdowns. I can’t directly attribute this to the preventative maintenance program that I put into place two years when I got here, but something is definitely changed this year versus the first year that I got in.  The trucks go out and come back without a chain hooked to them. 

Mr. Leoni the 284 agreement will be coming to you in the month of February to help promote communication and accountability between the office of the highway superintendent and the town board. That agreement was presented to you the first year. You weren’t not here Charles but was rejected by the town board, it was rejected three different times by the town board the first year. I attempted to show accountability the first year and it was denied.

Trooper J. Allendorf came down he’s a sergeant with commercial vehicle enforcement unit, he came to the highway department to personally discuss with me the fact that our trucks were operating in an unsafe manner. That situation has been corrected, we bought new tires and the tires have been installed on the trucks.

The painting of the inside of the highway department is progressing well the walls were black and coated with soot.

I am anticipating a portion of my CHIPS funding to go for a building addition. I asked the town board this year to appropriate $25,000 a year for two year period so the highway department could  build an addition on the town barn. We have equipment that sits outside in the weather all year round.

The sand screen that was talked about for over eight years around here is finally up it is currently in use it’s in a temporary structure.

The Camille Rafferty project which has been plaguing the town with litigation for over ten years the highway department went down and less than one month got it done.

Roy Pechtel- Western Turnpike- Complemented the town board on a speedy meeting.

No other comments floor closed at 8:10PM

Council-member Frisbee motioned to adjourn seconded by Council-member Leoni all in favor.
