Supervisor Merrihew; we can’t pay somebody else’s bill. All it needs is to be billed to the town for Steve’s approval.
Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Leoni, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.
Committee Reports;
Highway; Council-member Leoni; We met with Sally the Village Mayor. There were questions about the upcoming union negotiations and how that would affect the price.  It was decided that maybe we should suggest that and Sally agreed that we do a continuation of the price established in the existing contract until the negotiations are finalized. Council-member Potter the highway union contract is good until January 1st. Council-member Leoni; the contract with the village ends on May 31st because of their budget. The Mayor is fine with the budget and if we do extend it and then increase the budget next year. 

Public Safety: Supervisor Merrihew and Council-member Leoni have nothing at all.
Park; Council-member Frisbee; On the top of the list with the park committee this month was definitely the transfer of the piece of property on 7 and 20, the triangle. The county transferred the deed over to us. The county also gave us a check for $1000 to get grass seed.

The parks are getting a lot of people using and reserving the park.

The month of May the park was reserved on 5/5 for Duanesburg Little League, on 5/7 for the community center race on 5/14 Van Patten was reserved for a volleyball tournament on 5/15 the Shafer Park Pavilion was reserved for a family activity, 5/20 Shafer Park for Duanesburg Little League 5/22 Van Patten for a family activity and 5/22 again Shafer for a family activity.

The following repairs and improvements were done, Shafer Park we repaired the ceiling in the pavilion. During the winter the wind got up underneath the ceiling of the newest pavilion and blew out quite a bit of it. At Van Patten we installed the new sign and the flowers that we ordered from the Schenectady County Horticultural Center we planted them in both parks and at town hall.

Resolution #140-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to authorize the Supervisor to request from the county a sign placed on Arquette Way stating there is no standing near the corner of Mountainview. For discussion; Supervisor Merrihew it has been brought to our attention by one of the state troopers that there have been some problems and incidents especially early in the morning when the school bus is up there with people bringing their kids out to the end of Arquette at the very edge of the corner of Arquette and Mountainview.  You add to that in the wintertime with the plow trying to get in and that was an issue. He had asked if we would entertain having a sign placed saying no standing.
Council-member Potter asked if there was an amount of footage that they want?

Supervisor Merrihew; That’s what I’ll find out. I think there’s a required footage. There’s already a no parking sign, but that’s not doing the trick.
Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Frisbee, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #141-11- Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to appoint Assistant Director to the park program Claire Bartkus at $10.25 per hour.  Returning Counselors I’d like to appoint Melissa Kuhl, Allison Paludi, Maria Mastrianni at $7.75 per hour Jon Ash at $7.50 per hour new Counselors Alyssa Galea at $7.25 per hour and Megan Kalisz at $7.25 per hour and also Counselor in training (CIT) Patrick Murphy he doesn’t get paid. The total of these appointments not to exceed $5,720. For discussion; Council-member Frisbee; Vanessa said that she has had very little response to her request through the school for these counselors. In normal years she had a lot more than what she would need. She only had one response to the counselor in training. If she comes up with any more before the park program we can appoint them next month it would be after the program starts. Deputy Supervisor only for swimming the park program wouldn’t have started yet. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #142-11-Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to approve King Road Materials as a new vendor. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Leoni, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew. All paperwork required is in.
Resolution #143-11-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Carlson to approve UV Superstore as a new vendor. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Carlson, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew. All paperwork required is in. Supervisor Merrihew this is for the sewer district, they need some sort of UV lighting.

Resolution#144-11-Supervisor Merrihew motioned, seconded Council-member Carlson to enter into executive session at 7:55pm to discuss pending litigation. Motion carried 5 ayes, Supervisor Merrihew, Council-members Carlson, Potter, Frisbee and Leoni.

For discussion; Attorney Siegel; It involves the propane tank that was just installed on Rt. 20.  Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Carlson, Potter, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew. 
Resolution #147-11-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to authorize the Supervisor to execute the settlement agreement of the Article 78 against the Highway Superintendent.  Motion carried 5 ayes Council-member Potter, Leoni, Frisbee, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

Supervisor Merrihew; The deed to the property on the point in the hamlet, while it is easy for  the legislators, whether they be town level like us or county level like Legislaturs Jasenski and Judy Dagostino, Angelo Santabarbra, Holly Vellano. It was also brought to my attention that Nick Barber from real property he has retired since, had done quite a bit of work on it. 

It was a great day a very positive day. I would just like to pay thanks to those that really deserve it. I’d also like to mention again like Jean said the $1000 that the county has provided the town.

A gentlemen by the name of Ray Paradise from the Woodmen of the World Life Insurance 
Society, it’s a fraternal company he’s the President of Lodge 421 has been kind enough to 

donate a 30’ flag pole as well as a 5’x8’ flag for that Veteran’s Memorial. 

It was a great week. This is where sitting here at this table is all about. It will be a great project. 
The park committee is working hard, looking for some grants.  Thank you to Woodmen of the 

World and Ray Paradise. That was a great telephone call to get the other day.

Council-member Carlson asked if he was local.

Supervisor Merrihew; No. I think he is in Clifton Park.

Council-member Frisbee: We have the fireworks up in Mariaville on the 17th.

No other business privilege of the floor opened at 8:20PM

Bob Wall- McGuire School Rd.-Recently I had the opportunity to be in touch with a professor 

From SUNY College of Environmental Science and Forestry and particular school of Landscape 
Architecture. I told him we had this new park going and he said the college makes available 
graduate students to work with the design of the park and that includes not just the aesthetics 
part of the design but also the choice of plants. For instance the park is going to be at the corner
of two busy highways so the type of plants that would sustain salt from the highway in the wintertime, the fumes and the exhaust pipes of automobiles and trucks going past, the type of soil and this type of thing.  If you’re interested in availing yourself to that service we can contact him and set something up.

Supervisor Merrihew; We certainly would be. 

John Ganther- Lea Drive; One assumes when a business comes to town, the town would see some increase in revenue. I was just wondering if you had any handle of what Hannaford as far as sale tax revenue or property tax or anything like that.  I was just wondering if there was any noticeable increase of revenue to the town.

Supervisor Merrihew; Our Assessor Mr. Denninger is going to be gathering that information.

Supervisor Merrihew; As far as the point for the memorial, I’m also going to have Schenectady County Soil and Water speak with our park committee chair,they had said they could do some hydro seeding.  We have to be careful what we do, the extent of what we do on that property because of the impending sewer district. We don’t want to put a bundle of money into it only to have it torn up again in a couple of years. We need to make that space at least green and get the flag up.  A lot of organizations showed an interest to donate their time and energy towards it too.
Steve Perog Highway Superintendent; I noticed  when the committee reported on what the highway was doing I had written out a report, on that report it stated that we were still out fixing

the gravel roads repairing the pot holes and prepping the roads for summertime paving. We’re digging ditches in town.
Asked Attorney Siegel in regards to the motion Article 78 against the Highway Superintendent. you had stated the previous Article 78 for propane tank but you didn’t state what that Article 78 is for.

Attorney Siegel; It is an Article 78 challenging the granting of the special use permit for the propane tank.
Steve Perog; What was the Article 78 against the Highway Superintendent for?

Attorney Siegel; I did not handle it.

Steve Perog; I just want the public to know that the Highway Superintendent has no settlement in regards to the Supervisor and I’m really not sure what it’s about.  

I also want to make the public aware that there is something called the 284 agreement in writing and four (4) months in a row I’ve asked the town board to sign this agreement. This agreement allows the highway department to spend money to repair roads and every month the town board doesn’t act on this agreement the price of gasoline or base asphalt goes up and we get to repair less roads every month. This affects my ability to repair roads. We’re prepping the roads but we are not repairing them right now and this is really not a good situation for the town.  

In the past month or so ago there were some IP charges brought up against the highway superintendent and I wanted to make sure the public understood what actions I did that had the union next door in essence say what a bad person I was. On upper Brown Road I took a shovel in my hand and put gravel into a washout from the persons’ driveway, this enabled that resident to get to the house on the end of the road. I thought that was a good intent. Another day I went out and got road materials for the guys and brought it to the job site and what this did is it saved me from having to send two men to Amsterdam and back an hour and a ten minutes round trip. It increases their efficiency and I think this is a good thing. Maybe the next round of union negotiations the town board will start thinking that the highway superintendent can assist the men in doing their job and thereby increase their efficiency, which helps the tax payer and that’s what we’re here to do help the tax payer save money. 
The highway department was happy to work with the building department in fixing the flag pole out front and Mr. Leoni the Ambulance Corp as well, we were happy to help you out.

Supervisor Merrihew; I would like to mention Steve this 284 agreement that you have been throwing up in our face. If you had any discussion with your attorney, which I assume you have, it’s part of the Article 78 proceeding and the settlement agreement. Your attorney asked us not sign it as well as our attorney, you should know this.

Steve Perog; He says differently.

No other business privilege of the floor closed at 8:30pm.

Council-member Carlson motioned to adjourn Council-member Frisbee seconded, all in favor.
