Highway; 

Council-member Potter, we did not have a highway meeting this month.

Council-member Leoni: We met with FEMA at the county building and they gave us a rundown on the procedures and what was necessary for us to claim the monies that they have available for us.  The main thing was to document, keep track of times, keep track of equipment keep track of exact quantities. They seem to be very easy to work with. They are willing to work with us and to guide us through this process in order for us to get the maximum benefit out of it, because we are going to need every penny that we can get. Two days later Rene’, Jean and I met with them and observed some of the damage that was done around town. They had quite an in depth look at the situation. They advised us what to submit as far reimbursement.
Public Safety; 

Supervisor Merrihew, Town Fire Officers meeting last night at Plotterkill was uneventful. They talked about a couple of dispatching problems they’ll clear that up between the dispatchers. Next meeting is the second Wednesday in January,
Park;

Council-member Frisbee, We closed both of the parks, the water is shut off the nets are down. We put some snow fences up in Shafer Park on the Chadwick Road piece, we wanted to protect the pine trees that we planted there.  Betty and I planted a Rose of Sharon bush in one of the gardens. We also had some damage in the park again from some cars or trucks driving up the hill off the cul de sac. It is the pop warner folks that are doing it. I wrote them a letter last year and never had any response from them. I am going to write them another letter and see what transpires.  The ruts are deep. I spoke with Eugene today and he said he tried to push in some of them but some of them are pretty deep and we are going to need to bring some fill in.
Supervisor Merrihew; We talked about this last week and I think the board had talked about a couple of different ideas that we can develop over the winter. This is the second year that there has been quite a bit of damage from them. Perhaps have them post a bond in the beginning of the season to cover any damage which they’ll get back at the end of the season.

Sewer District 1 & 2 

Council-member Carlson; They are doing basic maintenance on both districts. They had to change out a couple of pumps on sewer district 1 and one pump in sewer district 2. They drove 1163 miles and used 90.6 gallons  of gas in the truck and 4 gallons in the gas can.
Bob got his certification for 2A. Now we have two operators.

Ash Lane; Council-member Leoni- Over several years the culvert over the creek on Ash Lane has been deteriorating and we asked Mr. Vedier to look at it. He went with Mr. Perog to examine other damage around the area and he was shown the Ash Lane culvert. He determined that the decking which was wood 

Railroad ties were rotten in spots and should be replaced. We passed a resolution in October taking over the repair of  the Ash Lane culvert and we charged Mr. Vedier and LaMont Engineers to design and help with the contracting of the rebuilding of the Ash Lane culvert decking. Subsequent to that the highway department went in there and demolished the culvert decking and the supports that were there, installed different supports and different decking on it. This is against the advice of the County Engineer Latimer Schmitt who came here. Mr. Schmitt very strongly advised the highway department not to do that to leave it alone because the materials that were being used were not accessible as far as their strength. Against the county engineers advice the bridge was demolished and unsuitable materials were used to cobble it together.  
Through Mr. Vedier we had a firm that specializes in bridges come down and take a look at it and the report they gave us specifically said that they could not recommend any weight limit at all on this structure because there was nothing in the structure that could be certifiable. Now we are in a quandary as far as what to do. No fire department is going to cross it the ambulance Corp is not going to cross it. The way it was built is going to be hard to plow. The two houses that are going to be affected by this are going to be really out of luck because of this. 
Supervisor Merrihew; Since we spoke we got a letter from the Duanesburg Fire Departments  attorney stating that it is not safe and they can’t cross the bridge.

Mr. Vedier from LaMont Engineers –There was an email from the county engineer stating that if a load rating could not be calculated for the bridge the bridge should be closed.  A load rating cannot be calculated for this bridge because there is no way of knowing the strength of the decking. I sent an email to the Town Supervisor recommending the closing of the bridge. I know that there are some cars that have been driving over the bridge and have not fallen in.  We know it’s an issue because of fuel delivery for the winter. I’ve been investigating how quickly the town could get a temporary bridge that can be rented.  I’ve been told by a bridge rental company that they can have a bridge here in about a week or a little bit less. The cost of a temporary bridge is $1003 per week for the rental plus $1700 for the delivery and collection. This does not include the installation cost. I also contacted three general contractors who I thought capable of installing the bridge. Only one responded to me Lancaster Development and the cost of installation a park idea between $5000 and $15,000 and then collection if done by a contractor. The alternative to that is to have the highway department call the county highway department to install it.
The amount of the time it would take to design, bid and install a permanent deck would be six weeks minimum, a couple of weeks to design, probably a week to two weeks for contractor to put quotes together, the minimum advertising time is about 5 days. It is very difficult for a contractor to put a bid together in that amount of time,  then a week to two weeks to build it, depending on the weather.  
If it is six weeks it is about $7718 for the rental alone without the installation. There are very few contractors available. Lancaster Development said they wouldn’t be able to touch it because they are so busy with the flood damage in Schoharie. That’s pretty much the story I’ve gotten from contractors. 

Council-member Potter- The bridge the highway department put there, how come they can’t determine the weight load on it?

Mr. Vedier; Because the concrete planks that were used for the decking is unknown the strength of that concrete is unknown.  There are cracks in the concrete and it is unknown how long it has been out in the weather. I’m not sure where it came from or who built them.  That’s why it’s not possible to determine the load rating of those planks. It looks to me, based on my experience is that those concrete planks are the tops of planks that you use in buildings so they are not meant for traffic loading, they are not intended for that. 
Council-member Frisbee- Are they like flooring.

Mr. Vedier; They are concrete planks you use for building floors and then you put topping slab on. That is what they look like to me.

Council-member Frisbee; If we rent a bridge, how can the contractor work to construct the permanent bridge if we have the rented bridge there?

Mr. Vedier; There would be a time where nobody would be able to get in and out. What you would do is put the temporary bridge in while the permanent replacement is being designed and bid and then it is ready to be built. You would remove the temporary bridge close the road for a week while the permanent bridge is being installed. Unless you build a separate bridge next to it which increases the cost.
Council-member Frisbee; If it’s closed for a week, there are two families up there.

Mr. Vedier; You would have to give advanced notice people would park down at the bottom.

Council-member Potter; We really don’t know what this is going to cost then.

Mr. Vedier; The permanent bridge deck would probably be between $40,000 and $50,000 excluding design, engineering nor the bidding the construction observation, shop drawing reviews.
The other thing that was observed there is the abutment walls that are being eroded and really need to be replaced.  Some of the abutment walls are undermined.  But you can’t do this work this time of the year, so you would have to build the permanent bridge deck so that it can be removed in one piece set it aside in the spring and work on the abutments and wing walls. The problem is that’s even a longer time period for that you would have to have a temporary bridge again in there. It is often an issue when you have dead end roads.
Council-member Potter; It sounds like a temporary bridge is going to cost more than a bridge.

Supervisor Merrihew; It’s a matter of timing too and get it done.  I presume we can get a permanent one done by the end of December weather permitting. Between now and the end of December there are two families that emergency services or an oil truck can’t get to.
Francois; Unless you put in a temporary bridge. If you have major snowstorms one after the other, that could push back the construction of the permanent bridge deck.
Supervisor Merrihew; It is my understanding that it would be difficult if not at all possible to plow. 

We made a motion last month that pretty much covers the bidding and all of that. 

Attorney Siegel; Get the temporary bridge, if the design takes a week to two weeks, if you already have the temporary bridge there even though it’s an emergency situation as long as the bridge is there I think you should go out to bid on it.

The board agreed to have Francois work on getting the temporary bridge and at the same time put out the bid.
Supervisor Merrihew; If you want us to hold a special meeting we need three days to post.  
Francois; It would be close to four weeks before you can open the bids, two weeks to design and two weeks to advertise. You have to advertise once you have the plans so that the contractors can look at it.
Council-member Potter; Where we are at here is that we have the county engineer, we have Francois who say that the bridge that is there now is unsafe. We have fire departments who say they won’t cross it. We’re being told it is unsafe.

Council-member Frisbee; There is a sign in the ambulance garage.

Supervisor Merrihew; I have an email that Francois had said that the sign should read, unrated bridge proceed at your own risk. I sent this down to the county DPW. They said if you can’t rate it close it.

Attorney Siegel; We need to get estimates for a temporary bridge to comply with the procurement policy even though it is a emergency situation and there probably is not three bridge companies that are going to supply temporary bridges.
Francois; asked if anything has come back from FEMA in terms of their damage reports?

Supervisor Merrihew;  No. Carol Brain from FEMA had picked up a packet of information, it included the list of damaged roads

from DOT’s Kent DeStefanis and your engineering report as well as the four projects that were in question. Carol had indicated on that day that we all went out that the lower Brown Road project is an absolute immediate. She was concerned that the fire trucks wouldn’t be able to get and out.
Resolution #203-11-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to adopt the roll for Sewer District #1 as presented. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Potter, Leoni, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #204-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to adopt the roll for Sewer District #2 as presented. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Potter, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #205-11-Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to adopt the preliminary budget as the 2012 town budget. Motioned carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, Leoni, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #206-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member  Leoni to appoint Robert Schofield from Whiteman, Osterman and Hanna to represent the Town in an improper practice charge filed against the Highway Superintendent. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #207-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize Jean Frisbee to contact pop warner to discuss damage to Shafer Park. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Potter, Carlson, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Announcements;

Pancake breakfast at Esperance Fire Department November 13th. They will be continuing to have breakfast on the second Sunday of the month through April.

The Duane Lions is having their fund raiser for the flood victims on the western end of town Saturday November 26th at Settles Hill Tree Farm. 
Council-member Carlson; Last week Mr. Potter was in and he brought up a letter that was sent out by the Planning Board signed by Sandy Scott and Dale Warner. Then Sandy Scott sent out a second letter on the 25th stating that she was in error to send the first letter.  Mr. Potter received this on the November 7th.  It bothers me that the planning board wrote one letter and they followed up by another one saying they shouldn’t have written the letter. I just don’t want to see the planning board getting us into a situation where we could be liable to a lawsuit.

Supervisor Merrihew asked he would like to discuss that with Sandy Scott.

Council-member Carlson:  No. She didn’t discuss the first letter when she wrote it. I think we should address it as a town board being the governing body.
Supervisor Merrihew: I did actually because I did talk to them about our meeting last week.

Council-member Carlson Is troubled that she wrote the first letter.

Supervisor Merrihew was to that is why she brought it to them. 

Council-member Carlson; Mr. Potter brought it to us and wonders how many other letters if there’s any that she has written to other people.

Supervisor Merrihew; You could research that if you want.

Council-member Carlson; I could, I just wanted to get it in the minutes that I’m concerned about this 

about leaving the town open to liabilities. We don’t need any we already have an elected official that got us in liabilities, we don’t need an appointed one either.

Council-member Frisbee; The toys for tots is going to be in Delanson Dec. 3rd.

No other business floor opened at 8:25PM

Walt Miller- Thousand Acre Road-Spoke of the Ash Lane Bridge, asked if it would be feasible to put the two families up some in housing somewhere for three months and we would pay the cost and permanent bridge in. You might save a little bit of money.

Steve Perog- Regarding the Ash Lane Bridge last month the board charged Charles Leoni with the topic of rebuilding it. In one week Charles hadn’t done a thing. The highway department in one day removed the old bridge put up a new bridge in a twelve hour day. Total cost to tax payers without labor was approximately $500 in material. An engineer came to me and said had you load tested the bridge, I answered yes 28,000 lb case wheeled excavator was on the bridge. The steel beams on the bridge there’s eight pieces of cement the cement is 8” thick 24’ feet long by 4’ wide each piece weighs 7000 lbs and is 56,000 lbs .There’s cement blocks on the side of the bridge weighing a total of 10 tons. The current load test on the bridge that you people want to take out is 94,000 lbs. The bridge was posted by me, over 2 years ago was a 3 ton bridge. 
Nancy Weiss- Duane Lake Road- She is here as President of the Duane Lake Association and on behalf of the residents on Duane Lake Road. The speed that people travel is unacceptable they go very, very fast. For people walking people who live there a lot of foot travel a lot of walking children, pets, bicycle riders. These people that seem to be the most culprit are traveling from Rt. 20 coming up the east side of Duane Lake Road over to Schoharie Turnpike. She turned in a petition signed by many of the residents to lower the speed limit from 30MPH to at least 25 and to lower the curves from 25 to 10 or 20. 

Supervisor Merrihew; Our procedure is to send letter to the county with a request saying we agree, they have to approve it even if it is a town road involved.  They send it on to department of transportation too and it does take quite a long time to get a response from them.

Resolution #208-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to authorize to send a letter regarding the speed limit reduction on Duane Lake. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Potter, Carlson and Supervisor Merrihew.

John Macan- West Shore Road- At one time West Shore Rd. was a seasonal road. About half way up to Rt. 7 there is a culvert/bridge that runs under West Shore Rd. the water runs down Quaker Street under Rt. 7 down through Francis Crow’s property. There has been twice now where through these bad storms the water has picked up speed enough weight and volume that has crashed over on the road, that the boulders and trees has more deteriorated that culvert/bridge.  There are no guard rails to stop somebody from going over the side.  If possible the town should re think about keeping that road open year round. If you want to maintain West Shore Road as a year round bridge we would like to see the road be brought up to proper engineering specs so that it is a sufficient up to date bridge with guard rails.

Mr. Macan would like to meet with someone here with the ambulance crew for a problem I had a problem when there was no crew available when my wife was seriously out of breath and had to be taken to Ellis by Esperance. Because of that day I believe my wife’ situation is more permanent.
Supervisor Merrihew; To address the culvert one of the culverts on West Shore was identified as a problem.  FEMA is going to be looking at the culvert.  I don’t know when that road was opened as a full season. 

Roy Pechtel- Western Turnpike – Spoke of the Ash Lane culvert, has been talking for the last years about. He and his grandson used to walk up and down it all the while.  If you stopped on that bridge and see water running under it and they fixed it with metal plates down across it.  

As far as picking up the tab on this lawyer to go after the highway superintendent, he’s not willing to pay for that. Let him pay for it. Fifty one more days, we’re free. Until then I am asking this town board to put a complete freeze on any money that the highway department wants to spend on anything.  We have enough sand to get the town through the next five winters.
Spoke of the railroad bridge on. Rt. 20 the sign says 12’8” no part of that bridge is 12’8” he went and measured and there is no place less than 14’ high. That bridge is 13’6”.

Steve Perog- Spoke to NYSDOT about the sign that was affixed at I-88 and Rt. 7 to a state sign that I would make sure the that person who erected that sign would have it removed by tomorrow.  All bridges in NYS that have railroad bridges going over state highways is posted one foot under the legal minimum, the legal minimum is 13’6”. The reason posted 12’8” because railroad bridges tend to build up excessive quantities of snow and ice.
