Committee Reports:

Highway; Supervisor Merrihew; we will be discussing highway items with what Steve brought up during meeting.

Public Safety; Supervisor Merrihew spoke of the flooding. As well as Schoharie, Middleburg, Rotterdam Junction different places around the area. Right here in Duanesburg, there were also some catastrophies down on Old Highway 30t here was one house completely taken  off of the foundation, just taken away. There were five other houses destroyed in one level or another. I’ve been in touch with everybody I think except for one or two people down there who hanen’t been around. It was a horrible horrible last couple of weeks. People in Delanson were also affected by the flooding when the Normanskill came up. Down here in Duanesburg the low area just before you go up the hill was greatly affected also. Our hearts go out to everybody in the area and in Duanesburg in particular.  I wanted to thank all of our emergency services here in town as well as around the state.  Here in town everybody just rose to the occasion. Duanesburg Fire Department took in evacuees they didn’t know they were going to be getting evacuees so they ran down bought hot dogs and did what they could for people until they opened the shelter at Schalmont.  Delanson Fire Department was dealing with their own problem there as well as out trying to help people. Esperance Fire was dealing with their problem as well as taking care of the people in our town down on the western end. All of fire departments as well as the ambulance were  just wonderful. I always speak very highly of our fire departments our emergency services but this was just an incredible situation.  I am very proud to be a part of this community. 
Charles and I have a town fire officers meeting on September 14.  That should be very interesting everyone will be reviewing what was done. We will report back next month.
Council-member Leoni; Esperance Elks have set up their place as a distribution area for 

donations. The Landis Arboretum on their website has a listing of things that the Esperance Elks need.

Park Committee;

Council-member Frisbee; The summer program was awesome, it was attended by a huge number of kids. The swim program was a little down this year. We are thinking of making some changes for next year. There were a lot of little kids, three, four five year olds and it was kind of tough with a kick ball game when you have a five year old out on second base and a twelve year old kicking the ball. Next year we are toying with the idea of having a one week only for middle school kids. 
The family night movie in August was heavily attended.
Twelve people reserved the parks for the month of August at Shafer Park we put up a fence to prohibit cars from driving up on the field. We had a problem with soft ground with all of the rain. Van Patten Park the water has been drained for the season. Down at the point the big dead tree is gone.
The hiking trail the town owns up off of Lake Road was dedicated on August 20th. It was a great ceremony, there was a huge turnout.

Sewer District 1&2

Supervisor Merrihew: Gave sewer report this evening since our sewer chairman is not here tonight. There was no long term damage done to the sewer districts to the waste water treatment plants as a result of Irene. It was pretty tough going for a while because there was water backing up from all the grinder pumps the pump stations the treatment plant itself was overflowing. Around two o’clock Gary called there was nothing else he could do he had to just wait it out everything was just flowing over.  They had lost power but the generators worked well under a load. In Sewer District 1 he did finally have to shut down, they went into storm mode shut down at 11AM power went back on 8:30AM the next day. They spent a lot of time pumping and hauling.
Sewer District 2 they had to replace transducers and do some repairs. They were off line at 6:30 PM they came back on at 5:30AM the next day. He was very, very busy. The good news is there is no damage to the facility.
Resolution #189-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to schedule a special Town Board Meeting for the purpose of entering into executive session to discuss Union negotiations for Thursday September 15th @7:00PM, downstairs at town hall. Supervisor Merrihew for discussion; last week at our agenda meeting the suggested date was the 14th, but since then Charles and I realized we had a town fire officers meeting and Jean has a library meeting. Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Leoni, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #190-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to schedule  budget workshop dates for October 10th at 6PM and October 17th at 6PM downstairs at town hall. For discussion, Supervisor Merrihew, the reason why we are scheduling this now is because the way our  meeting falls  late in the month next month.. Motion carried four ayes, Council-members Leoni, Frisbee, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #191-11-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to schedule a public hearing for October 13th at 7:30PM to adopt a Local Law Requiring A Notice Of Defect For Hazardous Conditions On Town Maintained Property. For discussion, Supervisor Merrihew; our insurance company had a list of items that needed to be addressed and the prior notice of defect was one of them. It is a requirement of the insurance company.  Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #192-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to remove the blinking beacons on Route 7 at the elementary school. For discussion; Supervisor Merrihew, we discussed at our agenda meeting and since that time I had received an email from Chris Crowley that states that the school board would like to see the town maintain the blinking lights. Supervisor Merrihew, some years ago a grant was obtained to install the blinking lights at the elementary school, as a requirement of those beacons it was the towns responsibility to maintain them.  The school has always maintained them I did not know that was a requirement. Now there is some problems with the beacons and needing repairs, the school doesn’t have the funds to maintain them. One of them is tipping they need batteries the batteries are $200 a piece and there are four batteries in each one. The one that is tipping needs extensive repairs at a cost of around $2000. Either we maintain and do the repairs ourselves or we can contract with the state to do the repairs and they will charge us $1200 a year to maintain them.  Council-member Frisbee; if we take them down the state will put up speed limit signs. Council-member Potter I am all for it as long as the state puts up the speed limit signs.

Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Frisbee, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.
Resolution #193-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to approve BSN Sports as a new vendor for the park department. Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Frisbee, Potter, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #194-11-Council-member Frisbee motioned, seconded by Council-member Leoni to approve Discount School Supply as a new vendor for the park department. Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-member Frisbee, Leoni, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

Resolution #195-11-Council-member Potter motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to authorize Jeffrey Siegel from Segal, Goldman, Mazzotta and Siegel to defend the town in an Appeal to  the Zoning Board of Appeals concerning the issuance of CO to Long Energy. For discussion; Attorney Siegel, the Miners asked for an interpretation from the zoning board as to whether the certificate of occupancy that was issued to Long Energy for their propane tank on Route 20 was in compliance. That is something that has to be addressed with the zoning board. Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Potter, Frisbee, Leoni and Supervisor Merrihew.
Supervisor Merrihew; A couple of these were added late. Yesterday in our mailboxes we received a note from Highway Superintendant Perog requesting an engineering firm to evaluate the options for Wells Road. Wells Road was damaged severely during the flood. I asked Steve to get in touch with all of them and decide which one was best suited for this particular project. He wants to appoint Lamont Engineers.
Resolution #196-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Potter to authorize Lamont Engineering Firm to evaluate and recommend options for the Wells Road emergency repair and/or replacement.  Motion carried 4 ayes Council-members Leoni, Potter, Frisbee and Supervisor Merrihew.

Council-member Frisbee asked if this was for just Wells Road and the board answered yes.
Supervisor Merrihew; Another late entry. We signed the 284 agreement with the Highway Superintendent which outlines the roads he is going to repair and maintain for the year. He has found himself in the position of having some funds left after completing all the jobs that he had listed on the original 284 and would like to amend the 284 agreement for the expenditure of highway monies to spend that money on some of the roads. It’s not in a very good format, but that’s fine we’re worried about getting roads done not the format. But it’s a little loose in that you’ve got $30,272.10 left which is great and you have a list of roads here the total paving costs not to exceed $30,272.10, and I just want to make sure you understand completely and totally that if you can do all of the work on these roads with that amount of money, that’s fine. But if you spend all of your money on Acorn or Schoonmaker and there’s nothing left you are not going to be able to do the work on the other roads.
Council-member Leoni; As I understand 284’s they are broken down by location and the prices broken down by location and the description needs to be a firm figure.  Just to have a sum of $30,000 and a list of roads, that’s where our concern comes in.

Superintendent Perog- I own a distance measuring device myself Mr. Leoni, the only one I’m not sure I can complete the full 800’ is on the very last one, but I would like to fix some of the pot holes on it.

Council-member Leoni- I really have absolutely no problem with that. I am just mentioning a typical example of what a 284 agreement is supposed to list. That’s the only way we can be transparent to the public and to the tax payers of this town to make sure that the monies are spent in the correct way and the correct places.
Superintendent Perog- On the top of the form with the list of roads I gave you, all roads are going to be chip sealed\oil and stone. That is the only type of paving we have done this year with the exception of $17,000 we spent on blacktop.

Supervisor Merrihew; It’s the comfort level that we have of just making sure you that you realize you’ve got a grand total of $30,272.10 left to spend. The original 284 agreement was set up for example; that you were going to do 500’ of Schoonmaker at a cost of say $10,000 that was all stipulated in the agreement. This is a mishmash of a list of roads with a final balloon figure at the end and the comfort level here isn’t really good ,we are trying to find a way that we can achieve that comfort level so that we can approve the amendment of this and get the roads fixed. 
Council-member Leoni; Suggested that money be approved pending the submission of a proper 284, listing each road where on the road the work is going to be done and how much it is going to cost. After Mr.Perog submit’s the proper 284 so the people of  Duanesburg actually know where the money is going to spent then the money is approved to go.

Supervisor Merrihew; It isn’t just the transparency the people need to know, we need know how much you are going to spend on each road.

Superintendent Perog- Will a quotation from Gorman Group be sufficient that says how much is being spent on each road by the square foot?

Supervisor Merrihew; As long as they are broken down by roads, for these roads listed.

Council-member Leoni- We need to know for the accounting and the people of Duanesburg need to know. I don’t know what the resistance is to show the people of Duanesburg where you’re going to spend the money. 

Supervisor Merrihew; We’ll put a motion on the floor andl approve the spending, pending the 284 with Gorman giving us a list of each road and the cost for each road. We’ll need that paperwork from Gorman and the 284 for us all to sign before Leah makes any phone calls for the work.
Resolution #197-11-Council-member Leoni motioned, seconded by Council-member Frisbee to approve expenditure of $30,272.10 for the paving of various road subject to the submission of a listing of the roads and the expenditures for each and authorizing the town board to sign a proper amendment to the 284 Agreement. Motion carried 4 ayes, Council-members Leoni, Frisbee, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.
No other business, privilege of the floor opened at 8:20PM

Walt Miller-I am glad to see that board backed up Charles and the 284 so the residents including me with my tax dollars thinking of the $30,000. My only suggestion and I don’t see why not, the man works hard enough he does a good job on the road is to give us the square footage for each road and the dollar amount and also prioritize it by the condition they are in. 

Laurie Meyer- East Shore Rd.- Last year we discussed the railroad tracks in Delanson they still are not good. Asked if anybody could call.
Supervisor Merrihew; We can’t. It is the Village of Delanson so you would have to call Mayor Sally. What we did last time Trustee Gifford and myself made some joint calls to the railroad. I’d be more than happy to do that again make some joint calls.

William Park – Marantha Way- I am here tonight because I was made aware of a program sponsored by the United Nations to coordinate environmental efforts.  I have a resolution Schenectady County adopted in 2009 which joins this program. He is asking the board to allow him a 20 minute presentation at a meeting to present to the board and the residents what this program is about and what it will eventually mean to every resident in the United States.
Supervisor Merrihew; Suggested he could come to an agenda meeting as this meeting is for town business. That way if people would like to come they can but they aren’t going to have come and sit through a presentation they aren’t interested in.

Steve Perog Highway Superintendent- Gave a report on how the road fared during the hurricane. Luckily all of the roads are currently open with the exception of the last 200’ of Wells Road at the Rt. 159 end. This morning we were able to put back the 2800 pound cement blocks all seven that fell in the creek down at lower Brown Road. Every resident in town can get to their house with the exception of one, that house is on Gutha Road and that will be fixed tomorrow morning. There were a lot of wash outs some of these large cement culverts in town sustained damage which I would like to talk to the town board about. When the professional engineer comes here he can also look at and evaluate some of those issues as well as the Wells Road issue. Is that okay by the town board?
Supervisor Merrihew; As a result of the flood. This is why we are looking for a written evaluation we are probably the only town board in the Northeastern United States that had no idea the condition of roads.

Steve Perog, thanked the two men who showed up to work that day they were great that was Steve Ash and Roger Burnett. I was a little disappointed that only Rene’ Merrihew took concern to see how the highway department was doing. I thank Rene’ for that phone call.

Council-member Potter; You got to check your messages because I called and left one and to see if you needed any help.

Steve Perog- Would like to invite the whole town board to sit with him and go over my town budget at the highway department, this way I can present to you my ideas for roads short term long term. A thank you goes out to Schenectady County Department of Engineer and Public Works and Joe Ryan as well as well NYS DOT these people really helped during the storm.
Bob Wall-McGuire School Road- Relative to Mr. Park’s presentation on the agenda 21. I suggest that you consider doing that at an open meeting.  Most residents in town have found get your town business information by cable TV not by attending the meetings.
Anna Denny- Schoharie Turnpike- In  the August revenues, the disbursement is so much higher than the revenues is that something that will eventually washes out or is this something to be concerned about?
Supervisor Merrihew; It washes out. Generally the Supervisor’s report is valid until the end of the month the bills are accounted for up to the Friday before the board meeting, so there’s always kind of a discrepancy there. And remember how much we took in in January and February with taxes and did not spend nearly that amount.

Anna Denney Are the workshops on October 10th and 17th are open to the public?

Supervisor Merrihew; Yes absolutely.

Anna Denny; Wells Road because it involved flooding does FEMA take over for that?

Supervisor Merrihew; Yes Schenectady County in its entirety was declared a disaster and a state of emergency so FEMA will be paying for repairs.

Anna Denny- At my work periodically they have staff meetings to talk about budget items. Asked if the board ever meets and talks with the highway supervisor>
Council-member Potter; There were a few times last year he met with the Supervisor and Tracy then we had our budget workshop downstairs where we sit and talk about budget items and go over. There is quite a few different occasions where we talk about budget things.

Supervisor Merrihew; We incorporated our highway committee meeting into our agenda meeting so that the whole board could participate rather just one or two people and the time to bring up most of things that we can discuss and hash out would be at the highway committee meeting. The public meeting is fine too either way.
Council-member Frisbee; the park committee meets once a month the first Tuesday and is also an open meeting.
Roy Pechtel; Western Turnpike- When the thruway and I-88 was closed they used Rt. 20 as replacement highway. There were tractor trailers, motor homes all kinds of traffic going up and down Rt.20 both directions. It proves my theory that this railroad bridge down here is high enough for a tractor trailer and a motor home to go under in any direction, so can we please New York State tear down the signs that say low bridge 12’8”.  Another problem it caused is when the traffic is backed up one of the County Waste trucks come down the hill, traffic was stopped he couldn’t stop so he bailed into the ditch and lays his garbage truck over on its side.  In the process of righting the truck back on to the road, they tore up the road. 
The other reason I came here is to make a plea to the public. I am sorry Duanesburg and the surrounding communities that I haven’t been out there to help you. I’m from Rotterdam Junction originally I have been down there day and night helping.  The Mohawk River turned that community Pattersonville and Rotterdam Junction into a toxic waste land, the chemicals, the oils the sewage everything is in their water in their soil and their homes. The state and federal government needs to do something for these people along with everybody else. My plea to the public is, this, please stop sightseeing, if you want to see the damage watch the news. These communities need to get people in and out of them, people bringing food, EMT’s, ambulance the Red Cross, Salvation Army, they have to be able to get in these areas. The entire Town of Rotterdam Junction to Pattersonville the people having been taking their belongings out to the street for garbage trucks to pickup and haul it away. Please stay home unless you want to help. Don’t throw anything away, these people have nothing they will wear them.
Charles Parker – Esperance Station Road- Asked about the blinking lights who is going to take that over 

And who’s budget is that going to come out of?

Supervisor Merrihew- We voted to have them removed.

Charles Parker- When Mr. Leoni speaks because he speaks a lot about being accountable for the tax payers money of the Town of Duanesburg. It was asked last month about how much money was Mr. Siegel’s bill for his representation to the town board for sueing Mr. Perog?

Attorney Siegel- My bill was zero. I didn’t represent the town on that.

Charles Parker- How much was the bill for the lawyer that did represent the town? As far as accountability of taxes go, one thing I never hear about in the Supervisor’s report and I always see it in the budget is the revenue of the court system. How come it is never reported on your monthly report.
Tracy Rabideau – Bookkeeper It is included in the general revenues. 
Charles Parker spoke of the upcoming union contract, a couple of months ago the union wrote a letter to the town stating they did not approve of Mr. Perog working with our men. Whoever is going to do the negotiations is that going to be one of the topics to ask the union if they’ll okay if Mr. Perog can actually work with the men to save taxpayers money.
Supervisor Merrihew- Those negotiations will be in executive session. I am not going to tell you what our negotiation tactics are going to be in a public meeting.

Charles Parker- In the past budget workshop that I attended it was five hours long. In the process Mr. Siegel our attorney he gets paid $170 an hour, he was included in that process. At that time Mr. Perog tried to participate and you not allow him. This workshop coming up are you going to allow Mr. Perog to participate in that?

Supervisor Merrihew; I don’t recall not to allow him to participate. You have to understand if we had already been over it, we are not going to continue going over something. If Mr. Perog did not participate then I am pretty sure there was a good reason for it.
Charles Parker- I am a lifelong resident and one of the things I have noticed this year and last year our town roads are looking real real good. A lot of town roads have been fixed repaired new including mine. For twenty eight years have been complaining that our town road was disintegrating finally our new Superintendent did get the job done.

Thanked Mrs. Merrihew again for coming up when he made numerous calls about the smell of decomposed or toxic whatever it was on Creek Road. Did anybody find the source of the smell?
Supervisor Merrihew- I was down there today talking to some of the residents, I’m thinking it may have moved down stream.

To answer your question from our telephone conversation, the county can’t go on private property to pick up dead animals.
