Public Hearing November 11, 2010 for Sewer District #1 and Sewer District #2 Roll.
Present was Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Leoni, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew. Also present was the Attorney for the town Siegel.

Supervisor Merrihew led the pledge to the flag and a moment of silence in honor of Veteran’s Day.

Supervisor Merrihew read the notice as published in the Daily Gazette and posted on the official bulletin board on October 29, 2010.

Supervisor Merrihew; The sewer roll is nothing more than a listing of the residences, businesses and the number of units that are assigned to each. The full roll is available in the Clerk’s office.

Sewer District 1 has 421.9 operation and maintenance dwelling units and they have 443.98 debt service.

Sewer District 2 has 279.2 operation and maintenance units and 314.7 debt service units. Those figures are respectfully divided out by the cost born by the district and that is how we arrive at the amount to be budgeted.

Floor opened to comments for Sewer Roll 1 and Sewer Roll 2.

Walt Miller- Thousand Acre Road- Asked about expansion within the sewer district.

Supervisor Merrihew-They would be assessed just a debt unit. If it’s an empty lot there’s a stub to the lot and that lot needs to share in cost of the debt the thirty year loan. But they are not charged for operation and maintenance.

No other comments, floor closed at 7:18PM.
