Public Hearing For the purpose of hearing comments from the public concerning amendment of the Town Zoning Ordinance to allow Restaurants as a use in an L-1 District, provided that the premises to be operated as a Restaurant are connected to the Town of Duanesburg Sewer District SD#2 and subject to special use permit requirements.

Present was Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Potter, White and Supervisor Merrihew.

Supervisor Merrihew called the meeting to order at 7:15PM followed by the pledge to the flag.

Supervisor Merrihew read the notice for the hearing as published in the Daily Gazette on June 23,2009 and posted on the Town Clerk’s bulletin board on June 19,2009.

Supervisor Merrihew: Basically this change in the zoning ordinance allows for a restaurant in a lake district only if it is hooked into sewer district #2. There are no applications pending. There was one last month and it was withdrawn, because we wanted to do it this way if we decide to do it.  After we received information from the planning and zoning boards, they recommended that rather than changing the zoning ordinance, changing the zoning district to have that parcel include hamlet, that we allow restaurants as a use.

Floor opened to comments at 7:18PM.

Council-member Frisbee; When we were talking, part of it was, if the restaurant fails if anybody further wanted to follow that there would be a restaurant on that parcel, we wouldn’t want a service station there.

Supervisor Merrihew; There were a lot of uses that are allowed in a hamlet district that if it went belly up it wouldn’t be allowed.
