Public Hearing June 11, 2009

Present was Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Potter, White, Supervisor Merrihew and Attorney for the town Siegel.

Supervisor Merrihew opened the floor at 7:15PM, followed by the pledge to the flag. 

Supervisor Merrihew read the public notice as published in the Daily Gazette on May 22, 2009.

The purpose of the hearing is to address Zone Change request from Lake (L-1) to Hamlet (H) District on Batter Street. Since the time we scheduled the public hearing we received a letter from Dave Pirrone to withdraw his request, and asked the town to consider changing the description of Lake District Zoning to allow for a restaurant.

Supervisor Merrihew asked if anyone had any comments?

No one wished to speak the floor closed at 7:20M

Resolution #124-07-Council-member Carlson motioned, seconded by Council-member White to cancel the public hearing. Motion carried 5 ayes, Council-members Carlson, White, Frisbee, Potter and Supervisor Merrihew.

For discussion: Supervisor Merrihew, what prompted his letter to the us was the fact that the Planning Board, Zoning Board, Ad Hoc committee and this board agreed that it would be better to have it as a use in the district rather than changing the district.

Council-member White: That was the recommendation of the Planning Board and the Zoning Board because they felt it would be a spot zoning, just to change one parcel. 

Supervisor Merrihew; I don’t think that if it comes back in the future if the second request doesn’t work and allowing a restaurant in the lake district with the caveat of it being hooked into the sewer district, I think makes a big difference.  What’s appropriate in Mariaville Lake hooked into a sewer district isn’t necessarily appropriate for Duane Lake.

Attorney Siegel suggested the board get a letter from the Planning Board, the Zoning Board, the Ad Hoc committee and County Planning.

No other discussion, floor closed at 7:26PM.
