July 13, 2006

Public Hearing opened at 7:15 pm on proposed zone change for tax map number 67.00, Block 3, Lot 17.1 from Agricultural and Residential (R-2) to Manufacturing and Light Industrial (C-2) so that the zoning designation of the property is consistent with the other properties in the area.

Present was Council-members Carlson, Frisbee, Potter, White and Supervisor Merrihew.  Also present was Attorney for the Town Siegel.

Supervisor Merrihew read notice as published in the Gazette Newspapers on June 24, 2006.

Supervisor Merrihew explained that as a result of Mr. Baldwin submitting an application for a zone change the board looked at the zoning map and discussed with the planning department and zoning board and decided on their own accord to take a look at the other two properties that are next to Mr. Baldwin and consider that change of zoning form R-2 to C-2.  The board did send a letter out to the residents because they did not want to just go ahead and make the zone change with out getting their input and having their feelings be heard well in advance of this public hearing.  All of the property across the street and along Route 20 is C-1 and C-2 commercial and manufacturing light industrial.  We did want to take a look at changing the zoning from (R-2) for those three parcels that are in the middle to (C-2).

Floor opened to comments.

Mr. Golden – With all of this (C-2) going in when is sewer and water going to come up there to accommodate all of this?

Supervisor Merrihew – That is something that this board has been working on for several years.  The last we knew the cost was approximately $1800.00 per EDU (Equivalent Dwelling Unit) single family home per year. Every year we apply for grants for that project.  This year was the first time we declined looking for the grants because of the costly process and we have been told unofficially there is no grant money out there right now.

No other comments, floor closed at 7:20pm.
