This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: two public hearings, approval of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, two new applications, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.
The public forum was open for any ZBA subject not on tonight’s agenda.  There was no comment. The public forum was closed.
The public hearing was opened on application 01-11 submitted by Jennifer Alotta, who requested a home occupation business permit for the production and sale of smoked meats.  A public notice was published in the Daily Gazette.  The applicant supplied the requested setbacks and the house dimensions and location on the lot, as well as a business plan.  Mr. Alotta plans to enlarge the driveway.  The floor was opened for comment. Patrick Barnes of 2 Courtney Drive spoke in favor of the application.  Mark Peterson of 1806 Herrick Road also spoke in favor.  Both individuals have witnessed the smoking operation and commented on the minimal environmental impact.  The public hearing was closed.
The site plan review was read. The Board reviewed this application and found it complete.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Development and Planning defers to local consideration.  Ken Chrinian made a motion to grant a home occupation business permit to Jennifer Alotta, dba Hickory Hill Farm, of 3 Courtney Drive, SBL#53.00-1-45, for the purpose of producing and selling smoked products, with any permits to be obtained with six months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded. Member Chrinian, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  
The public hearing on application 02-11 submitted by Emilie Cashdollar seeking approval of a front line setback variance to erect a storage building.  The floor was opened for comment.  Patrick Barnes of 2 Courtney Drive recommends the Board approve the variance.  Mark Peterson of 1806 Herrick Road spoke in favor of the variance request.  The public hearing was closed. 
Thomas and Emily Cashdollar are requesting a 45 foot setback variance to erect the storage building.  There are no wells or septic systems located within 100 feet of the property lines.  The adjoining property owners were noted on the application.  The proposed building is planned to by 40 feet by 40 feet.  The deeded right of way easement is not interfered with by the planned building.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Development and Planning defers to local consideration. The Board reviewed this application and found it complete.  The poor drainage area on the property forces the location closer to the front property line.  The proposed building is more than 100 feet to the intermittent stream at the rear of the property.  The Board applied Section 14.5 2) B and found in the positive.  Kathleen Kosinski made a motion to grant to Emilie and Thomas Cashdollar of 7468 Skyline Drive, SBL# 53.00-2-40, a forty five (45) foot front yard setback variance to construct a forty (40) foot by forty (40) foot single story garage per the finding of Section 14.5 2) B, providing a building permit be obtained within six months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Ken Chrinian seconded.  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gage, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  
The minutes of the March 15th, 2011 meeting were read.  Ken Chrinian made a motion to accept the minutes as read.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  
The Board reviewed application 03-11 submitted by David Wissenbach of 1110 Gallupville Road to build a 38 foot by 48 foot  pole barn with a 12 foot ceiling height.  He is requesting a 25 foot rear yard setback variance and plans to remove the 2 existing small storage buildings.  The distance from the pool to the proposed structure was requested as well as an aerial photograph.  This is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are satisfied.  Kathleen Kosinski made a motion to set a public hearing on this application for Tuesday, May 17, 2011, at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye Member Chrinian, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  
Peter Voelker of 990 West Duane Lake Road, Duanesburg submitted a home occupation business permit application for the wholesale production of mead.  The Board reviewed the application for completeness.  Retail sales are not planned from this location.  No signs are planned for the proposed business.  Wendy Graves and Nelson Gage will perform a site plan review.  Wendy Graves made a motion to declare the Board lead agency.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Chairperson Graves, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Chrinian, aye, Member Gage, aye.  This is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are met.  Ken Chrinian made a motion to set a public hearing on this application for Tuesday, May 17, 2011, at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Member Chrinian, aye, Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.
