This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: two public hearings and possible action on those applications, approval of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.
The public forum was open for any ZBA subject not on tonight’s agenda.  There was no comment. The public forum was closed.
 
The public hearing on application 03-11 submitted by David Wissenbach seeking approval of a rear yard line setback variance to erect a pole barn.  The notice of public hearing was published in the Daily Gazette. The floor was opened for comment.  Jack Colby of 995 Gallupville Road spoke in favor of the variance request.  A May 13th letter from Adelaide Thompson of 879 Gallupville Road was read.  Her concern centered on possible camera surveillance from the proposed barn.  The public hearing was closed.
The Board reviewed this application.  Mr. Wissenbach was not exactly sure what Mrs. Thompson meant in her letter but he has no plans for any kind of surveillance.  Also, the proposed pole barn cannot be seen from the Thompson residence due to trees and the Wissenbach residence.  Mr. Wissenbach amended his application to increase the proposed structure to 60 feet from 48 as the final size has not been determined as yet. The ceiling height would be 12 feet.  The pool to proposed barn distance is 21 feet.  Mr. Wissenbach plans on removing the small storage sheds once his barn is complete.  Access to the proposed barn is alongside the house with an 18 foot distance to the propane tank. The Board suggested the propane tank either be moved eastward 10 to 20 feet or 2 bollards be installed to protect it from vehicular traffic.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Development and Planning defers to local consideration.  Section 14.5 2 B) was applied and found that the benefits to the applicant outweighs any detriment to the neighborhood.  Ken Chrinian made a motion to grant to David Wissenbach of 1110 Gallupville Road, SBL#81.00-2.6.1, a twenty five (25) foot rear yard setback variance to construct a thirty eight (38) foot by sixty (60) foot single story pole barn, per the findings of Section 14.5 2 B), providing either the propane tank be protected by two bollards or the tank be moved eastward, a building permit be obtained within six months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Kosinski, nay; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
The public hearing was opened on application 04-11 submitted by Peter Voelker of 990 West Duane Lake Road, who requested a home occupation business permit for the production and sale of mead.  The public hearing notice was published in the Daily Gazette.  Nancy Weiss 236 Duane Lake Road spoke against any home occupation businesses and possible overload of waste products from this operation into his septic system and any increase in vehicular traffic. Lori Wagner of 1147 West Duane Lake Road was concerned about changing the character of the neighborhood and decrease in the quality of the lake water.  Ken Pearsal of 997 West Duane Lake Road wrote a letter stating he had no objection to the business.  The public hearing was closed.
The site plan review was read. Mr. Voelker said that any UPS type deliveries would be about the same as any other household.  The Board reviewed this application and found it complete.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Development and Planning defers to local consideration. Mr. Voelker mentioned the only byproducts of mead making are carbon dioxide gas and the residue from the yeast of approximately 5 gallons per 150 gallon batch.  He has been making mead for several years for home consumption.  This operation will be regulated and permitted by the NYS Liquor Authority with no onsite consumption or sales allowed.  The previous home owners were a family of 7.  Mr. Voelker has 2 other family members, so the septic system should be adequate for this waste.  Nelson Gage made a motion to grant the issuance a home occupation business permit to for the purpose of brewing mead, with any other permits to be obtained with six months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded. Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  
The minutes of the March 15th, 2011 meeting were read.  Nelson Gage made a motion to accept the minutes with the corrections noted seconded.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded. Member Gage, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  
Nelson Gage made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Ken Chrinian seconded. Member Gage, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
