The Meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows:  an open forum, no public hearings, no applications, no old business and one item of new business.

The public forum was opened for any item(s) not on tonight's agenda.  There was no comment.  The forum was closed.  

The Board proceeded to discuss item 05-11 relating to 2 letters, dated 9/1/11 and 9/20/11, submitted by Bill and Cyndi Miner of 2382 Western Turnpike, Duanesburg.  The Miners are filing an appeal with the Board concerning a Certificate of Occupancy issued to Long Energy, located at 2321 Western Turnpike, Duanesburg, for a 30,000 gallon liquid propane storage tank.  The Board is in the process of obtaining information on this matter.  The Board also received some information from Jeff Siegal, Town Attorney.  Mr. Miner stated he is also expressing the concern of several neighbors.  The minutes and the resolution from the Planning Board are needed.  Section 14.4 Certificate of Occupancy or Certificate of Compliance was read to the Board.    There was discussion between the Board, Mr. Miner, and David Giacalone on the 2010 Fire Code, NFPA 58.  The Board is unsure if they have any enforcement powers for this code.  Mr. Miner said the LP storage facility in Esperance is completely surrounded by a chain link fence.  This facility was established prior to the adoption of the Ordinance, and  a second storage tank was added recently..  

The Board was hesitant to schedule a public hearing tonight as we had just received this information.  This discussion will continue at the October 18th, 2011 meeting and at which time a public hearing may be scheduled for the following month. 

The emails from Arthur Giacalone and Jeff Siegal to the Board Chairperson were read.  The Board looked at uses allowed in this district and at definitions. 

There will be no Town sponsored training session this year.
