This meeting was called to order at 7:35 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, a public hearing on application 08-004, Anthony Weakley requesting a Home Occupation Business Permit, the reading of the minutes of the March 18th, 2008 meeting, possible action on application 08-004, and any other business the Board wishes to discuss.  

The public forum was open. A question was asked about the possibility of erecting a wind power tower.  A proposed wind power ordinance is presently being discussed by the ad hoc comprehensive plan committee, with a public hearing and possible action on by the Town Board probably within the next two months.  Also, a question was asked concerning the property located at 6744 Duanesburg Road.  This property was denied a subdivision due to inadequate lot area. Although the proposed lots would have been similar in size to other preexisting undersized lots in the hamlet, the Zoning Ordinance specifically prohibits lots smaller than the district requirements.  At present there appears to be at least one inconsistent use of the property.  The forum was closed.  

The Board welcomes Kenneth Chrinian as its new member.  As usual with a new member at their first meeting, Mr. Chrinian will abstain from voting on any business before the Board.

The notice of public hearing for application 08-004, as published in the Daily Gazette was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.

The Board reviewed application 08-004 submitted by Anthony Weakley of 168 Hillside Road, Mariaville, for a Home Occupation Business Permit to repair boats.  Mr. Weakley provides a mobile boat repair service and operates mainly out of a large enclosed trailer.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Development defers to local consideration.  The report of site review committee was read.  The Board referred to Section 3.5.64 Home Occupation.  Mr. Weakley has no plans for any employees, a sign, or quantity storage of volatile chemicals.  There is sufficient parking on this property and his property nearby.  The Board applied Section 14.5.4 Home Occupation Business Permit and reviewed Section 14.5.4.1 Procedure for Applying for a Home Occupation Business Permit.  The Town Planner suggested in a letter that a limit on the number of boats at any time be specified and no hazardous material is stored on site unless the fire department is notified.  Wendy Graves made a motion that the Board grant approval of a Home Occupation Business Permit to Anthony D. Weakley of 168 Hillside Road, Pattersonville, SBL#35.06-2-47.1, to operate a mobile boat repair business, providing that no more than two boats be stored on the properties at one time, no hazardous material be stored onsite unless the Mariaville Fire Department is notified, and that the permit be obtained within six (6) months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Chrinian, abstain, Chairperson Wall, aye.  

As a reminder, there is a training session at Hudson Valley Community College on May 28th.

The minutes of the March 18th, 2008 regular meeting were read.  Wendy Graves made a motion to accept the minutes as read.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Gage, aye; Member Graves, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye, Member Chrinian, abstain, Chairperson Wall, aye.
