This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: reading of the minutes from the previous meeting, discussion of any proposed changes to the Zoning Ordinance, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.

The minutes of the February 15th, 2005 regular meeting were read.  Wendy Graves made a motion to accept the minutes as read.  Carl Wiedemann seconded.  Member Graves, aye, Member Wiedemann, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Payst, aye, Chairperson Martratt, aye.

There was no meeting on March 15th, 2005 as no applications were submitted.

Carl Wiedemann made a spreadsheet that compared the different districts and the uses allowed to check for consistency of uses.  Specific uses in the C-2 district (Manufacturing and Light Industrial) were not enumerated but this forces the public to comment on the proposed use.  An index would be very helpful.  Several definitions could be worded slightly different to make them clearer.  Also the height limitation on towers is not clear.  Building lot sizes should be increased by at least one third.  Larger lots might help with water supplies to new and existing dwellings.  Sewage disposal is also problematic.  Municipal water supply would be expensive to develop.  Code enforcement is inadequate for a Town this size.
