This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: the reading of the minutes from the previous meeting, review an application, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.

The minutes of the July 19th, 2005 regular meeting were read.  Carl Wiedemann made a motion to accept the minutes as read.  Don Uveges seconded.  Member Wiedemann, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Payst, aye, Vice Chairperson Martratt, aye.

The Board reviewed an application submitted by Angelo Rossi of Rossi Construction, Inc., 331 Jeanette Drive, Schenectady, for the property located at 322 Spring Road, Mariaville.  The property is presently owned by Capitol Realty, 1536 Union Street, Schenectady and Mr. Rossi presented a letter stating he can act in behalf of Capitol Realty for this application.   Mr. Rossi plans to construct a one story wood frame home.  A supplied copy of the deed dated May, 1922 qualifies this parcel as being a pre-existing undersized lot.  This lot is located within the boundaries of the Mariaville Sewer District and can be a smaller lot than required under Section 7.6 providing the sewer hookup is utilized.  The applicant still needs an area variance and a front yard variance per his incomplete plans.  The applicant needs to supply the following:  proposed well location, locations of septic system and or sewer lateral, a building plan and location, adjoining wells and septic systems or sewer laterals.  The Board suggested the applicant determine where a garage, if any, would be placed as this would preclude him coming in at a later time for another variance.  Vice-Chairperson Martratt asked if it would be okay if any Board member could walk onto the property for inspection and Mr. Rossi agreed that it would be fine with him.  Pat Payst made a motion to schedule a public hearing on this application for Tuesday, September 20, 2005,at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Carl Wiedemann seconded.  Member Payst, aye, Member Wiedemann, aye; ; Member Uveges, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Vice Chairperson Martratt, aye.

Vice-chairperson Martratt lead a discussion concerning compensation now that every Board Member has to visit the applicant’s site.
