This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: there are no public hearings scheduled, reading of the minutes from the previous meeting, consideration of four new applications, review the draft of the revised application forms, receive information of the Land Use Training tutorial, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.

The minutes of the May 16th, 2006 regular meeting were read. Pat Payst made a motion to accept the minutes with the one correction noted. Evie Rudesheim seconded.  Member Payst, aye, Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Uveges, Member Kosinski, abstain; Chairperson Wall, aye.

The Home Occupation Business Permit Application (06-005), submitted by Jean Tower of 343 Alexander Road, Delanson was reviewed for completeness.  Items discussed included water usage and disposal, services rendered and frequency of customer visits, control of the dogs during visits, insurance coverage, advertising, parking, building heating system and hot water supply.  The Board requested the square footage of the building and proof of business insurance coverage be provided at the next meeting.  Evie Rudesheim and Don Uveges agreed to do a site plan review.  Pat Payst made a motion to schedule a public hearing on this application for Tuesday, September 19th, 2006, at 7:30 pm at the Town Hall.  Evie Rudesheim seconded.  Member Payst, aye, Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.

Next on the agenda was application 06-006 which was submitted by Charles Proctor of 319 Mott Road, Duanesburg, who is requesting a variance to construct a building to house domestic farm animals within 200 feet of the property line.  Mr. Proctor was not present and therefore no action was taken.

Randy Passano of 9423 Western Turnpike, Delanson, submitted an application (06-007) requesting a sign size variance. Mr. Passano was not present and therefore no action was taken.

Dale and Kathryn Kreamer of 440 Clarendon Street, Schenectady, are requesting an area variance to construct a new single family dwelling on a preexisting undersized lot on Spring Road in Mariaville (SBL# 35.06-5-39). The Board reviewed this application (06-008) for completeness.  Per Section 13.2.1, the allowable sideline setback was determined to be sixteen (16) feet.  Mr. Kreamer is planning to use the adjoining access road as access to the garage.  The Board has concerns that to enter the garage, the drive way would have to be located, at least partially, on this access road.  Further study determined that this access road actually belongs to the County and may be a drainage swale.  Mr. Kreamer was asked to bring a location map to the next meeting.  Also, the scheduling a public hearing is contingent on obtaining written permission from the County to use that land as driveway access.  The Board determined that the following variances are necessary: area, front yard setback, two side yard setback, rear yard setback.  Kathleen Kosinski made a motion to schedule a public hearing on this application contingent on receiving all the requested information for Tuesday, September 19th, 2006, at 7:30 pm at the Town Hall.  Pat Payst seconded. Member Kosinski, aye; Member Payst, aye, Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.

A short discussion on the Land Use Tutorial was held.  The Board decided to set the date of March 1st, 2007 for completion by the Board members.

The revised copy of the Rules and Regulations of the Board was presented to each Board Member.  Pat Wall made a motion to accept the Rules and Regulations of the Board as printed.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Chairperson Wall, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Payst, aye, Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Uveges, aye.

The Board made several revisions to the proposed variance and home occupation business permit applications.  It is hoped these revised forms will be less intimidating to the applicant, yet still contain the required information.
