FINAL MINUTES

This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, a public hearing on application 07-011 submitted by Charles Hansen jr., requesting a side yard variance, the minutes of the November 20th, 2007 meeting, discussion and possible action on application 07-011, announcements, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.  

The public forum was open for comment that does not pertain to the public hearing or application.  There was no comment.  The forum was closed. 

The public hearing was opened.  The notice of public hearing as published in the Daily Gazette on December 3rd, 2007 was read.  Mark DeLeva of 443 Fitzdom Road said it fits the neighborhood.  Ed Sutkas 345 Fitzdom Road has no problem with the proposed variance.  Paul Kendzierski 395 Fitzdom Road also has no problem with it.  Bryan Hirschfield of 218 Fitzdom Road agrees also.  Claudia Olejnik of 4609 Duanesburg Churches Road has no problem with the proposed structure.  Dave DeCarlo of 1701 Mariaville Scotch Ridge asked what was planned to be built and was informed that a storage building was planned but it would be located too close to the property line, hence the variance application.  The floor was closed.

The minutes of the November 20th, 2007 meeting were read.  Wendy Graves made a motion to accept the minutes with the typos noted.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Gage, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Member Graves, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye. 

The Board discussed Application 07-011 submitted by Charles Hansen Jr. of 278 Spring Road, Mariaville requesting a side yard variance to erect an accessory storage building on his property located on Fitzdom Road.   Mr. Hansen supplied the information requested at the November meeting.  Nelson Gage made a motion to declare the Board lead agency.  Pat Payst seconded. Member Gage, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Member Graves, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  This is a Type II action and the SEQRA requirement is satisfied.  The Board read and discussed the Ordinance regarding nonconforming use and extension, i.e.: Section 4.2, 3.5.89, 3.5.90.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Development and Planning has approved the proposed use.  Wendy Graves made motion to reject this application submitted by Charles Hansen jr. for the property on Fitzdom Road, SBL#17.00-1-9-21 based on the nonconforming use sections in the Ordinance.  Don Uveges seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Uveges, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  More discussion ensued with the audience and the Board found out it was misinformed as to the use of the existing structure.  It is a sawmill which is allowed in R2 with a special use permit, which Mr. Hansen does not have.  He was directed to apply to the Planning Board for this permit.

There is a training session on Site Plan and Special Use Permit Review at the Rotterdam Town Hall on the evening of December 20th, 2007.
All Board members were asked to review the Training Log Book and verify their entries are correct.
