FINAL MINUTES

This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, two public hearings with possible action on those applications, minutes of the previous regular meeting, no new business, and any other business the Board wishes to discuss.  

The public forum was open for comment.  There was none.  The public forum was closed.

The public hearing was opened for application 08-012 submitted by Lucille Polteralski of 297 Liddle Road, Schenectady, for a home occupation business permit.  The proposed business deals with skin care.  The notice of public hearing as advertised in the Daily Gazette was read.  There was no comment from the floor.  The public hearing was closed.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Development and Planning approves of the proposal.  The site review report was read.  The Board reviewed Section 14.5.4 Home Occupation Business Permits and determined the applicant had fulfilled those requirements.  John Gentile made a motion to authorize the Uniform Code Enforcement Officer to issue a home occupation business permit to Lucille Polteralski of 297 Liddle Road, Schenectady, SBL# 44.00-2-11-1, to operate “Pur Skin Care by Lucy”, a skin care business, providing the permit be obtained within six months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Ken Chrinian seconded.  Member Gentile, aye, Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye, Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  The motion passed.

Next on the agenda was application 08-013, submitted by John Hochmuth of 771 Mudge Road, Duanesburg, requesting a front yard setback variance to erect an open sided carport.  The notice of public hearing as advertised in the Daily Gazette was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.  The Schenectady Count Department of Economic Development and Planning defers to local consideration.  The proposed carport is an accessory use and therefore is a Type II action and the requirements the SEQRA are satisfied.  Mr. Hochmuth supplied the house location and dimensions.   He stated he has no plans to permanently enclose the sides of the structure but may close it in with plastic during the winter to keep most of the snow off the vehicles.  The house was built when the Ordinance specified a 40 foot front yard.  The Board applied Section 14.5 2 B.  Pat Payst made a motion to grant to John Hochmuth for the property at 771 Mudge Road, Duanesburg, a fifty two (52) foot front yard setback variance to erect a twenty (20) foot by twenty (20) foot open sided carport per Section 14.5.2 B, provided a temporary fabric of some type may be installed during the winter months only, a building permit be obtained within six (6) months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Ken Chrinian seconded.  Member Payst, aye;, Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Gentile, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye, Chairperson Wall, aye.  The motion passed.

The minutes of the November 18th, 2008 regular meeting were read.  Nelson Gage made a motion to accept the minutes with the corrections noted. Ken Chrinian seconded.    Member Gage, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Kosinski, aye, Member Gentile, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  The motion passed.

At the January 20th, 2009 meeting, the Board will review the “Rules and Regulations of the Board” with possible action on them, appoint the ZBA officers for 2009, and discuss the organizational meeting.
