This meeting was called to order at 7:32 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, a public hearing and possible action on a side yard setback variance application, approval of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, and any other business the Board wishes to discuss.  Vice chairperson Graves will chair the meeting as Chairperson Wall was not present for the previous meeting.

The public forum was open for any comments or questions that do not pertain to tonight’s agenda.  There was none.  The forum was closed.

The public hearing was opened.  The notice of public hearing as published in the Daily Gazette on December 5th, 2009 was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.  This is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are satisfied.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Planning and Development defers to local consideration.  Mr. Stabler submitted a notarized statement from the property owner allowing a home occupation business on his property.  The Board reviewed application 09-009 submitted by Ken Stabler of 6721 Duanesburg Road, Duanesburg, requesting a side yard setback to construct an addition to an accessory building.  The Board applied section 14.5.2 B) and determined the benefits to the neighborhood outweigh the detriments. Nelson Gage made a motion to grant to Ken Stabler for the property at 6721 Duanesburg Road, Duanesburg, SBL# 67.05-3-6, a ten (10) foot east side yard variance to construct a single story addition to an existing accessory structure increasing its’ size to twenty (20) feet by thirty (30) feet per the findings of Section 14.5.2 B), providing a building permit be obtained with six (6) months and all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Ken Chrinian seconded.  Member Gage, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, abstain; Chairperson Wall, aye; Vice Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.

The minutes of the November 17, 2009 regular ZBA meeting were read.  Ken Chrinian made a motion to accept the minutes with the one correction noted. Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, abstain; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, abstain; Vice Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.

There will be a meeting January 19, 2010, to review and adopt the Rules and Regulations of the Board for 2010 as well as any other business.

The Board was reminded by Dale Warner that the 4 hour mandatory NYS training must be completed by all Board members prior to the end of the year.
