This meeting was called to order at 7:32 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, one new application, Ventura Duanesburg, LLC, seeking parking and sign variances for a proposed supermarket, minutes of the previous regular meeting, and any other business the Board wishes to discuss.  

The public forum was open for comment.  There was none.  The public forum was closed.

The minutes of the December 16th, 2008 regular meeting were read.  Nelson Gage made a motion to accept the minutes with the corrections noted. Evie Rudesheim seconded.  Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gentile, aye; Member Graves, abstain; Chairperson Wall, aye.  The motion passed.

The Board reviewed application 09-001 submitted by Ventura Duanesburg, LLC.  The applicant is requesting a variance to reduce the size of the required parking space length from 20 to 18 feet while increasing the aisle width from 24 feet to 27 feet for the proposed supermarket located on Route 20 near Esperance.  Also a sign variance is requested for signs much larger than the Ordinance specifies.  Terresa Bakner of Whiteman, Osterman and Hanna was present.  A letter from the Planning Board was read detailing their support for the proposed parking spaces size and the proposed signs.  A letter from Sam and Suzanne M. Florio dated October 2, 2008 was read authorizing Ventura Duanesburg, LLC to act in their behalf for any and all site plan and subdivision actions.  The Board discussed the site plan in detail and its impact on the town.  Chris Schneck, developer, Doug Boice, representing Hannaford, and Matt Napairala, professional engineer spoke and explained the application and answered questions.  They presented a photo from the intersection of Rtes 20 and 30 with the proposed sign superimposed on it.

Wendy Graves made a motion to set a public hearing on this application for Tuesday, February 17th, 2009, at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Kenneth Chrinian seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Gentile, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Gage, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  The motion passed.

The Board discussed making any changes in the Rules and Regulations of the Board.  Nelson Gage made a motion to accept the Rules and Regulations of the Board and that they stay in effect thru the first regular meeting in 2010.  John Gentile seconded.  Member Gage, aye; Member Gentile, aye; Member Graves, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  The motion passed.

The Board was reminded that New York State requires 4 hours of zoning and planning related training for Board members each year.

An email from Supervisor Merrihew was read thanking us for the service we provide to the Town.  A revamping of the rear parking lot is planned for this year with lighting to be installed.  The organizational dinner is a way to thank us for our service.  Plans for the organizational dinner have yet to be finalized.
