This meeting was called to order at 7:33 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, no scheduled public hearings, three new applications, approval of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, and any other business the Board wishes to discuss.  
 
The public forum was open for any ZBA subject not on tonight’s agenda.  There were no comments.  The public forum was closed.
 
The Board reviewed the application submitted by Sandra Sager-Schaub of Lawson Road, Pattersonville, for sideline setback variance to erect a pole barn.  They have no garage and would like their possessions stored at other locations moved into the proposed structure.  The well is located in the rear yard and the septic system is located in the front yard.  The applicant was asked to supply a location map and the distance from the house to the well.  Pat Wall made a motion to declare the Board Lead Agency.  Nelson Gage seconded.  There was no further discussion.  Member Wall, aye; Vice Chairperson Gage, aye;  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.  This is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are satisfied.
Pat Payst made a motion to set a public hearing on this application on August 17, 2010, at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Pat Wall seconded.  Member Payst, aye; Member Wall, aye; Vice Chairperson Gage, aye;  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
 
The Board reviewed variance application 10-05 submitted by Andrew Huth to construct a single family dwelling on a preexisting undersized lot at 1463 Schoharie Turnpike.  Nelson Gage made a motion to declare the Board Lead Agency.  Pat Wall seconded.  Vice Chairperson Gage, aye; Member Wall, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed. This is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are satisfied.  James Holik, the real estate agent representing the seller, stated an approved variance to construct a dwelling already exists.  He was informed that since the property is being sold, that variance is void.  The applicant was informed of the need of a DEC permit as the proposed construction is within 100 feet of the shoreline.  Section 13.2.3 Front Yard Depth applies to the proposed dwelling.  Mr. Huth expressed concern on the timing of this variance as he is applying for a Federal Tax Credit which expires in September.  The Board agreed to schedule a public hearing in 2 weeks instead of at next month’s regular meeting.  Wendy Graves made a motion to convene a special meeting consisting of a public hearing on this application with possible action on it and no other business on August 3, 2010, at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Nelson Gage seconded.    Member Wall, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Vice Chairperson Gage, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
 
The Board reviewed application 10-06 submitted by Raynard Smith for an area variance to erect a pole barn at 836 Duane Lake Road.  Raymond Smith has written permission from the owner to act in his behalf.  A deed restriction only allows a garage on the property to be used for non-commercial purposes.  A garage presently exists on this property.  In light of this restriction the Board requested the applicant to get a determination from an attorney.   Pat Wall made a motion to table this application until the next regular meeting.  Ken Chrinian seconded. Member Wall, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Vice Chairperson Gage, aye;  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  
 
The minutes of the June 15, 2010 regular ZBA meeting were read.  Kathleen Kosinski made a motion to accept the minutes with the one typo noted. Nelson 
Gage seconded.  Member Kosinski, aye; Vice Chairperson Gage, aye; Member Payst, aye;; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Wall, abstain; Member Rudesheim, aye; Chairperson Graves, abstain.  The motion passed.
 
Wendy Graves passed out a meeting procedures sheet outlining how the meeting should run.  Board members were asked for their input.
 
Dale Warner showed to the Board a very good reference guidebook on Zoning and Planning and suggested all board members read it.  He is trying to obtain more copies.
