FINAL MINUTES

This meeting was called to order at 7:35 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, a public hearing and possible action on application 08-001, Robert Frost requesting front yard setback variances, a public hearing and possible action on application 08-002, Sherwood J. Hamil requesting front yard setback variance, the minutes of the February 19th, 2008 meeting, a new application submitted by Anthony Weakley requesting a home occupation business permit, an announcement, and anything else the Board wishes to discuss.  

The public forum was open.  There was no comment.  The forum was closed.  

The notice of public hearing for application 08-001, Robert Frost, as published in the Daily Gazette was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.

The notice of public hearing for application 08-002, Sherwood J. Hamil, as published in the Daily Gazette was read.  The floor was opened for comment.  There was none.  The floor was closed.

The minutes of the February 19th, 2008 regular meeting were read.  Kathleen Kosinski made a motion to accept the minutes with the one typo noted.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Graves, aye; Member Rudesheim, abstain, Member Payst, aye. 

The Board discussed application 08-001 submitted by Robert Frost of Tidball Road, requesting a ten foot front yard setback variance for six lots in the Pine Ridge cluster development.  Mr. Frost submitted a new plat with the information which was requested at the last meeting.  To meet the requirements of the DEC wetlands buffer, the proposed dwellings must be ten (10) feet closer to the front property line.  Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4 require this set back while lots 12 & 13 lend uniformity to the street by having all the front yards the same depth.  A copy of the DEC permit was not available at this time.  The reply from County Planning was read.  Pat Payst made a motion to declare the Board Lead Agency.  Wendy Graves seconded.  Member Payst, aye; Member Graves, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  This is a Type II action and the SEQRA is satisfied.  The Board applied Section 14.5.2 Variances, Section B).  Mr. Frost was asked if the setbacks on lots 12 and 13 are necessary as they do not conform to condition 2 of this section.  He replied they were not necessary and initialed the application deleting lots 12 and 13.  Pat Payst made a motion to grant to Robert Frost of 286 Tidball Road, Schenectady, a ten (10) foot front yard setback variance to construct a single family dwelling on each of the proposed lots 1, 2, 3, and 4, in the Pine Ridge cluster development, SBL#35-3-1, per the findings of Section 14.5.2 B), providing a copy of the DEC permit is supplied to the UCEO, the wetlands delineated on lots 1, 2, 3, and 4, the building permits be obtained within six (6) months of the approval of the access road by the Town, and all other aspects of the ordinance be followed.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Member Payst, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Graves, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye. 

The Board discussed application 08-002 submitted by Sherwood J. Hamil of 26 Bluff Road, Schenectady, requesting a front yard setback variance for the property located on Scotch Church Road, Mariaville.  Mark Blackstone is representing Mr. Hamil. Mr. Blackstone provided the distances to the property lines for the house and the barn, the driveway and presented them at the public hearing on a revised drawing.  The reply from County Planning was read.  Pat Payst made a motion to declare the Board Lead Agency.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Member Payst, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Graves, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  This is a Type II action and the SEQRA is satisfied. The Board applied Section 14.5.2 Variances, Section B). The almost completed dwelling is located 75 feet from the front property line and the existing barn is located 70.7 feet from the front property line.   Wendy Graves made a motion to grant to Sherwood J. Hamil of 26 Bluff Road, Schenectady for the property on Scotch Church Road, Mariaville, SBL# 26.00-2-18.31, a ten (10) foot front yard setback variance to continue to construct a single family dwelling per the findings of Section 14.5.2 B), providing that all other aspects of the Ordinance be followed.  Nelson Gage seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye. 

The Board reviewed application 08-004 submitted by Anthony Weakley of 168 Hillside Road, Mariaville, for a Home Occupation Business Permit to repair boats.  Mr. Weakley provides a mobile repair service and operates mainly out of a large enclosed trailer, stating most of his work is at the customer site.  He plans to have a maximum of one or two boats on site at any one time.  Mr. Weakley was questioned on the quantity of hazardous waste and flammable solvents and replied they were minimal amounts.  Wendy Graves made a motion to set a public hearing on this application for Tuesday, April 15th, 2008, at 7:30 pm in the Town Hall.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Member Graves, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Member Payst, aye; Chairperson Wall, aye.  Nelson Gage and Evie Rudesheim were appointed to conduct a site plan review.

The Capital District Regional Planning Commission has scheduled a Planning and Zoning Workshop on Wednesday, May 28th, 2008 at Hudson Valley Community College.
