This meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm.  The agenda for tonight will be as follows: an open forum, no public hearings, approval of the minutes of the previous regular meeting, review of a home occupation business permit application, a new application requesting an area variance, and any other business the Board wishes to discuss.  
 
The public forum was open for any zoning topic not on tonight’s agenda.  There were no comments.  The public forum was closed.
 
The minutes of the February 16, 2010 regular ZBA meeting were read.  Kathleen Kosinski made a motion to accept the minutes with the correction noted.  Pat Wall seconded.  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Wall, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Chrinian, abstain; Member Payst, aye; Member Rudesheim, abstain; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
 
The Board reviewed application 10-01 submitted by Marjie Waikas of 10228 Mariaville Road, Pattersonville, NY, requesting a Home Occupation Business Permit to operate a full service hair salon.  The applicant submitted the info requested at the last meeting.  The Schenectady County Department of Economic Planning and Development defers to local consideration.  The proposed area constitutes less than 25% of the dwelling’s floor space.  One family and one non-family person will be employed.  Dan Flower, who works for an environmental firm, stated the amount of liquid waste should not overpower the septic system.  Most of the waste is solid and will be disposed of properly.  The business is planned to be open for 5 days a week by appointment only.  The Board reviewed the application and found it to be complete.  Kathleen Kosinski and Evie Rudesheim will perform a site plan review prior to the public hearing.  Pat Wall made a motion to set a public hearing for this home occupation business application, which is planned to be a full service beauty salon, submitted by Marjie Waikas, 10228 Mariaville Road, Pattersonville, NY, SBL#34.00-1-3-6, for April 20, 2010, at 7:30 p.m. at the Town Hall.  Kathleen Kosinski seconded.  Member Wall, aye; Member Kosinski, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
 
 
The Board accepted an application submitted by Travis Nelson of 1330 Gage Road, Delanson, for a side yard set back variance to construct a detached two stall garage for personal use.  This is a Type II action and the requirements of SEQRA are satisfied.  The location of wells and septic systems for the adjoining neighbors and the house dimensions are missing from the application. Mr. Nelson stated he would supply them in time for the next meeting.  The well, well line and utility power lines are situated in the north side yard.  The septic system is located in the rear yard and part of the south side yard.  Kathleen Kosinski made a motion to set a public hearing on this application for an area variance for a two stall garage submitted by Travis Nelson of 1330 Gage Road, Delanson, SBL# 65.00-1-31.212, on April 20, 2010, at 7:30 p.m. at the Town Hall.  Pat Wall seconded.  Member Kosinski, aye; Member Wall, aye; Member Gage, aye; Member Chrinian, aye; Member Payst, aye; Member Rudesheim, aye; Chairperson Graves, aye.  The motion passed.
 
There has been no information received from Brian Hart concerning his desire to convert Frosty Acres Campground to a non-profit corporation with each owner having title to a discrete amount of land.
 
The Capital District Regional Planning Commission and others have scheduled a Local Government Planning and Zoning Workshop on April 8, 2010.
 
There is a continuing education Planning and Zoning workshop on March 25th, 2010 at the Italian Community Center. 
 
There is now a central location of all Zoning and Planning reference material at the Town Hall on the basement level.
